MacDonald murder case
may be reopened

WASHINGTON—Jeffrey MacDonald, the former Green Beretdoc-
tor serving three consecutive life sentences for the 1970 slayings of
his wife and two children, may finally be given a chance to prove his
innocence.

Scandal at the once-saintly FBI crime laboratory and growing
public sympathy might just be the ingredients MacDonald needs to
be granted a new trial.

We've followed this case closely since April 1970 when some of
MacDonald’s friends, swearing he was incapable of such a crime,
appealed~to us to investigate. At the time, the Army was in the midst
of probing the heinous triple murder committed at Fort Bragg, N C.,
and had pegged MacDonald as the prlmary suspect.

After conducting our own quiet inquiry, we concluded that the
Army was trying to railroad MacDonald. We reported that military
police and Army sleuths had carelessly destroyed clues at the
murder scene and ignored otherevidence that supported MacDonald’s
claims of innocence. After several months, the Army dropped its
charges against MacDonald.

But the Justice Department pressed on for nine years before
winning a federal trial, in which the doctor was convicted. '

MacDonald still maintains his innocence, claiming the murders
were carried out by members of a mysterious North Carolina cult,
who broke into his home chanting “acid is groovy” as they beat the
doctor and slaughtered his family. Prosecutors alleged that
MacDonald, who had been a fine officer and devoted father, suf-
fered a psychological snap that caused him to go berserk and kill his
family.

But thousands of pages of government documents related to the
MacDonald case were not released until several years after the
sensational 1979 trial that riveted the public.

The most impressive pieces of withheld evidence were hair fibers
found under the fingernails of the children and in the left hand of
MacDonald’s wife, Colette. According to test results, none of the
hair samples match the doctor’s hair.

MacDonald and his lawyers believe that the hair samples could
have come from one of the iatruders, whom MacDonald described as
a female wearing a blond wig. But when MacDonald’s attorneys
pressed for anew trial in 1991, FBI hair-andfibers examiner Michael
P. Malone testified that the hair samples were not of the type used
to make human wigs. Believing FBI forensic experts to be infallible,
the court denied MacDonald’s request for a new trial.

But it now turns out Malone’s testimony was in conflict with
information in the FBI's own textbooks—and that the fibers are
indeed of the kind used in wigs. In April, the Wall Street Journal
reported that Malone had submitted two “apparently fraudulent”
affidavits, including his testimony aeainst MacDonald in 1991. The
Journal report was the latest in a series of stinging charges against
the FBJ crime lab, which has come under fire for allegedly biasing
its findings to favor prosecutors over criminal defendants.

The wig hair may belong to Helena Stoeckley, a member of the
shadowy cult that MacDonald believes is be. hind the murders.
Stoeckley admitted to us in 1982 that she was involved in the
murders, claiming she was in the doctor’s apartment on the night of
the crime alone with several other cult members.

Stoeckley feigned ignorance at the 1979 trial, saying that she
couldn’t remember where she was or what she was doing on the
night of the murders. She later told us that she did this out of fear
of being prosecuted herself, and because she was physically in-
timidated by other cult members who told her to “keep your mouth
shut.”

Just a few months after her last interview with us, however,
Stoeckley was found dead in a South Carolina apartment. Local
officials dismissed the possibility of foul play, but some believe that
she was killed by cult members.

Shortly before her death, she told us that she had been visited by
two men, one of whom identified himself as an FBI agent, who told
her to stop cooperating with MacDonald’s lawyers. The FBI con-
firmed that she was visited by an agent, but refused to discuss what
transpired.

In recent weeks, MacDonald has appeared on several national
television programs from prison to tell his story. Public sympathy
for the convicted klller is growing, and at least one member of
Congress, Rep. Robert Wexler, D-Fla., has asked FBI Director
Louis J. Freeh to look into the case.

All this gives Harvey Silverglate the Boston criminal defense
jawyer who has been handling MacDonald's case pro-bono since
1989, hope that a new trial will finally be granted.

“The evidence that Malone lied, and that it was material—highly
material—to our losing ... in 1991 is so clear and so open-and-shut
that there's no question in my mind we should win” a new trial, he
told our associate Aaron Karp. “The FBI comes to this case with a
little bit less of a halo than it had before.”

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‘Alternative dispute

resolution’ endorsed

SUPREME Court Justice Ramon
VillagomezonMonday urged mem-
bers of the community to try resolv-
ing disputes through mediation be-
fore resorting to court action.

