CLAY DEFEATS TERRELL IN 

A FIFTEEN ROUND DECISIGN 

Houston, Texas, Feb. 6-- Cassius Clay, generally regarded as the World Heavyweight Champion, and Ernie Terrell, 
the World Boxing Association Champion, met Monday night in a 15-round fight for the undisputed heavyweight chanip- ionship. Ciay. a4-i betting favorite, weighed 212 1/4 pounds and Terrell, 212 1 2, the heaviest of his career. 

Cassius Clay turned butcher and gave big Ernie Terrell a Savage beating for a unanimous 15-round decision that 
endéd all doubts about his rights to the undisputed world heavyweight title. 

Terrell recognized as chamip by the World Boxing Association after it withdrew its recognition of Clay, was a slow 
moving easy target for the speedy Clay who battered him around both eves. 

Terrell's right eye was closed to a narrow slit from the fourth round on and he bled off and on from a sliced right 
eyebrow after the seventh. 
in it. 

Big Ernie from Chicago anc Atlantic City, New Jersey never went down but he never was 

Clay taunted Terrell and asked “what's my name” in the eighth and ninth as he gave the 6-foot-6 Terrell the same 
kind of beating he had handed ex-champ Floyd Patterson at Las Vegas in 1965. Patterson was a TKO victim but 
Terrell went the route without hitting the deck. 

Terrell had called Clay by his given name at a meet- 
ing prior to the fight. Clay prefers his Muslim name, 
Muhammad Ali. 

It was the 28th straight victory for the 25-year old 
Clay who announced Saturday he was moving to Hous- 
ton as his latest adopted city. 

Terrell, acknowledged as a left jab artist, fought with 
both hands high in the peek-a-boo style that Patterson 
used to use, Clay found it hard to pierce that defense 
in the first few rounds but soon found his target. Ernie 
also had trouble unleashing his fine left jab from that 
position and concentrated more on wild right hand pun- 
ches to the body. 

After the fight was over, Terrell made two trips to 
- to Clay's corner to offer congratulations to his un- 
marked opponent. 

: _ Clay had boasted Saturday when he finished training 
that he would give Terrell a "Floyd Patterson humil- 
iation beating” and did just that. Terreil was game 

¥ to the very end, trying to sneak a long left or a right 
when he got a chance. But it was a rout for the former

If there was any doutt about this fight, it vanished in

Still, Big Ernie threw a desperate long right hand that 

_ clipped Clay. 

Cassius never was hurt or shaken up although he taun- 
“ted Terrell and invited him to throw the left at his chin. 

Cassius played the cat and mouse game with his foe, 
even outdoing him when they resorted to wrestling 
tactics in the early rounds. 

At times Terreii held his hands so high that it almost 
~ tooked as though he was wearing a bonnet. Little by 

' little the hands came down as Clay's shots continued

Kennedy said he found this feeling general in 
European Capitals. 

The Senator said probably too much emphasis has 
been placed on merely getting negotiations started 
for the sake of talking rather than getting negotiations 
to achteve a settlement of the war.

FULBRIGHT SPEAKS OUT 

Celumbia, Missouri, Feb. 6 -- Senato~ }.W. Fulbriche 
Moadiy praised President Johnson's “aims” while 
criticizing star Department officials for “putting two 
and to together and setting eleven” in likening Asian 
eammenism to lithe r's Germany, 

Puibrigh:, Chairman of the Senate Foreign Relations 
Committee, said in a speech prepared for a Stephens 
College audience that the “honest and decent” aims of 
Johnson's foreign policy are to advance social justice 
in Asia, Africa and Latin America, 

Bur he said the U.S, has taken on the role of global 
policeman because of distorted diplomatic thinking 
tha= nations should be judged on the basis of assumed 
ins@ntions rather than on their actions and abilities. 

This has led, he said, to State Department thinking 
in terms of the 1930's instead of modern times. 

“Putting two and two together and getting eleven, 
high officiais in our Department of State have con- 
Cluded that, because Ame rica paid a heavy price of 
having stood aside while Hitler conquered Europe, 

ne te8s a price would surely have to be paid to allow- 
ing @ Small and poor country in Southeast Asia to 

© a Sivil war through to its finish..." he said, 

There seems to be no doubt in the minds of these 
officials, he said, “That in exactly the same way 
that Britain and France might have prevented World 
War Two by taking a strong stand against Hitler in 
1936 or 1938, the Unived States, by fighting in 
Vietnam, is preventing a general Asian war or 
possibly even a world war.” 

Fulbright said that, “Underlying this dubious 
analggy are certain assumptions, equally dubious: 
That Ho Chi Minh, the communist poet and national- 
ist, is samehow similar to the lunatic Hitler." 

He said the administration assumes that the Viet 
Cong is an instrument of North Vietnam which in 
turn is the Instrument of China. He said further 
it Was assumed China must be “judged not on the 
basis of her actus} behavior but on the basis of ber 
presume inventions” to conquer Asia, 

“Here is a novel doctrine indeed, that aggression 
consists not in overt action but in a country's 
intentions as these are divined by its enemies,” 
he said, 

“Underlying these conjectures, and therefore 
underlying our military involvement in Vietnam 
is the view of communism 43 an evil philosophy 
mobilized into a conspiracy for world conquest... 

“The assumption of a unified conspiracy simply 
ignores the observable facts of communist 

world: That Russia and China are profoundly 
hostile to each other." 

He said it has come down to the point where 
“our real stake in Vietnam is not American 
security but American pride and prestige.“ 

"If this is the price of pride, then the price is 

too high."

ORBITER SENT ALOFT 

ON LUNAR JOURNEY 

Pasadena, California, Feb. 6 -- U.S. Space Agency 
scientists nudged Lunar Orbiter 3 into a better flight 
path to the moon Monday and a few hours later found 
themselves talking with both it and a sister spacecraft 
Simultaneously. 

While they were controlling Lunar Orbiter 3 through a 
tacking station at Goldstone, California, snother station 
at Woomera, Australia, reported ro the Operations Cen- 
ter at Jet Propulsion “aboratory here that Lunar Orbiter 
2 had been revived and was radioing technical data, 

Lunar Orbiter 2, launched November 6, ran out of film 
a month later but its radio has continued to work on 
command. 

A spokesman said it was the first time since Lunar 
Orbiter 3 was launched Saturday that the Operations 
Center here has talked with both craft at the same time. 

The hookup with both crafe lasted about an hour in midday 
as Lunar Orbiter 2 was making its 603rd orbit on the moon. 

Lunar Orbiter 3's steering maneuver halfway our on the 
qairter million mile journey siowed the 850 pound 

yehicte's 2, 400 mile*an-hour speed by 11 miles per hour, 
it was designed co make the craft miss the upper righ: edge 
of the Lunar c'sk by 295 miles,
