nets ? Can anything be conceived more lament-
ably puerile ?

Whereas, His
Majesty the King did on the 30th day of January,
187-- , enter into a Convention with the United State3
of America, at the city of Washington, which said
Convention was ratified by His Majesty at Honolulu
on the 17th day of April, 187o, and ratifications
were exchanged at the city of Washington on the 3d
day of June cf the same year;

Axd whereas, the Eaid Convention provides in its
fifth article that it, the said Convention, shall go
into effect as soon as it has been approved and pro

States; now therefore, Be it enacted, &c, that
whensoever His Majesty shall have received satisfac-
tory evidence that the Congress of the United States
has passed laws to give full effect to the provisions
of said Convention, and shall proclaim that he has
received such evideuce, from and after the date of
such proclamation, the following articles, being the
growth, manufacture or produce of the United States
of America, to wit : here follows the list of articles
as contained iu the treaty shall be introduced into
this country free of duty, so long as the said Conven-
tion shall remain in force.

Yesterday the Minister of Finance laid before
the House "A Tlan for supplying the deflciency
in the revenue of the kingdom upon
giving effect to the Convention of .Reciprocity
with the United States of America." We shall
give details in our next.

Normal Schools in America.
I The following extract from a letter from Mr,

ICitthcock, the Inspector General of Schools,
npw on a visit to United States, will be read
with interest.

"On the 6th of this month, I went to Trenton, X.
J. in company with Mr. Slack, a Trenton man, to
inspect the State normal school established.in that
city. Connected with the school is a model
school,' for the young normals' to try their hand
at. But this is not allowed, except in the primary
classes. The class rooms of both buildings, the
normal, and model schools, are partitioned otr
with glas3 sashes, which are raised or lowered
in the same manner as window sash, thus per.
mitting a whole floor to be thrown into one room,
if desirable. When these sashes are down, no
sound is distinguishable trom the various rooms.
The pupils were engaged iu written examina-
tions, at' the time of my visit, these examinations
having been ordered by the State Superintendent,
for purpose of exhibition at the Centennial. I
passed around the various rooms with the princi-
pal of the model school, overlooking the work of
the pupils, and was favorably impressed with
neat appearance cf their papers; drawings in
colored crayons were very beautifully executed
on the blackboards the rooms. Great
attention is paid to this art.

" Passing over to the normal school situated in
the same enclosure, I was shewn into the recitation
rooms of the different classes. Of these there
are three, numbering in all nearly two hundred
students, of which at least four-fifth- s are ladies.
There are two courses, one of three, and the other
of two years. The curriculum of study is almost
identical with the one which I proposed for La- -

bainaluna last year. I was surprised at the youth- -

ful appearance of the students. The graduating
cla3 coulJ nft have averag0(1 ovel. eighteen
years . whi,st the ontering clus3 were mere boj9
and girlg , attendcd a recitation of each class,
anj muCU struck with the intellectual devel- -

opuient manifested. The lowest class represented
the raw recruits, struggling to master the mys- -

teiies of arithmetic, the middle clas had left
arithmetic behind, and with barks slightly battered
in C0U1ing in collision with arithmetical icebergs,
steered on to meet the unknown dangers of higher
mathematics, and physical science. The grad-

uating class were at their moorings, taking in

their last stores, rating their chronometers, and
receiving their last sailing orders previous to
acting as convoys for numerous fleets of small
craft awaiting their guidance.

"After spending two very agreeable hours in
this state institution, I went with Mr. Slack to the
state house, and examined various collections
of specimens, principally geological, which the
pupils of the state schools had made for exhibition
at the Centennial. These will make a very hand-

some show, and were collected at the State
Department of Education, previously to being
shipped for the Centennial grounds. On the 13th

inst., in company with Iiev. C. Forbes, formerly
missionary at the Islands. I visited the Philadel-it- s

phia Northern II01113 for friendless children, and
sister institution the Home for soldiers and sailors
orphans. Here again were written examinations
going on, by order of the Superintendent of
Instruction. Both institutions numbered about
400 pupils of both sexes, and are controlled by a j

board of ladies. Everything about the establi.-h- - ;

ments was perfectly neat, and the pupils appeared i

to be well cared for. Still I saw a great many
old faces on; young shoulders, telling the tale of

early trouble The gem of these establishments i the
'Kindergarten School where the little ones were '

taught. In a large tooni wherein flowers were
made to bloom at all seasons, and a canary made
music t all hours of the day, was a low form in

the shape of a parallelogram. Around this form.
seated in comfortable Utile rocking chairs were
some twenty little midgets, the oldest of whom
was more than sis. Here they were amusing
themselves in drawing on slates, making variegated
paper mats, modeling fruits and animals in ciay.
unconsciously learning and studying, whilst in

reality playing. I was assured that the little
things, some not more than three years old. g?n- -

the work of civilization a comuieuced ou these
islands, and whose property uas been alienated
from them year after year until the number pos
sessing kuteanas or other property upon w hicu a
mortgage could be effected, have become very few
indeed in comparison with what these were in
former yea;s ; tew, however, as they are, they will
be saved from the clutches of these social vampires.
1 would wish to point out the disadvantages they
have been laboring under heretofore and the ad-

vantages which must accrue to them when this
proposed system is adopted. Hitherto when they
have mortgaged their property to the class of men
referred to, they have been charged with interest
from 1 to 3.J. aud in some instances as much as 5
per cent, per month ; the first year's interest being
deducted ia advance from the amouut of the loan,
so that ia the event of their being unable, to pay
up the principal at the expiration ot the first year
the money lenders, if they chose, could foreclose
the mortguge and become the owners ot the prop
erty. I would draw the attention of the victims
of these usurious money-grabber- s to the fact that
all interest at a rate higher than 2.J per cent, per
month, charged on mortgages, is unlawful ; for the
law laid down ia Sec. 14ts3, Chapter 'io, reads thus:
" No action shall be maintainable, in any Court of
this Kiugdom, to recover a higher rale ot interest
than 2 per cent, per month, upon any contract
made in this Kingdom,"' Jtc. so that having the
law to protect them, we would strongly advise all
those llawaiians who have mortgages bearing a
higher rate of interest than 2 per cent per month,
to have them annulled, and have fresh ones drawn
out, stipulating for the extent of interest only as
provided for according to law.

