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Saudi's King Fahd 
pardons 2 nurses

LONDON(AP)-SaudiArabia's 
King Fahd is pan:loning and freeing 
two British nurses convicted in the 
1996 killing ofacolleague there, the 
Saudi ambassador said Tuesday. 

The king acted in response to a 
p;:tition from the familiesofDeborah 
Parry and Lucille McLauchlan. 
Ghazi Algosaibi said in a statement. 
released to Britain's national news 
agency. Press Association. 

The sentences were reduced to 
the time the women have already 
spent in jail, about I 1/2 years, and 
the nurses will return to Britain "in 
the next couple of days," the state­
ment said. 

Pany. 39, was convicted in Au­
gust 1997 of stabbing Australian 
nurse Yvonne Gilford to death. 

McLauchlan,32, wasfoundguilty 
ofbeinganaccessory andsentenced 
inSeptembertoeight years in prison 
and 500 lashes. 

The lashing has not been canied 
out 

Both women have been in jail in 
theeastemSaudi townofDanunam 

sincetheirarrestinDecember 1996, 
shortly after Gilford's l:xxly was 
found in her dormitory at the King 
Fahd Medical Center in the eastern 
Saudi city of Dhahran, where the 
three nurses worked. 

Gilford had been stabbed 13 
times, beaten and suffocated. 

Saudi authorities said that rob­
bery may have been the motive for 
the killing. 

Parry andMcLauchlan initially 
confessed to the killing but they 
later recanted, saying their con­
fessions were obtained through 
physical and sexual abuse by 
their interrogators. 

Peny escaped beheading when 
Gilford 's brother, Frank, waived 
his right to demand the death 
penalty in exchange for a re­
ported $1.2 million settlement. 

Although allowed by Saudi 
law, the deal angered some Brit­
ons.

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Japanese troops leave 
on Indonesia mission 
SINGAPORE (AP) - Japanese 
military per.;onnel took a commer­
cial flight to Indonesia Wednesday to 
plan the evacuation of Japanese citi­
zens from the strife-tom countly. 

The nine soldiers are an advance 
paityto check the situation at airports 
in the capital, Jakarta, and other Indo­
nesian cities, according to the Japa­
nese Embassy. 

Six Japanese Air Self-Defense 
Force C-130 transpo1t planes that 
would be used in an evacuation ar­
rived in Singapcre on Tuesday and 
remained at Paya Le bar Air Base, the 

embassy confirmed. 
More than 200 members of the Air 

Self-Defense Forces accompanied the 
six transports, making them the first 
armedJapanesesoldiersonSingapore 
soil since the end of World War II.

Lumpur, one for Tokyo and one ar­
rivedinSingapore Wednesday morn­
ing with 179 passengers. 

With more than 13,000 of its citi­
zens living in Indonesia, the evacua­
tion would be the largest for Japan 
since the end of World War II.

W ASHINGTON(AP)-Lawmak­
ers learned how.easy it is to make 
methamphetamine Tuesday inaDrug 
Enforcement Administration brief­
ing behind closed doors on Capitol 
Hill. 

It was an opportunity for House 
Republicans to promote a bill to im­
prison meth traffickers for life. The 
measure would impose a minimum, 
mandatory life sentence for anyone 
convicted in federal court of making 
or distributing the highly addictive 
drug, which is also known as speed or 
crank. 
· "We have to attack this problem at 

all levels," said Rep.Jo Ann Emerson, 
R-Mo., a co-sponsor of the traffick­
ing bill, whichissetforasubcommit­
tee vote this week. 'The people put­
ting these drugs out on the streets 
should take this legislation as a clear 
warning." 

Authorities seized 396 meth labs in 
Emerson's state la~t yeai; the only 
major producer that came close was 
California, with 178 seizures. 

'!he legislation targets tl1e produc­
ers and distributors but not users or 
sellers. Its primary author, Rep. Pete 
Sessions,R-Texas, said themeth sup­
plyisexplodingthroughoutthe United 
States, from about 200 lab seizures in 
1993tomorethan J,300in 1997. 

"Methamphetarnine is tl1e greatest 
threat since crack; it's even worse

may apply for Section 8 housing 
"for the time being." 

"They can go and check whether 
there's any available Section 8 
homes for the time being," 
Tenorio said. 

"Our program is ready. We 
have a representative that takes 
care of the housing program in 
Rota. If they want to stay with the 
subsidized homes, they can ap­
ply," he added. 

NMHC Corporate Director 
MaryLcu Ada echoed Tenorio, 
saying that if the families need 
temporary housing, "our office is 
always ready to assist them." 

"In order for them to qualify for 
federal housing assistance, they net>,d 
to be either US citizens or US nation­
als through naturalization," Ada said. 

"Our hands are tied if they do not 
meetthosequalifications. But through 
our local programs, I think we can 
assi~tthem temporarily," Ada added. 