“We used to be a society without
courts. The court is a creation of
civilization. We used to resolve fam-
ily disputes by talking among our-
selves,” Villagomez said during a
forum held Monday night at Dia-
mond Hotel.

The forum discussed the functions

and mechanics of the judicial system

in the CNML

The panel was composed’ of
Villagomez, Superior Court Associ-
ate Judge Edward Manibusan and
former Supreme Court Chief Justice
Jose dela Cruz who acted as modera-
tor.

Villagomez encouraged the com-
munity to make use of the ‘‘alterna-
tive dispute resolution” which is less
costly andlesscomplicated thancourt
litigation.

There are at least two private com-
panies thatoffer mediation service in
the CNMI.

The mediation altematlve
Villagomez said, is becoming a trend
in the United States.

“They realize that mediation be-
tween parties i§ a better way to re-
solve disputes and’ conflicts,”
Villagomez said.

In the judicial system,
Villagomez noted, one party
would win in a case but opposing
parties would be both leaving the
court with heavy hearts.

In the mediation system,
Villagomezsaid, *‘bothparties would
be happy” after settling their dispute.

At any rate, Villagomez said the
people should not be intimidated by
the court.

“There’s no reason to be afraid of
the court,” Villagomez said. “‘We
know it’scomplex and expensive but
if you know the court you won’t feel
that way.”

Hesaid the judiciary isimplement-
ing a system to simplify the process.

He mentioned, for example, the
creation of a family court which
handles family matters such as di-
vorce and domestic violence, among
others.

The setting up of a family court,
Villagomezsaid, isaimedat*‘making
family cases gofaster and smoother.”

He said the judiciary is in the pro-

- cess of developing rules and proce-

dure in the family court.

About 50 people, mostly students,
participated in Monday’s forum. It
was, however, briefly marred by ten-
sion when lawyer Ted Mitchell tried
togrill Dela Cruzaboutold Article 12
cases.

Raising his voice as though he
was arguing in a courtroom,
Mitchell: asked "Dela Cruz “to

explain why you bowed down” to

the Ninth Circuit Court when it

- reversed his (Dela Cruz’s) deci-

sion on Ferreira vs. Borja.

Dela Cruz barely answered
Mitchell’s questions.

Chamber vice president Tony
Pellegrino diffused the “tension”

by telling Mitchell to “please take -

yourseat,” and teminding the law-
yer that such forum was not the
proper venue to raise that par-
ticular concern.

The forum was part of an edu-
cational program jointly spon-
sored by the Saipan Chamber of
Commerce, and the CNMI Coun-
cil for the Humanities. It is aimed
ateducating the community about
how the government works, and
how the community can contrib-
ute to the entire process.

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Bill may ‘prolong’ wait in hiring

THE BILL to scrap the Philippine
Consulate’s approval of workers’
employment documents may re-
sult to longer processing time, de-
feating the purpose for which the
legislation is being pushed.

House Bill 10-427, which was
passed by a-10-4 vote, was intro-
duced to cut down on what its
proponents described as *“‘unneces-
sary, time-consuming and finan-

¢ially-draining” process of approv-
ing employment contracts.

Officials however, believe the
bill will add up to the delay as
oversight will be taken over by the
Philippine Overseas Employment
Administration which already has
a backlog of its own.

Under the present system, the
Philippine Consulate evaluatesem-
ployment contracts submitted by
employers before informing the
POEA of its approval.

“We are trying to help by being
here and coordinating with POEA,”
said Consul Julia Heidemann.

“That way, they (employers)
won't have to go to RP and submit
the requirements themselves.

“If they (employers) don’t want
us, then they can go to Manila and
that’s fine with us. We will abide
and find a way to implement it,”
Heidemann said.

“We are receptive to change if
only to cut bureaucratic red tape,”

NMHC reminds public on 60-day
processing period for homesteads

THE BOARD of Directors of
the Northern Marianas Housing
Corporation (NMHC) lauded
the Tenth Commonwealth Leg-
islature for “restoring” Gover-
nor Froilan C. Tenorio and the
Division of Public Lands’ pow-
ers to act on Grant of the Public
Domain Land.

The action provides a transi-
tional 60-day period to act on
Grants of Public Domain issu-
ance to homesteaders for pur-
poses of securing mortgage
loans from NMHC, the housing
agency said in a news release.