Under the proposed new system they can, when
they wish to do so, obtain loans from their own
government to the extent of one-thir- d of the ap-
praised value of either freehold or landed proper-
ty at a nominal rate of interest ot 5 per cent, per
annum oBly. Will not this be far better for the
llawaiians in every way ? As matters are now, if
we take the lowest rate of interest, i. e., per
cent, per month on a loan of say 300, it will
amount to $54 per annum, whereas the government
rate will be only $13, thereby giving a difference
in saving on interest of $39; and not only this,
but should the loan lapse, the property mortgaged
will revert to government, and I should like to
know who has a better right to it? These kuleanas
were originally, I believe, the gift of a former
king or government. I would also propose, in
modification of paragraph nine of the proposals,
published in your issue under advertence, that the
government, as a special case, but not as a rule,
assist with loans those who now have propeity
mortgaged so as ta enable them to effect a transfer
of their property to government, the government
will then become the ouly creditor; by this means
the interest on their mortgages will be reduced
and they will have a fair chance of ultimately re- -

deeming their property.
There is no doubt but that the introduction of a

paper currency will meet with strong opposition
by the few interested, but it is to be hoped that the
government will take such immediate and decided
steps by iutroducing a law for carrying into effect
the introduction ol paper currency as legal tender
as will break down all opposition on the part of
plantation agents and money lenders.

Spontaneous Generation.

Professor Tyndall is again deeply involved in
controversy ; this tinio not witn tlie clergy or the
ologians, but with trie supporters 01 the epon- -
taneoue generation " theory. JJr. JJastian. the
distinguished naturalist and experimenter, ia his
most prominent antagonist, and the war is carried
on not only through the columns of scientific
journals, but in the Times, and other popular
newspapers. Several years ago Professor Tyndall
conducted 6onie experiments which led him to
concluded that atmospheric air held the germs from
which Bprang all the various lorma ot me tound
in the mixtures and infusions of Dr. Bastian and
others, and consequently the notion that they
come into existence de novo is a fallacy. In Tyn-dall- 's

experiments with air, he found it loaded
under all ordinary conditions with minute par
ticles and organisms, winch alone conlerred upon
it the power of scattering light. An absolutely
clean volume of air has no diffusive power upon
rays of light; consequently, if the atmosphere
was entirely free from impurities we should be
involved in darkness. This condition of the at-
mosphere awakened his suspicions that the ex-

periments alleged to prove spontaneous generation
possible were not rehabla, and he therefore in-

stituted a series in his own laboratory, the results
of which he recently laid before the Royal Society.

lie states that he boiled a large number of
organic infusions so as to distroy any bacteria or
germs existing in them, placed them in tubes ex-

posed to air which had been deprived of the float-
ing particles, the presence of which produced the
scattering effect upon a beam of transmitted light,
and the result was that not in a 6ingle instant did
life appear, or the phenomena of putrefaction
occur. On the other hand, tubes containing sim-
ilar infusions, exposed under like conditions, as
to time and temperature, to ordinary air, fell
into active putrefaction and developed an abund-
ance of life. Results of this nature, if reliable,
of course at once deprived Dr. Bastian and others
of all ground to stand upon, and stamped them
as empirics. Dr. Bastian states in his book,
" Evolution and the Origin of Life," that " we
now know that boiled infusions exposed to air
filtered or calcined, or shut off altogether from
contact with air, are more or less proved to
sirarm with bacteria and vibriones in a few days."
Tyndall boldly attacks the doctor, and asks con-
temptuously, Who arc the we ' that possess
this knowledge ?" Dr. Bastian replies in Nature
by naming an array of distinguished scientists
who advocate the doctrine of spontaneous gene-
ration, which would appal any less confident
experimenter than Tyndall, and so the contest
goes on.

Bastian claims that lyndall s experiments are
unreliable, from the circumstance that he did
not conduct them with due regard to the temper-
ature at which the infusions were to be main-
tained. He urges that instead of keeping them
at a temperature of only 60 or 70 1, as did
Tyndall, he should have tried 80 or 9-- F.
This matter of temperature he claims is of im-

mense importance to the success of the experi-
ments. He goes on to say that, lookiDg to the
very striking manner in which Professor Tyndall
has deviated from the requisite experimental con-

ditions
In

in regard to temperature, it is impossible
to have full confidence that he prepared the in-

fusions in the manner prescribed. As regards
the hundred and thirty-nin- e instances in which
Tyndall failed to obtain the results indicated by
him as being obtainable, Bastian says that " if so
grave a question were not concerned, all this
would be truly laughable, and, as it seems to him,
far more like burlesque than the sober pursuit of
science.' Tyndall replies to this in the Times,
and says that the " temperature hypothesis" of
Dr. Bastian will not answer, as he prepared his
infusians with scrupulous regard to his prescrip-
tions, and the temperature was maintained lor IS.
weeks at from 80 z to 00 e F., and nevertheless
they remained perfectly sterile thronghout. It
is, however, apparent from the admissions made
by Professor Tyndall that he did not fully comply
with Bastian "s conditions, and so the question
remains an unsettled one.