Ada likewise said that her office 
had put out a vacancy waiting list for 
public housing on Rota. "'I11at wait­
ing list announcement is still open. 
They'remorethanwelcometoapply. 
If they go through the processing 
procedures and they qualify, then 
there's no reason why we cannot 
assist them."

CalvoEnterprises,acopyofwhich 
was given to Marianas Variety, 
the group explains it has been 
monitoring KUAM and the Jeff 
Evans Talk Show, especially his 
May 12th show, and has noticed 
his "constant attacks and racial 
editorials on his show about our 
Chamoru language." 

Ed L.G. Benavente, Chamoru 
Nation Spokesman, speaking for 
the coalition, told The Variety the 
coalition opposesJeffEvan 's view 
of Chamorro culture. 

"Everytime Jeff Evans utters a 

Chamoru word or issue, he's 
against it," said Benavente. One 
other issue brought up by the 
coalition was Evan's opinion 
on a bill issued by the Guam 
Legislature to change the spell­
ing of Agana to Hagatna. 

The coalition's "peaceful 
protest"will be ai'med at 
KUAM's advertising 
custonners . 

"We believe that anybody 
who buys an ad on KUAM is 
endorsing the thought that the 
Chamoru language is inferior;

DPS takes austerity measures

PUBLIC Safety Commissioner 
Charles W. Ingram Jr. said he has 
to cut some positions in the de­
partment in line with the 
government's call for austerity 
measures. 

Ingram in an interview said DPS 
has now only one deputy com­
missioner as compared to two 
before. 

Some personnel, Ingram said, 
have been transfc1Ted to other 
more important areas. 

The commissioner said he was 
originally asking forover$30 mil­
lion budget, but he would likely 
get only $13.3 million. 

For Fiscal Year 1997, Ingram 
said, DPS requested for $22 mil­
lion budget, but got only $14 mil­
lion. 

He said DPS is opera1ing in a 
continuing resolution budget. 

"But I understaml Gov. Pedro 
Tenorio 's position. It's austerity 
time," Ingram pointed out. 

The DPS chief said he has orga­
nized down to what they called 

mid-management or the assistant 
chief level in order to run the 
department more efficient and 
economical. 

"We 're letting the directors 
formulate some plans as to 
their divisions ... what they 
want to do or what their rec­
ommendations are," Ingram 
said. 

Although it's impossible to 
cut over time, Ingram said, they 
are trying to use only the extra 
time authorized or justified by the 
supervisors.

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50-year quest for a suitcase 
AS A reporter, I have been covering for the past several years the activities 
related to the Liberation Day celebration in the CNMI. But it is not the 
celebratory fireworks that stand out in my mind. It is an old man named 
Miguel and his SO-year quest for his missing suitcase. 

*** *** *** 
I met Miguel in Susupe a few years ago and he recounted that during the 

Japanese occupation of Saipan, he was among the young men asked to do 
mandatory service at Marimaru Kuji, a military base project built in As 
Lito. A person sent to that project faced an uncertain life. 

*** *** *** 
Miguel's mother cried when she learned about his "destination." Be tore 

Miguel left, she gave him her two gold rings to serve as remembrance. 
Miguel was assigned as security officer with 470 other people, mostly 
locals, working at the project. In June 1944 or 16 months later, the 
American invasion of Saipan began. 

*** *** *** 
Several bombs were dropped. The base was crippled, prompting the 

Japanese soldiers and locals scampering for safety in the hills. Miguel 
found himself alone in the "jungle" somewhere in San Vicente. He hid in 
a natural cave with a mouth measuring about four feet wide. 

*** *** *** 
More locals discovered the cave, which had only one opening. Soon, it 

became stinky. Miguel recalled that their hideout was located ·near a 
sugarcane plantation. During nighttime, they sneaked out, took sugarcane, 
coconuts and bananas in order to survive. 

*** *** *** 
After several days, the Americans, accompanied by some locals and 

carrying loudspeakers, traced the cave and asked them to come out since 
the war was already over. Miguel, however, forgot to carry his suitcase. He 
beooed the soldiers to return inside the cave because he had his mother's 
ri1~; in the suitcase, but his plea was not heeded. 

*** *** *** 
The locals, including Miguel, were taken to a camp in Chalan Kanoa 

where native police force was organized. Less than a month later, he and 
an American friend went back to the cave, but they could not find it as the 
area where it was looked totally different. It was already cleared and 
covered with tents pitched by the American soldiers. 

*** *** *** 
The Marines recruited the locals, including Miguel, to serve as guides in 

the mopping up operation. Saipan was officially declared secure on July 4, 
1944. But many more weeks of fighting took place to neutralize hundreds 
of Japanese defenders who refused to sunender. 