In April, NMHC Board Chair-
man Juan S. Tenorio issued a
statement expressing NMHC’s
grave concern and ecmpathy for
many Commonwealth home-
steaders whose dream of build-
ing a home would be adversely
affected by House Bill No. 10-
325.

The bill created -a Board to

and approved loan applications
from homesteaders.

There are approximately 300
pre-qualified applicants who are
homesteaders whose loans were
approved by NMHC and an es-
timated 1000 and 300 applicants
who are on the waiting list for

the Kagman III and Koblerville

areas, respectively.

Tenorio advised all home-
steaders in the Commonwealth
to contact the NMHC Office in
their respective islands.

He also advises homestead-
ers who were granted homestead
land to take action now before
the 60-day limit ends.

Borja: Task Force should have been
told of bill to ‘bypass RP Consulate

ACTING Gov. Jesus C. Borja yester-
day said the House of Representatives
should have consulted with the CNMI
labor task force before passing the bill
amending current labor regulations.

Borja said the CNMI labor task
force, which recently negotiated with
Philippine officials a new memoran-
dum of understanding (MOU) be-
tweenthe twogovemnments, mayhave
advised House members on the issue.

The House, by a 10-4 vete Friday,
passed H.B.10-427, which would al-
low local employers to hire Filipino
workers even without getting a clear-
ance from the Philippine Consulate as
required by current regulations.

The bill now goes to the Senate.

Borja, whoheaded the CNMlI panel
that negotiated the 1994 MOU with
the Philippine government, said there
is nothing wrong with the bill “from a
purely legal point of view.”

The CNM], he said, should be able

A SAIPAN veterinarian recom-
mended yesterday the implementa-
tion of ameasure toclear the island of
stray animals.

“We have nomad animals here but
we have a lot of animals running in
packs which cause alot of problems.
They bite people who are jogging;
they chase tourists and they can tum
overtrashcans,” said Eugene R.Cloth-
ier, of Saipan Veterinary Hospital.

Clothier was guest speaker of the
Rotary Ciub of Saipan during a
lucheon meeting at the Hyatt Hotel.

Clothiersaidheisworking withthe
Legislature and the Saipan Mayor’s
Office on the proposal to implement
ameasure called the Animal Control
Act.

“It is something snmllar to The
Humane Society inthe United States
where stray animals are picked up
and kept for a few days to see if
anybody wantstoadoptthem,”Cloth-
ier said. Animals that are not adopted
are ““disposed off so won't have extra
animals on the island,” he added.

*“The Legislature is already work-
ing on a related measure,, and ['m
working with the Mayor’s Office, as
well, in rying to make something
established.”

Clothier noted that keeping house
pets is “*becoming a trend”

in the CNML

Heattributed this tothe presence of
aveterinary hospital in the island, and
the CNMI government’s move (o
slacken the quarantine law.

WASHINGTON (AP) - The
Senate is turning its attention to
an Indonesian conglomerate in
its probe of improper political
campaign donations, but the chief
investigator says it may never be
proven that the real source of the
money was China.

The second week of the Senate
Govemmental Affairs Committee
hearings, beginning Tuesday, features
executivesfrom the LippoGroup, the
Indonesian firm with close ties to
Chinaand which formerly employed
ex-DemocraticParty fund-raiserJohn
Huang.

Committee Chairman Fred Th-
ompson, a Tennesee Republican,
opened the hearings indramatic fash-
ion last week, citing classified FBI
reports that there existed *“a Chinese
plan to subvert our election process”
by buying political influence.

But Thompson acknowledged
Sunday that,at leastat thisearly stage,
it may not be possible to prove the
China connection.

Huang, who is at the center of the
probe because of his aggressive fund-
raising activities in the Asian-Ameri-
can community, is seeking at least
partial immunity from prosecution
beforehetestifies. Itisunclearwhether
he will ever appear.

Thompsonalsoindicated there was
no hard evidence of a link between
Chinese money andillegal individual
contributions from abroad. I don’t

"know if we'llever have the answerto

that question,” he said on NBC
television’s “Meet the Press.”

Thompson and other lawmakers
have been tight-lipped about the con-
tentsofthe FBIreport. But U.S. News
and World Report saysin this week's
issue that most of the dlrs 2 million
China budgeted to increase its influ-
ence in U.S. politics went to legal
activitiessuchaslobbyingand tripsto
Beijing for American lawmakers.

The magazine said the Chinese
planadded only dls 200,000 toexist-
ing aclivities in America, and less
than half of that went to laundered
campaign donations.