*** *** *** 
Miguel said since then he has attempted several times to find the cave by 

drivi;a around the village of San Vicente. One of his wishes was to locate 
the sui7case to recover the rings in memory of her mother. Today, we don't 
even know whether Miguel is still alive. We don't know, too, whether he 
has been successful in tracing his suitcase. But we were almost sure his 
quest remained next to impos-sible. 

*** *** *** 
Miguel's story has reminded us the Liberation Day celebration 

committee's solicitation for the $75,000 worth of fireworks in this year's 
celebrations. Honestly we don't care whether we have this fireworks 
during this vear's Liberation event. We can have it on New Year's Eve, 
anyw71y. Th~re are other meaningful activities to think of that do not require 
a lot of money. The most important thing is, we should preserve the 
historical sites as these are part of CNMI history. 

*** *** *** 
Considering the economic progress that the CNMI has attained, the 

locals. like Miguel, should be honored because they have stood up despite 
the difficulties they had to bear on the war-devastated island. Quoting 
Reverend Vincent Prestigiacomo in his visit here some years back: "I 
measure success by the spirit to overcome the tragedy." 

A Superior Court judge recently issued a bench warrant. against a 
man who failed to show up during his scheduled hearing on a criminal 
case. The man explained that he had no car at the time so he missed the 
hearing. The judge who happened to be a neighbor of the defendant 
said: "You are residing in Chalan Kiya, right?" "Yes, your Honor," 
the defendant answered.

Child slavery thrives on Africa's west coast 
CHILD trafficking and slavery is on the rise 
on Africa's west coast, the very place from 
which African natives were once captured and 
sent to America. 

Concerned U.S. officials told us that the 
sale and slavery of children involves thou­
sands of youngsters, primarily from Togo and 
Benin, who are sold by their parents to "em­
ployers" in richer urban portions of neighbor­
ing Nigeria, Cameroon and Gabon. 

Some of this came to embarrassing public 
light last year when alert police in Benin 
halted two buses on their way to Nigeria car­
rying a combined 132 children. They arrested 
the modem-day Fagins, and began looking for 
similar convoys. 

Why the growing explosion of child-sell­
ing? 

A human rights group in Togo, WAO­
Afrique, has found three primary factors that 
have spurred the unforgivable trade: the 
economy, demographics and the resulting 
breakdown of social-cultural mores. 

In the small, relatively poor country of Togo, 
half the population is under 15 years of age. 
Many parents with large families find it diffi­
cult to feed their children. 

Because of this, it has become culturally 
accepted for these parents to "'hire" out their 
children as domestic servants in wealthier 
homes. A I 994 report found that the vast 
majority of domestic workers in Togo were 
younger than 15. 

But over the last few years, this trade has 
begun to spread across national boundaries. It 
started with the arrival in rural Togo and 
Benin of slick, well-dressed, apparently 
wealthy hucksters who wheedle the children 
from their parents with promises and payola. 

Villagers are often cohvinced that cities 
offer m~orc opportunities, so they easily fall 
for the con artists' claim that their children 
will apprentice with a tradesperson or some­
one else who will improve their lives. 

The parents are also offered cash - usually 
between $20 and $40 - in exchange for their 
kids, some of whom are as young as eight. 

"In most cases, parents, out of financial 
necessity, are involved in giving their chil­
dren away for money," explains a report by 
the London-based Anti-Slavery International, 
which was reviewed by our associate Dale 
Van Atta. "Some are deceived by brokers into 
thinking that their children will learn a useful 

trade. The go-betweens often go scouting for 
families with more children than they can 
easily support." 

Untold numbers of these kids die en route 
to their new masters. 

"The journeys can be very dangerous and 
there have been reports of children dying in 
transit, particularly when travelling by sea in 
unseaworthy vessels," AS[ writes. "The chil­
dren are smuggled across international fron­
tiers, sometimes with the collaboration of 
border guards." 

AS I's fi ies are full of horror stories of what 
happens to the children who survive the risky 
journey. Their experience usually includes 
unbearable, 18-hour work days, starvation­
level food rations, torture and prostitution. 

Consider 9-year-old Kasarachi who, for no 
wages at all, was found working from dawn 
until I a.m. for a Lagos, Nigerian family with 
four children. Though obviously still a child 
herself, she was responsible for getting the 
family youngsters up, off to school, tending 
the family's market stall, cleaning the house, 
washing their clothes and putting the chil­
dren to bed. 

When finally rescued, she told African hu­
man rights activists that she was only given 
one meal a day, was beaten by the mother 
each day and, often, by the children she 
served. When discovered, the girl had no idea 
she was no longer in Togo. -

The Togolese parents of ~-year-old Tope 
sold their children for money and the promise 
the recruiting agent made that she would get 
a "good job" in Lagos. Instead she was shipped 
to a brothel in the Nigerian capital where she 
was sexually assaulted the first night. 

Continually raped, she finally became preg­
nant before she was 12 and was kicked out of 
the brothel to fend for herself on the streets, 
where African social workers found and res­
cued her. 