Court asked to stop order to

“Waming: House of apusher. Stay
away,” many of the signs say.

Nasser Marohomsalic and
Mercedes Contreras, both members
of the govemment’s Commission on
Human Rights, said in their petition
that the labeling violates the constitu-
tional guarantee of due process.

They said it also degrades the dig-
nity and integrity of the occupants of
the houses and is an invasion of pri-
vacy.

The petitioners also included
Daniel Saligumba, a Manilaresident
whose house was spray-painted with
the message “‘Beware, Drug Pusher’s
House. Get Out.”

Saligumba denied the accusation
and removed the sign, but police
came back and sprayedanotherwam-

ing.

“We are afraid that (police) may
plant evidence and falsely accuse us
by way ofretaliation forexposing this
malicious scheme,” Saligumba said
in a letter to the human rights com-
mission.

Marohomsalic and Contreras also
told the court that at least six other
people whose houses were spray-
painted by police claim they are inno-
cent and have not faced any charges
of drug dealing.

In a separate petition, the Inte-
grated Bar of the Philippines, the
associationof all lawyers in the coun-
try, urged the court to settle the issue
“immediately and with finality.”

The group said it was filing the
petition “‘in the interest of justice and
order, since there is a possibility that
the innocent may be the victim of
vigilante violence.”

There was no immediate reaction
from Lim, whoinsisted earlier thathe
is not violating human rights.

“Let these drug pushers file their
complaints in court and we will an-
swer them. How about the rights of
theirvictimswhoselivesaredestroyed
by drugs?” Lim said last week.

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Simpson house sold for $2.6M

O.J. Simpson

NORWALK, Calif. (AP) — His
Heisman Trophy, gone. His favorite
golfclubs, gone. Andon Monday, the
biggest symbol of OJ. Simpson’s
rise and fall was taken away when his
mansion was auctioned off in just
minutes for $2.6 million,

The buyer was Hawthome Sav-
ings, the bank that foreclosed on
Simpson’s dream home after he fell
behind on the mortgage.

Only twoother bidders showed up
with the cash to qualify for the pro-
ceeding, a surprisingly subdued and
matter-of-fact proceeding that was
held outside a courthouse before
mostly curiosity-seekersand TVnews
CTews.

As Simpson was losing his home
of 20years, he wasonthe golf course,
just as he was earlier this year when
a jury found him responsible for the
slayings of his ex-wife and her friend
and ordered him topay their families
$33.5 million.

“Tlove the house. ... We had some
great times there,” he told KCAL-
TV as he finished his round at the
publicGranadaHillsgolfcourse. “But
it’s gone, and now I've got to find
someplace else to have some great
times, you know? You move on.”

None of the proceeds will goto the
victims’ families. The money will
instead gotoward the numerous liens
onthe house, against which Simpson
had borrowed to pay millions inlegal
bills. He hadn’t made a mortgage
payment in months,

The 6,200-square-foot home in
Los Angeles’ wealthy Brentwood
section has six baths, a tennis court,
waterfallsand anOlympic-size swim-
ming pool.

He bought it near the end of his
Hall of Fame football career — be-
fore he went into television and the
movies, beforehismarriage toNicole
Brown Sigpson — and long before
he was accused of murdering her.

The estate became a crime scene
in 1994 as police investigating the
slayingsof Ms. Simpsonand Ronald
Goldman a few blocks away noticed
atrail of bloody drops leading up the
driveway and found a bloody glove
inside. Millions of Amiericans first
saw the home in the background as
Simpson was being handcuffed. His
famousslow-speedchaseendedthere,
too.

But even with the notoriety, the
selling price was at least $500,000
below market value, said real estate
agent Elaine Young, who sold
Simpson the home .in 1977 for
$650,000.

“Somebody stole this,” she said,
shaking her head in disbelief when
the auction was over.

Hawthome Savings opened the

= of murder during the criminal trial

bidding at $1,875,000. Four times,
another bidder, representing a real-
estate investment firm, added $1 to
the pot.

But the bank ended the bidding
minutes later  with a high bid of
$2,631,259—just$100,0000verthe
$2.53 million in payments Simpson
owed the lender.

By buying the property, the bank
hopesitcan callitprivately atamuch
higher price. But first it must evict
Simpson, a process that could take 30
1o 90 days.

For Simpson, who was acquitted

and was found liable for the deaths in
civilcourt, thelossofhishome s only
the latest symbol of his financial de-
mise.