Surprisingly, despite the alarming number 
of children enslaved along what was once 
known as the "slave coast," American civil rights 
and anti-apartheid groups have not coalesced on 
this urgent issue. Perhaps because it's black-on­
black slavery, the issue docsn 't stir the same kind 
of crusading enthusiasm that Americans showed 
in campaigning against the South African apart­
heid system. 

Outrage against child-trafficking, of all things, 
should be color-blind.

"It isessential for MVB toendorse 
the project in orc!er for it to be taken 
seriously, otherwise it would just be 
seen as a business promotion strat­
egy," she added. 

The project involves a two-year 
promotional campaign to expand the 
CNrvlI's exposure overseas. 

It is aimed at increasing the number 
of visitors totheCNMI throu gh"niche 
marketing'' of special culturµI events.

'The Visit the Marianas proj:ct 
costs much much lower than the 
amount MVB spends on hiring an 
outsider promotional agency,"

"MVB gets money from the gov­
ernment; this committee is a private 

sector providing the necessary sup­
port to the government. Why is MVB 
reluctant to help when this group is 
taking the initiative to do what MVB 
should be doing?" Teregeyo asked. 

The steering committee is request­
ing $290,000 from MVB to fund the 
project 

Asked if the Legislature could ap­
propriate an indepedent funding for 
the project, Teregeyosaid, "the money 
should come from MVB because the 
plans are related to the duties and 
functions of the agency." 

Santos explained that MVB can­
not provide funding for the project 
because it was not appropriated un­
der the agency's current budget. 

Tenorio urged MVB to "look at 
this project seriously." 

"The project started in the 
middle of this fiscal year so it's

MANGILAO, Guam - "Start 
thinking about what you want to do 
in life, and then go for it" 

Thus was the inspirational mes­
sage of astronaut Dr. Leroy Chiao ro 
young people when he delivered a 
lecrure yesterday at the University of 
Guam Fieldhouse. 

Using slides and projector, Chiao 
gave his audience an overview of his 
;pace activitiesas well as the vari­
ous aspects of a Space Shuttle 
mission. 

Chiao is a mission specialist 
astronaut whose main duty on the 
Space Shuttle is to conduct ex­
periments on space walks, satel­
lite recovery using the Shuttle's 
robotic arm. 

Pilot astronauts are responsible for 
strictly flying the Space Shuttle in all 
aspects of the mission.

in January 1990 and became an 
astronaut in July 1991.

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Bill to authorize $2.5M 
to retain Preston Gates

A BILL seeking a $2.5 million 
budget for the CNMI 's lobby­
ing effort in Washington, D.C. 
ha~ been introduced i;the House 
of Representatives. 

House Bill J 1-204, authored 
by Rep. Melvin LO. Faisao, 
authorizes the appropriation of 
the $2.5 million for the 
retainment of Preston Gates 
Ellis and Rouvelas Meeds, the 
lobby firm representing the 
CNMI's interests in US Con­
gress for two years now. 

"It is imperative to retain the 
lobbying service of Preston 
Gates to help protect the inter­
ests of the people of the CNMI 

as well as the Covenant," Faisao 
said in his bill. 

The amount will come from 
the "Commonwealth Non-resi­
dent Worker Fee Fund" under 
Public Law 10-66, Section 
4424, and will be expended by 
rhe CNMI Governor, the bill 
said. 

Earlier, House Speaker Di­
ego T. Benavente said that the 
government may not be able to 
retain the services of Preston 
Gates if resources are not iden­
tified as soon as possible. 

He added that despite the 
whole Congress' support of ex­
tending the lobby group's con­
tract with the CNMI, the gover­
nor is still non-commital be-

cause of the unavailability of 
funds. 

Benavente said that the previ­
ous administration had a 
$175,000 monthly contract 
with Preston Gates. This 
amount, the legislator added, 
is something that the govern­
ment cannot afford, especially 
during these times of eco­
nomic slump. 

As of now, there is no exist­
ing contract between the gov­
ernment and the said law firm. 

The speaker added that the 
CNMI concerns may also be in 
a disadvantaged point once its 
lobby group in Washington 
ceases its services with the gov­
ernment. 

Fejeran defies court order

BUSINESSMAN Benigno T. 
Fe jeran has defied a court order 
requiring him to move out of a 
public property in Puerto Rico, 
said the Attorney General's Of­
fice. 

Assistant Atty. Gen. Thomas 
E. Clifford said it has now been 
82 days since the court entered 
the order. but Fejeran does not 
appear to have vacated the pub­
lic land in question. 

Clifford asked the court to 
issue a writ of possession, re­
questing the Department of Pub­
lic Safety to remove Fe jeran and 

his employees from the land. 
The issuance of writ of posses­

sion also means that all property 
remaining on the land is immedi­
ately forfeited totheCNMI gov­
ernment. 