Earlier this year, sheriff’s depu-
ties went through the mansion and
took away all of his belongings, in-
cluding football memorabilia and
prized golfclubs. Lastmonth, sheriff’s

JAKARTA, Indonesia(AP)-Indo-
nesia called on Cambodia’s king and
its two warring premiers Monday to
meet soon with a three-member del-
egation of Southeast Asian foreign
ministers to help solve that country’s
political crisis.

The call by Foreign Minister Ali
Alatas came hours after Cambodia’s
Second PremierHun Sen, whoseized
power in a coup d’etat, accused the
Association of Southeast Asian Na-
tions of meddling in his country’s
internal affairs.

ASEAN member states an-
nounced last week they would indefi-
nitely delay Cambodia’s entry into
the regional economic bloc in the
wake of Hun Sen’s bloody takeover,
which left dozens dead in Phnom
Penh, the capital.

“IT’S the most complex probate I've
ever seen!”

Crown of Thorns Starfish

THIS week's YOCR Life Formis
the Crown of Thorns Starfish
(COTS). The Crown of Thorn or
Acanthaster planci is classified in
the phylum Echinodermata.
Enchinoderms are found only in
marine waters and are widely dis-
tributed bottom dwellers.

COTS have been studied ex-
tensively because when an in-
creased population occurs, they
can destroy a coral reef in a short
amount of time. When a COTS
feeds on a coral colony, it leaves
awhite feeding scarthatresembles
a bleached coral and eventually
the coral colony dies. A COTS
feeds by cverting its stomach out
of its mouth over a coral colony
and digests all the living coral
tissue.

In addition to its ability to re-
generate themselves, COTS re-
produce sexually through exter-
nal fertilization. During a spawn-
ing season, a single COTS can
produce as many as 65 million
eggs. Itisthe high survival rate of
larvae that can cause an increase
in population of COTS in an area.

Thereareafew predatorsof COTS,
such as a triton’s trumpet and the
humphead wraase. But, they are not
effective biological controls because
of their popularity among shell col-
lectors and flshers.

Do not try to handle a COTS.
They have sharp toxic spines
which can break off and remain
embedded in the skin. If this oc-
curs, scek immediate medical at-
tention.

Palestinian police to

HEBRON, West Bank (AP)—For
the first time in weeks, Palestinian
police patrolled downtown Hebron
Monday to prevent clashes between
Israeli troops and Palestinian stone-
throwers.

“We heard a crack, and a second
crack, and all of a sudden the bridge
collapsed,” Purcellsaid.*‘People were
falling on top of each other.”

About 20 ambulances rushed to
the scene and helicopters hovered
overhead trying to spot survivors in
the shallow river, while divers
searched forvictims.Green hats womn
by the Australian delegation washed
uponthe muddy banks of the river.

Rescue efforts were slowed.by
theriver’s steep banks, which forced
rescue workers to use ropes to
descend to the water. Two of the
injured were policemen involved in
the rescue effort, a police spokes-
wornan said.

Police chief Assaf Hefetz said the
collapse was “absolutely not sabo-
tage. There was something wrong
with this bridge.”

The 45-foot-long span, made of
wooden planks supported by green
and purple aluminum beams, was
built specially for the ceremony.

Police Minister Avidgor Kahalani
said the bridge had received “all the
necessary permits ... but it tumns out it
didn’t resist the weight.”

The opening ceremonies, attended
by about 45,000 people, began aftera
half-hour delay, even as the search
continued for victims outside.

“Tam sorry that this is the way we
are opening the Maccabiah games,
which should be happier,” President
Ezer Weizman said in remarks kick-
ing off the 10-day games.

The decision to proceed with the
ceremonies angered one prominent
Australian.

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Japan to build quake device

TOKYO (AP) — Japan plans to
build the world’s most advanced
earthquake simulation device in
hopes of learning how to reduce
damage from the real thing.

The machine would be power-
ful enough to closely replicate
theeffects of amagnitude-7 earth-
quake like the one that devastated
the city of Kobe in 1995, said
Haruyuki Iwabuchi, director for

disasterpreventionresearch at the
Scienceand Technology Agency.

The Kobe earthquake, which
killed more than 6,000 people,
caused widespread damage and
shattered Japan’s confidence that
its latest building techniques pro-
duced structures strong enough
to withstand major quakes.

The testing facility would be
the only one in the world power-
fulenoughtoreduce a building to
rubble, enabling scientists to ob-
serve earthquake conditions,
Iwabuchi said Monday.