The government _sued 
Fejeran doing business as 
Solid Builders for alleged tres­
passing and breach of contract 
in 1996 for occupying public lot 
in Puerto Rico. 

Following expiration of the 
lease in 199!. Fejeran remained 
on the land and paid no further 
rent. court documents stated. 

After the expiration of the 
permit, defendant again re-

mained on the land and failed 
to pay the rent as agreed fol­
lowing negotiations, court 
papers said. 

Judge Alexandro Castro issued 
an order last Feb. 26 asking 
Fejeran to move out from the land 
within 45 days citing he has no 
legal or equitable right to remain 
on the property. 

Gregory P. Guerrero, compli­
ance officer for the Di vision of 
Public Lands of the Department 
of Lands and Natural Resources, 
in an affidavit stated that Fejeran 
continues to operate a commer­
cial enterprise (Solid Builders) 
on the land. 

BoH report: FSM 'edgy 
about end of Compact

THE Compact agreement between the Federated States of 
Micronesia and the US is expiring in three years, and the FSM 
is quite edgy about this impending end of a special relationship, 
said the latest Bank of Hawaii Pacific economic report dated 
April. 

"Many in the FSM have difficulty accepting that someday 
they will not be a part of the United States," the report on FSM 
said. · 

Concerns, according to the report, have been raised about the 
stoppage of money flow from the US with the absence of a 
functioning market economy in the FSM. · 

"Creating such an economy out of a communal setup that has 
been sustained by American taxpayers for some 50 
years ... requires a careful calculation of the possibilities and the 
time it take to achieve it," the report stated. 

.The FSM consists of the states of Chuuk, Pohnpei, Yap and 
Kosrae. 

According to the report, the FSM "cannot realistically be­
come self-sufficient in' food production anytime SOOD-" 

The FSM's communal economy, where the individual's eco­
nomic productivity belongs to the extended family, has weak­
ened the entrepreneurial drive inherent in market-economies, 
the report said. _ 

Thus, it continued, most entrepreneurs in .the FSM are expa-
triates. · 

The FSM's "nervousness" about the prospect of the end of 
the Compact agreement stems from over 50 years of the exten­
sion of American-style democracy that "has been carefully and 
gradually blended into the communal system." _ 

"As a result of the uniquely close relationship between the 
US and FSM as well as other members of the former Trust 
Territory, these islands have benefited from the extraordinary 
reach of American influence and affluence," the report ex­
plained. 

The report said that there are areas where economic change 
can take place "but not with an abrupt disruption of the 
economy's mainstay_" 

It said tourism, fishing and fishe~ies, garments manufactur­
ing and undersea mining are four areas that "offer the most 
realistic prospects for a gradual and orderly shifttoward eco­
nomic diversity."

Skate also praised President 
Suharto's decision to stand down, 
adding thatPapuaNewGuineahoped 
for the wellbeing of its Indonesian 
neighbor. 

"No one can condone the violence 
that has occum:d in Indonesia over 
recent days," Skate said. 

"President Suharto has, however, 
addressed the issues as a national 
leader who has done much to unify 
and develop the nation over the past 
30years. 

"It is my hope and the hope of 

people around the world that further 
serious civil unrest would be avoided 
following President Suharto's an­
nouncement of proposed fresh gen­
eral elections and reforms including 
his decision not to contest the presi­
dential elections." 

Skate said he still intended to go 
ahead with a state visit to Jakarta 
scheduled for early next month. 

Skate became prime minister last 
year after allegations of rampant cor-
111ption in government touched off 
street riots in Port Moresby, and then­
Prime Minister Sir Julius Chan 
stepped down.

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Estrada recounts fateful fistfight 
MANILA, Philippines (AP) -
Philippine officials are looking 
for an American who duked it out 
with a high-school classmate 
named Joseph Estrada in 1953 -
so they can invite him to Estrada's 
presidential inauguration.

"That guy changed Estrada's 
life," said Siazon, a classmate of 
Estrada in grade school and the 
first two years of high school. 

"If not for the fistfight, Estrada 
could have gone on in school and 
ended with another job." 

After Estrada and American 
Patrick Hilton scuffled and were 
ousted from the prestigious Je­
suit-run Ateneo de Manila High 
School, Estrada moved to another. 
school. 

He later dropped out of college 
and became a tough guy B-movie 
actor, which became his launch­
ing pad to politics. 

Philippine trade 
deficit shrinks 

MANILA, Philippines (AP) -
The Philippines' trade deficit nar­
rowed by 58 percent to $1.22 bil­
lion in the first three months of 
1998 from $2.89 billion a year 
earlier, the government said Tues­
day. 

Normally, a narrowing trade 
deficit is good news, but analysts 
attribute much of the recent de­
cline to an economic slowdown 
caused by the region's currency 
crisis. 