Japan already has what is now
the world’s largest earthquake
sxmulatlon facxllty, but it is only

Police has arrested hundreds of
Sunni and Shiite Muslim activists
and sealed off the offices of mili-
tant sectarian groups across the
province in a bid to end the vio-
lent confrontations between the
sects,

More than 150 people have been
killed in bombings and drive-by
shootings since January, and hun-
dreds more injured.

UN asked to consider
int’l court for Congo

UNITED NATIONS (AP) -
Secretary-General Kofi Annan
should ask the Security Coun-
cil to consider establishing an
international court to try those
responsible for mass killings
in the Congo, a human rights
group said Monday.

Human Rights Watch said
in a letter that it was issuing
the call following a report by
U.N. investigators which said
there was evidence of wide-
spread killings of Rwandan
Hutu refugees by forces of
President Laurent Kabila.
There was no comment from
Annan to the call by Human
Rights Watch.

The report, released last Fri-
day, said the killings of
Rwandanrefugees appeared to
have been so massive and sys-
tematic that they could be con-
sidered crimes against human-
ity and possibly genocide.

That would establish the le-
gal basis for setting up a spe-
cial international court - simi-
lar to those created by the Se-
curity Council to try genocide
cases in Rwanda and alleged
war crimes in the former Yu-
goslavia.

Human Rights Watch said
thatin light of the U.N. inves-
tigators’ report, it “respect-
fully calls on you to request
the Security Council to autho-
rize immediately the creation
of a Commission of Experts
with the explicit mandate not
only to investigate the alleged
atrocities but also to deter-
mine whether the creation of
an international tribunal is
warranted.”

The organization also ex-
pressed “serious concerns”
that the United Nations was
knuckling under to demands
by Kabila to keep U.N. spe-
cial investigator Roberto
Carreton off a team to investi-
gate the alleged massacres.
Kabila has refused to aliow
Carrcton, a Chilean lawyer,
on the investigating tearn.
Carreton has said publicly that
it appeared that Kabila’s
forces had perpetrated a mass
slaughter in the country, for-
merly known as Zaire.

Annan announced last week
he would form a new team to

send to Congo in an effort to
accommodate Kabila. Under
U.N.rules, humanrights teams
must be approved by the gov-
ernments of the countries
where the investigations take
place.
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It alsorecommends the.cre-
ation of a new post of deputy
secretary-general to provide
greater coordination and ad-
ministrative control.

Itis widely believed Annan
wants to name a woman to
such a position, possibly
former  Norwegian Prime
Minister Gro  Harlem
Brundtland. Creating the post
would require the approval of
the General Assembly, which
includes many Third World
nations that believe Western
countries already dominate the
organization.

Annan plans to decrease the
headquarters staff to 9,000
from a high of 12,000 in 1985
— a goal the United Nations
has already almost reached
through attrition.

Annan also will continue to
tighten the budget, another key
U.S. demand. In May, the
United Nations’ chief finan-

Rains hit southern China as
drought worsens in north

BELJING (AP) - A drought *~
northern China has dried up the
longest stretch ever of the Yel-
low River, even as rains pelted
the already flood-sodden south,
official media reported Mon-
day.

The lower reaches of
the river, China’s second
longest, began running
dry on June 23, and the
riverbed now lies exposed
from the Henan province
border across Shandong
province to the Bohai Sea,
some 500 kilometers (300
miles). the Xinhua News
Agency said.

Parts of the Yellow Riverhave

run dry every spring in the last
few years due to a combination of
seasonal drought and overuse of
water by factories, cities and farm-
ers. But this year’s drought is
unusually long -the worst in a
century, according to earlier re-
ports.

1t has already cost dirs 1.4 bil-
lion yuan (dlrs 170 million) in
agricultural and industrial losses,
Xinhua said. Fish are dying and
farmers have skipped planting
600,000 hectares (1.5 million
acres) of crops.

Weather experts are waming
that the parched riverbed will be
less able 1o absorb usually heavy
summer rains, when they arrive,

Xinhua said.

At least 66 people have died
in flooding in South China,
which is three weeks into the
rainy season. L

Rains continued in eastern
Zhejiang province Monday,
adding to the more than 10
centimeters (4 inches) many
places have received since
July 6, China Business Times
reported.

He alleged those groups were
involved in plots to bomb embas-
sies and the homes of govern-
ment leaders in Rangoon, the
Burmese capital.