For the month of March alone, 
the deficit narrowed to just $ I 40 
million from $934 million a year 
earlier, the National Statistics Of­
fice said. Exports rose 23 percent 
from a year earlier to $2.47 bil­
lion while imports fell 11 percent 
to $2.61 billion. 

The decline in imports worries 
analysts most, as it reflects a slow­
down in the output of Philippine 
companies. 

Tne country's monthly trade 
deficit has been declining since 
October, when it was $1.02 bil­
lion. It has been far below the$ I 
billion level since November and 
analysts expect it to decline for 
much of the year. 

For the first three months, ex­
ports rose 24 percent from a year 
earlier to $6.82 billion, while im­
ports fell 4.3 percent to $8.04 
billion. 

Electronics and components 
were both the country's top im­
port and export in March, since 
imported components arc fre­
quently processed and then re­
exported. The category accounted 
for 20 percc11t of total purchases 
and 52 percent of sales for the 
month. 

Japan edged out the United 
States as the country's top source 
of imports with a 23 percent share 
in March, or $598.7 million. 

Philippine exports to Japan 
reached $421.7 million, translat­
ing into a trade deficit of $176.9 
million.

HONG KONG (AP) - Some 
Asian financial markets rallied 
Tuesday from Indonesian Presi­
dent Suhatto' s announcement that 
he will institute reforms, call new 
elections and ultimately step 
down. 

Nowhere was the reaction as 
strong as in beleaguered Indone­
sia. Although trading volume was 
low. the JSX Composite Index 
,urged 24_906 points, or 6.4 per­
cent, to 413.824 after Suharto's 
announcement. 

The Indonesian currency was 
trading at 12,125 rupiah to the 
U.S. dollar, unchanged from its 
close Monday, after recording a 
low of 13,700 against the dollar. 

Currencies and stocks across 
the region had been down sharply 
early today as markets anticipated 
more trouble in the island nation. 

But they rallied after Suharto 
said he would institute reforms 
and organize new elections, and 
that after those elections, he would 
not continue his32 years in power. 
He did not give a timetable. 

Traders said the speech gave 
hope that Indonesia could avoid a 
continuation of the violence that 
claimed 500 lives last week. 

In Tokyo, the news from Indo­
nesia helped counteract uncer­
tainty over the Japanese economy. 
The benchmark 225-issue Nikkei 
Stock Average climbed 167.18 
points, or 1.08 percent, closing at 

15,551.65- the highest finish in 
more than two weeks. 

On the Seoul Stock Exchange, 
the key Korea Composite Stock 
Price Index rose 3.53 points, or 
0.9 percent, to 362.53. The South 
Korean won, which fell from 
Monday's close of 1,444 to the 
dollar to 1,464 early in today's 
session, rebounded after the news 
and was trading at 1,437. 

Share prices in Hong Kong re­
bounded after Suharto's speech. 
The Hang Seng Index rose 37. 14 
points, or 0.3 percent, closing at 
9,449.11. 

But stock prices finished lower 
in Singapore, Thailand and the 
Philippines. 

The benchmark Straits Times 
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Industrial Index fell 13.12 points, 
or I percent, to 1,278.62 in 
Singapore.- · 

Thai share prices tumbled be­
cause of a selloff in the banking 
sector as the central bank's take­
over of seven finance companies 
raised fears that its crackdown on 
the industry is far from over. The 
Stock Exchange of Thailand in­
dex plunged 3.0percentto346.46. 

Philippine shares also closed 
sharply lower as investors un­
loaded their holdings ahead of the 
anniversary of Indonesia's inde­
pendence movement Wednesday, 
which many fear may lead to more 
violent riots. 

The Philippine Stock Exchange 
Index of 30 selected issues fell 

56.50 points, or 2.7 percent, to 
2,068.9 I. 

In Karachi, Pakistan, the stock 
market was sent into a tailspin 
after a court ordered the largest 
private power company to slash 
electric rates. 

Investors also were worried 
about political troubles with In­
dia after that nation conducted 
five nuclear tests last week. In­
vestors fear devastating interna­
tional sanctions should Pakistan 
respond with nuclear tests of its 
own.

Violence soars in 
-volatile Kosovo

ClTAK, Yugoslavia (AP) -
The 95cyear-old woman was 
alone in the house when she 
heard the gunfire and heavy ar­
tilJery. 

Serbpolice were attacking her 
village in Kosovo province, and 
even though she couldn't move 
very fast, she tried to untie her 
cows and flee into the hills. 

Beforeshecouldgetoutofthe 
yard, the bullet hit · 

"She didn't know we were 
hiding in the cellar" in another 
house, her grandson, Mctush 
Citaku, explained Tuesday as he 
stood over her body, wrapped in 
blankets on the floor in the 
family's home in Citak. 

Ajmane Citaku on Monday 
became the latest of more than 
150people killed this year in the 
battle between Serbian police 
and ethnic Albanian militants 
seeking independence in 
Kosovo. 