Suu Kyi has denied the charge. ‘

Washington has denied that the
groups it funds are engaged in
terrorist activities.

The U.S. government has ac-
cused the Burmese government
of trying to deflect attention from
its own human rights abuses.

Although the statement from
the National League for Democ-
racy, or NLD. was released Mon-
day, it was dated July 19, which
will be the 50th anniversary of
Martyr’s Day in Burma.

It was on that day in 1947 that
Suu Kyi’s father, Burma’s inde-
pendence hero Aung San, and six
of his Cabinet ministers were as-
sassinated by a political rival.

Aung San advocated democ-
racy for his country, buthis death
plunged Burma into a period of

instability and insurgencies that
culminated in the 1962 military
coup.

Referring to the assassination
of Aung San, the statement said:
“The NLD will never forget the
heinous act of terrorism. On the
occasion of the 50th anniversary
of Martyr’s Day, we strongly urge
thatpolitical problems be resolved
through political means and not
by force.”

Suu Kyi has repeatedly called
foradialogue with Burma’s mili-
tary rulers since her release from
six years of house arrest in July
1995.

But the generals have spurned
her and conducted mass arrests of
NLD members and supporters in
an attempt to break the demo-
cratic movement.

“We will pay our respects to
the fallen leaders by continuing
with our efforts to achieve de-

Solith -China' pro_vihce seeks

‘more Taiwan investments

BEIJING (AP) - China’s south-

eastern Zhejiang province is trying
to lure more investment from Tai-
wan by offering special treatment
for its investors, state-run media
reported Monday.

Investors from Taiwan will get
priority in obtaining water, elec-
tricity, gas and otherinfrastructure.
They also will be exempt from
taxes under certain conditions,
Xinhua News Agency reported.

It said Taiwan investors and their
families would be given equal reat-
ment with local Chinese in terms of
buying houses and securing medical
care, travel, telecommunications and
education for their children.

It was not clear how Zhejiang’s
new regulations, issued June 28
and in effect as of July 8, differed
from previous rules or from those
of other parts of China.

So far, Taiwan investors have
set up more than 2,500 businesses
in Zhejiang with investment total-
ling $ 4.2 billion, the report said.

China is campaigning hard to win
Taiwan toits fold following the July 1
return of Hong Kong to Chinese sov-
ereignty. It particularly has encour-
aged Taiwan businesses to strengthen

their ties with the mainland.

Taiwan, home of Nationalists
whofled the 1949 communist take-
overof China, is viewed by Beijing
as a renegade province. The two
governments don’t recognize each
other, and Taiwan bans direct con-
tact with the mainland.

But their longtime political ri-
valry hasn’t precluded close eco-
nomic ties. Taiwanese have in-
vested $ 24 billionin China, mostly
in nearby Fujian province, as well
as Zhejiang, Guangdong, Jiangsu
and the city of Shanghai.

In a related development, the
government has reiterated its call
to Taiwantobegintalks with China
on reunification, the newspaper
China Daily reported.

The remarks by Tang Shubei,
head of the Association of Rela-
tions Across the Taiwan Straits, or
ARATS, the Chinese organization
responsible for handling relations
with Taiwan, were published in a
new magazine called “Cross Straits
Relations,” it said.

ARATS has begun publishing
the new magazine to promote its
views on relations with Taiwan,
the report said.

First South Korean vessel set to sail
into North’s sensitive coastal waters

SEOUL, South Korea (AP) -
A South Korean barge will sail
intotightly guarded North Ko-
rean coastal waters for the first
time since 1945 this week with
construction supplies for two
nuclear reactors in the com-
munist country, Seoul offi-
cials said Monday.

Since the Korean peninsula
was divided at the end of
World War II, South Korean
vessels on humanitarian and
other missions have had to sail
far out in international waters
to reach North Korea, avoid-
ing the heavily armed coast.

But under an agreement
signed in New York last week,
North Korea agreed to let the
South Korean barge sail in its
coastal waters, carrying ma-
terial and~equipment for the
nuclear reactors.

Seoul’s state-utility Korea
Electric Power Corp. said a
barge will leave for the North
on Tuesday carrying techni-
cians and office supplies to
Yanghwa, a port.on the
North’s east coast, 400 kilo-
meters (250 miles) from the
capital Pyongyang.

The South Korean firm is
the prime contractor in an in-
ternational consortium over-
seeing the $ 5 billion reactor
project.

Yanghwa will be a supply
base. The reactors will be built
in Sinpo, a nearby fishing vil-
lage.