Serbia stripped Kosovo of its 
autonomy in 1989 an since has 
ruled the province with a mas­
sive military and police pres­
ence. 

About90percentofKosovo's 
population is ethnic Albanian. 

Serb leaders consider Kosovo 
their cultural heartland and say it 
will never be allowed to secede 
- a goal also opposed by for­
eign countries. 

Down the rutted dirt road in 
Citak another house had been 
shelled and burned to the ground. 

Three brothers had lived there 
with their families - 20 people 
in all - but Beqir Citaku was 
the only one who was there dur­
ing the attack. 

Citaku, no relation to A jmane, 
had sent everyone away two days 
earlier. 

"The police came through on 
Friday and told my wife and chil­
dren, 'We're going to kill all of 
you,"' he said. 

Another brother, Fejz.e, who 
lived next door, was in tears a~ he 
SUl',/eyed his house, leaning on a 
caneandlookingmucholderthan 
his 52 years. 

A shell had tom a gaping hole 

in the redstiled roof. 
"Ididn'tdoanything,"hecried. 

"I had nothing to do with them" 
~ referring to the ethnic Alba­
nian Kosovo Liberation Anny, 
which has become ever bolder in 
its fight to win Kosovo's inde­
pendence. 

Yugoslav President Slobodan 
Milosevic appears unwilling to 
restore autonomy to Kosovo, but 
under U.S. pressure he met last 
week with Kosovo Albanian 
leader Ibrahim Rugova for the 
first time. 

Delegations from the two sides 
are to meet again Friday. 

Meanwhile, the continuedlow­
level fighting has sent tension 
skyrocketing in Kosovo, and the 
KLA seems to be gaining 
strength. 

Well-armed with automatic 
weapons and walkie-talkies, the 
militants have spread from the 
hills down to main roads in the 
rural heart of Kosovo and claim 
to control about half of the prov­
ince, from the Albanian border 
eastward. 

Serb authorities accuse the vil­
lagers of harboring the "terrorists" 
and say the KLA hides among 
them. 

At least 15 Serbian police offic­
ers and dozens of Serb civilians 
have been killed this year, he said. 

ThousandsofKosovoSerbswere 
terrorized off their farms or out of 
their villages by the Albanian mili­
tants. 

"We will not allow terror and 
violence," he said in an interview. 

'The police intervention is aimed 
at bringing this chaotic situation 
under control."

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US: Suharto pledge overdue

WASHING TON (AP) - Over 
the decades, the United States 
seldom has had an unkind word 
for Indonesian President 
Suharto despite his heavy­
handed rule. U.S. presidents 
have viewed him as a source of 
stability and moderation in ar­
eas of vital interest. 

But as Indonesia has de­
scended into chaos in recent 
months, the Clinton adminis­
tration has increasingly felt it is 
time for political change. 

And, hours after Suharto an­
nounced on national television 
his support for wide-ranging po­
litical reform, the State Depart­
ment welcomed the statement 
as long overdue. 

Spokesman James P. Rubin 
expressed hope that Suharto's 
words will lead to a genuine dia­
logue as quickly as possible. 

Among some officials and law­
makers, Suharto's announcement, 
which included a promise to step 
down after 32 years in office, was 
greeted with skepticism. Sen. John 
Kerry, D-Mass., who on Monday 
called on Suharto to resign, said 
Tuesday it is too early to make a 
judgment. 

"We need to know many more 
details about the process, includ­
ing the ti me frame for his depar­
ture .... This could well be a de­
laying tactic," Kerry said. 

Winston Lord, who served as 
the top State Department aide on 
East Asia for President Clinton 
until last year, said U.S. ties with 
Suharto have always been a bal­
ancing act. Lord noted Suharto 
ingratiated himself with the 
United States by being a force 
for moderation in Southeast 
Asia, and he contrasted that 
moderation with what he de­
scribed as the more extreme 
policies of Islamic leaders else­
where, especially the Middle 
East. 

At the same time, Lord 
pointed out that Suharto also is 
seen by many Americans as mean 
and autocratic, particularly in his 
handling of East Timar. 

In the mid- l 970s Indonesia in­
vaded, conquered and annexed 
the former Portuguese colony and 
has been criticized since then for 
its heavy-handed rnle_ 

Patrick Cronin of the u_s, In­
stitute of Peace says that given 
the realities of the 1960s, it was 
not surprising that the United 
States gravitated toward 
Suharto. 

"The close relationship grew 
out of cold war and fear of 
domino effect of communism 
in Asia," he said. 

The duality of the U.S. ap­
proach to Suharto - close but 
not too close - is exemplified 
in the patterns of American mili­
tary tics with Indonesia. 

In 1992, Congress-cut off a 
program of military training 
grants for Indonesian soldiers 
after a massacre of Timoresc 
demonstrators by Indonesian 
security forces. 

But a second military training 
program, involving exercises 
with the Indonesian military on 

Indonesian territory, survived 
Congress' wrath. 