Also Monday, the South Ko-
rean state firm said it has

signed a $ 450,000 contract
with the international consor-
tium to improve an 18 kilome-
ter (11-mile) road between
Yanghwa and Sinpo.

The road improvement
project was subsequently sub-
contracted to a North Korean
firm. As soon as the road is
finished, work will begin on
the reactor site, Seoul offi-
cials said.

The U.S.-led international
consortium, called the Korean
Peninsula Energy Develop-
ment Organization, or KEDO,
is providing two 1,000-mega-
watt nuclear reactors in ex-
change for a pledge by North
Korea to freeze its nuclear

program, which was suspected
of being used to develop weap-
ons.

Ground-breaking for the re-
actors was to have begun last
fall but was suspended be-
cause of a North Korean sub-
marine incursion into South
Korea in September. It is now
slated for early August.

South Korea will bear most
of the cost of building the re-
actors, scheduled to be com-
pleted by 2003.

In addition to South Korea
and the United States, mem-
bers of the consortium are Japan,
the European Union, Canada,
Australia, New Zealand, Finland,
Argentina and Chile.

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Gingrich expecting
capital gains deal

WASHINGTON (AP) — With
compromise talks beginning in ear-
nest on tax cut legislation, House
Speaker Newt Gingrich predicted on
Monday thatPresident Clintoneven-
tally will yield to a Republican
proposal for a sharp reduction in the
capital gains tax as partof a compre-
hensive agreement.

**Any bill that is going to be sent to
the president will have a 20 percent
capital gains tax cutinit,” Gingrich,
R-Ga,said ina brief interview.

Moments earlier, he had made the

same point in a call-in interview on
Rush Limbaugh’s radio program.

. "I can’t imagine sending a bill
down there (to the White House) that
doesn’t reduce capital gains to 20”
percent, he said.

Gingrich has said previously that
he expects three-comered negotia-
tions involving the House, the Senate
andthe White House toyield atax cut
that is acceptable to Clinton. And in
his brief comments during the day, he
stressed that the cut in the capital
gains that Republicans are pushing
for would be part of a “‘comprehen-

sive agreement.”

Separately, other Republican offi-
cials have begun to speak quietly
about the types of concessions they
will have to make to gain Clinton’s
signature on the first tax cut in 16
years.

While the tax cut bills passed
by the House and Senate differ in
many details, they both provide
for a cut in the maximum tax on
capital gains — paid on profits
from the sale of stocks and other
assets — from 28 percent to 20
percent.

rights. They just handcuffed me
and took me to the police station,”
he told the court.

At the station, Villanueva con-
tinued, Sgt. Joseph Aldan kept on
pressing him to tell the truth about
his whereabouts last Jan. 19 and
20, the days preceding the day of
the grisly murder. '

The defendant said he requested
to talk to a lawyer, but Aldan
allegedly tried to convince him
they were only interested on his
whereabouts during the said two
days.

Villanueva said he told the of-
ficer where he was at those times.
When the question swayed to
other questions, he explained he
needs an attorney for proper ad-
vice.

Aldan then told him to strip his
shirt; but he refused, Villanueva said.

The officer, however, told him
they have the authority to do so.

Villanueva explained he was
forced to remove his shirt when
Aldan stood up suddenly in angry
manner and pulled a chair.

“I was concern(ed) for my
safety. Aldan stood up pushing
the chair...in angry
(feature)...while other officers
were outside the office. They said
they have the authority to do so
(the strip.) I was scared,” he said.

Villanueva said the officer then
measured a supposed wound
Villanuevahadat that time, which
the suspect said were injuries he
sustained working in the farm.

Aldan admitted they asked
Villanueva to remove his shirt
because they received informa-
tion that the defendant suffered
injuries because one of the vic-
tims struggled when the attack
happened.

Aldansaid they did notthreaten
Villanueva with physical force,
adding they had stopped the inter-
rogation when the defendant de-
manded for a lawyer.

" Garcia, who has covered the Nets
the past nine seasons for the Star-
Ledger, was vacationing in Utah and
was not immediately available for
comment, Star-Ledger sports writer
Moss Klein told The Associated
Press in a telephone interview.

Klein provided McElwee’s tele-
phone number at his office, but the
attomey did not immediately retum
amessage left by the AP.

*This was Dan’s decision,” Kevin
Whitmer, The Star-Ledger sports
editor, said in his paper’s Tuesday’s
editions.