There have been 41 such ex­
ercises over the past five years. 

The Clinton administration 
has been circumspect in recom­
mending just how the Indone­
sians should attempt to solve their 
deepening crisis.· 

It is not unusual for the United 
States to urge elections as the 
solution but Rubin, the State De­
partment spokesman, declined to 
go that far. 

"If there are to be elections, we 
would want to see any elections to 
be free, fair and credible," he said. 

Lord agrees with the 
administration's cautious ap­
proach. "It's very tricky to specify 
specifically what the solution 
should be," Lord said, adding that 
many Indonesians would resent 
it. 

The administration's response 
to the crisis, he said, "has been 
about right."

'11iere is no country on earth that 
would disclose its stmtegic facili­
ties," Chandra told reporters in 
Washington, adding, "Can you tell 
me one government in the world 
who would do something different, 
except a world power who doesn't 
care!"

Rather than fire the Agni, India 
tested the Trishul missile, which 
has a range of six miles, just after 
the first underground nuclear ex­
plosions May 11. 

Most of the preparations for the 
nuclear detonations were done be­
fore a planned 1995 test that was 
scuttled at the urging of President · 
Clinton. mdia's nuclear testing 
equipment was later moved Wlder­
ground. 

Indian scientists secretly visited 
the test site, traveling under as­
sumed names, frequently chang­
ing from trains to buses and cars 
and taking circuitous routes, Bedi 
said. 

In Pakistan today, Prime Minis­
ter Nawaz Sharif said the West's 
mild response to mdia's nuclear 
tests has emboldened the Hindu­
nalionalistgovemment, whichnow 
is threatening "every day" to attack 
Pakistan-controlled Kashmir.

WASHINGTON (AP)-Criminals 
beware! Law enforcement agents will 
soon be rumed witl1 James Bond­
Iike, high-tech gadgets. 

That's the message of a new anti­
crime initiative unveiled at the White 
House by Vice President Gore. 

He says the effort will be like mak­
ing James Bond a partner to Sergeant 
Joe Friday, a character in the "Drag­
net" TV series of the '50s and '60s. 

Gore has announced that the En­
ergy Department will share the tech­
nology used in Cold War espionage 
with the FBI and the Bureau of Alco­
hol, Tobacco and Firerums. 

Some of the gadgets involved in­
clude-chemical-analysis machines 
that can gathercrime-scenedata; soft­
ware used to track cellular-telephone 
frnud; and hand-held devices that can 
record video and help agents visually 
reconstruct c1ime scenes. 

Anti-trust chief asks 
for a bigger budget

WASHINGTON (AP)-With 
a lawsuit pending against 
Microsoft and an "in box" over­
flowing with business merger 
reviews, the head of the Justice 
Department's antitrust division 
pleaded for more help Tuesday. 

Assistant Attorney General 
Joel Klein told the House Judi­
ciary Committee the 275 
litigators on his staff can handle 
the current caseload, including 
the Microsoft battle. But con­
sumers will get shortchanged 
and the economy will suffer if 
he can't hire more lawyers over 
the next two or three years, he 
added. 

Klein made the statement one 
day after the Justice Depart­
ment and 20 states filed law­
suits against Microsoft Corp., 
contending the world's largest 
software manufacturer was sti­
fling competition in the com­
puter industry. Microsoft de­
nies the charge and is fighting 
back with lawyers from some 
of Washington's blue-chip 
firms. 

"I think that it's very impor­
tant for this country that these 
mergers get the full scrutiny 
and analysis that they deserve," 
Klein said during a hearing to 
discuss competition within the 
airline industry. · 

Among its other tasks, the 
antitrust division is investigat­
ing whether some airlines tried 
to-stifle competition from stait­
upcaniers by manipulating pric­
ing and seat capacity. 

Kleindidnotnameanumber, 
but he said his $95 million an­
nual budget needs to be aug­
mented by "certainly several 
million dollars." 

In general, the economy is 
undergoing a "quite profound" 
change in which billion-dollar 
mergers no longer sound sig­
nificant, Klein said. 

Just last month, the Travelers 
Group and Citicorp agreed to a 
$69 billion deal. New mergers 
are being announced virtually 
every day with industries from 
telecommunications to enter­
tainmentdeciding that bigger is 
better. 

The Microsoft lawsuit is the 
largest antitrust action filed by 
the government this decade. The 
budget for the antitrust division, 
meanwhile, has not kept pace 
with inflation since 1993. 

"We cannot let that chasm 
continue to develop. If we do, it 
would be a great national mistake," 
Klein told the congressional panel.

Despite professing 
a need for more lawyers, he said he 
is confident his staff will not be 
outgunned by a corporation with 
deep pocket~.

He said the recruitment mess 
originated in Bangladesh, and 
should have been prevented in the 
workers' home country.

"If that [proposed legislation}
