TOKYO (AP) - Sumitomo 
Corp. said Wednesday it has 
agreed to pay plaintiffs of six 
class action lawsuits in New 
York $99 mill ion for losses 
racked up by a rogue copper 

trader. 
In the out-of-court settlement, 

however, the Japanese trading 
house refused to admit any 
wrongdoing or liability for the 
losses. 

Yasuo Hamanaka, a former 
Sumitomo star trader who has 
been convicted of fraud and 
forgery by a Japanese court, 
caused $2.6 billion in losses in 
unauthorized copper trading 
over a decade. 

The losses, which surfaced 
about two years ago, upset cop­
per markets and tarnished the 
image of Japanese management. 

The settlement of the New York 

lawsuits, filed by copper futures 
and options traders, is subject to 
approval by U.S. Federal Court, 
which is expected to take several 
months, Sumitomo said. 

Traders have said 
Hamanaka' s activities kept the 
price of copper high on the New 
York and London futures mar­

kets in 1995-1996. 
In May, Sumitomo agreed to 

pay $125 million to U.S. regu­
lators and 5 million pounds ($8 

million) to British regulators in 

fines. 
It paid an additional dlrs 25 

million to the U.S. Commodity 
Futures Trading Commission to 

be set aside for claims by pri­
vate parties in the United States. 

The fund will cover dlrs 18 

million of Wednesday's $99 
million settlement, and the re­

mainirrg $81 million ( 11.4 bil­
lion yen) will be posted as a 
special loss for the six months 
ending in September, Sumitomo 

said. 
The company will "continue 

to take appropriate action" to 
resolve remaining lawsuits, it 
said. A California class action 
lawsuit representing copper buy­

ers is still pending. 
Japanese prosecutors said 

Hamanaka, 50, forged the signa­
tures of his bosses four times to 
keep his off-the-books trading se­

cret. 
Starting in 1985,Hamanakaand 

his boss at the time, Saburo 
Shimizu, allegedly made high-risk 
bets on the future direction of 
copper prices on the London cop­
per market. 

In April, Hamanaka was sen­
tenced in a Tokyo court to eight 
years in prison. He has appealed. 
Sumitomo has filed a separate 
civil lawsuit against Hamanaka.

Trisakti University in the capi­
tal, Jakarta, sparked several 
days of deadly rioting that led

The court sentenced First Lt. 
Agus Tri Heryanto to 10 -
months in prison and Second 
Lt. Pariyo to four months. 
They were found guilty of dis­
obeying orders and flouting 
proper procedures according 
to military law. 

The two were not charged 
with actually shooting the four 
protesters to death. 

However, prosecutors said 
they contributed to the deaths 
by being undisciplined and 
unable to control their troops 
during a student rally at the 
university against Suharto. 

Prosecutors said the two had 
contravened orders from se­
nior officers when they 
wrongly ordered their men to 
fire warning shots above pro­
testers' heads and to clash with 
students. 

This led to chaos at the 
university's campus that re­
sulted in the killings by other 
security personnel. 

""The action of the two po­
licemen gave the impression 
of arrogance. They disobeyed 
military law," said trial judge 
Col. Sudi Suradji. 

However, defense lawyer 
Bambang Widjoyanto said the 
two officers would appeal. 

"The trial does not provide 
any proof of who shot the stu­
dents," Bambang told report­
ers. 

The four dead students have 
been hailed by pro-democracy 
activists, and even Habibie, 
as heroes of reform. 

When the two officers' trial 
started last month, hundreds 
of angry students protested 
outside the court. 

In contrast only about 50 
students were on hand to hear 
the verdicts and sentences. 

Several students complained 
that the court had been too 
lenient. "I am not satisfied 
because it is a very light sen­
tence," said one student, El 
Maida. · 
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Tourism in China booming 
BEUING (AP) - Despite a de­
cline in visitors from other Asian 
countries, the number of foreign 
tourists traveling to China rose 13 
percent in the first half of this 
year, the state-run Xinhua News 
Agency reported Wednesday. 

The number of visitors to 
China between January and June 
rose to 30.18 million, while 
China's tourism earnings in 
those months climbed to dlrs 
5.96 billion, an increase of 8.81 
percent from January-June last 

year, Xinhua cited the China 
National Tourism Administration 
as saying. 

It said the numberof Asian visi­
tors in the first half of the year fell 
by 8.11 percent, with significant 
declines in arrivals from Thai­
land, South Korea, and Malaysia 
- some of the countries hardest 
hit by the regional financial cri­
sis. 

The number of overseas Chi­
nese tourists rose 21.53 percent 
from a year earlier, while tour-

ism revenues from that group 
rose 44.28 percent. 

Arrivals from Hong Kong and 
Macau climbed 16.19 percent, but 

the amount of their spending in 
China increased only by 9.25 per­
cent over the same period last 
year. 

The report said the number of 
visitors from Australia and 
Kazakstan grew by more than 20 
percent.

CANBERRA,Australia(AP)­
Former British spy Richard 
Tomlinson Wednesday renewed 
attempts to get into Australia, 
where he has admitted to trying to 
sell the story of his career to a 
publisher. 

Tomlinson, 35, who worked for 
Britain's foreign intelligence 
agency MI6 and has dual British 
and New Zealand citizenship, fled 
to New Zealand after serving a 
four month prison sentence for 
trying to sell his story. 

At the request of Britain's For­
eign Office, New Zealand courts 
last week granted a temporary 
injunction against Tomlinson as 
he arrive;{ in Auckland. 

Two days later, he was taken 
off a flight bound for Sydney, 
Australia, by New Zealand au­
thorities shortly before take­
off. 

New Zealand police later went 
to his Auckland hotel room with a 
search warrant and seized a num­
ber of items, including papers re­
lating to his trial in Britain, a 
mobile phone and a personal 
stereo, Tomlinson told Aus­
tralian Broadcasting Corp. 
television Wednesday. 

He said Wednesday he had 
lodged a visa application and 
would again try to enter Aus­
tralia. 

·Tm surprised to read re­
ports in the Australian press 
that Australian immigration 
had received a request two 
weeks ago not to give me a 
visa," he told the ABC. 

"But I went to the Austra­
lian High Commission in 
Auckland today and the con­
sul there has assured me cat­
egorically there has been no 
prior decision taken, that my 
case will be judged entirely 
on its merits, there will be no 
kowtowing to London." 

Tomlinson said he wanted 
to come to Australia to visit 
his brother, but that he is still 
considering publishing a book. 

He said he was attracted to 
Australia because the Austra­
lian courts in the 1980s al­
lowed former British spy Pe­
ter Wright to publish his book 
Spycatcher, despite objections 
from Britain. 

"The problem I face is that 
if I write a book, I won't be 
able to go back to the UK," he 
said. "I've got to weigh up my 
own moral qualms against my 

own future.

Sihanouk offered 
to play conciliator 
PHNOM PENH, Cambodia 
(AP) - King Norodom 
Sihanouk has offered to help 
stave off a political crisis in 
Cambodia by serving as a con­
ciliator in informal talks be­
tween rival parties, opposition 
politician Sam Rainsy said 
Wednesday. 

"The king offered to play a 
conciliatory role if asked to do 
so by two or three of the major 
parties," Sam Rainsy said after 
a two-hour meeting with 
Sihanouk at his residence in the 
northwestern town of Siem 
Reap. 

The king's proposal. which 
could not be independently con­
firmed, comes as the country 
faces a political deadlock just

The NEC said what minor ir­
regularities it did note would be 
corrected before the official 
election results are announced 
Aug. 29, but stressed that the 
changes will not affect the allo­
cation of seats. 

Sam Rainsy said Sihanouk 
stated "he would be prepared to 
preside over a 'Siem Reap In­
formal Meeting' if requested," 
as a possible way to avoid a 
deadlock. 

"The king said it was advis­
able for the parties to have dia­
logue," said Sam Rainsy, who 
proposed the idea. 

Hun Sen welcomed the idea 
of an informal meeting. Several 
days ago, he had warned that 
Cambodia could face a new po­
litical crisis if the opposition 
parties tried to block the forma­
tion of a new government. 

"Hun Sen would like to fully 
welcome the role of the king in 
an informal meeting," said Om 
Yeng Tieng, an adviser to Hun

The polls came one year after

The letter, printed in the 
Bangkok Post on Aug. 7, was 
signed "a Hanson man" who 
claimed to be a member of 
Hanson's populist One Nation 
party. 

The letter seeks to explain One 
Nation's "anti-immigration" poli­
cies to all Asian countries, saying 
most Asians originate from lower 
socio-economic classes and do 
not fit into Australian society, cre­
ating suburbs which are "typi­
cally dirty (and) flourishing in 
crime." 

It complains about "excessive" 
numbers of Japanese and Kore­
ans tourists to Australia, .accuses 
Asian athletes of being either drug 
cheats or "insignificant in their 
abilities" and blames a gloomy 
economic outlook on Australia's 
trade links with Asia. 

"To put it bluntly, we do not 
want your trade, money, and, cer­
tainly, not your people," the letter 
says.

letter, which he condemned as 
disgraceful, "very racist" and 
damaging Australia's image. 

"Mrs. Hanson has got to get out 
and immediately repudiate these 
sorts of views," Downer said. 
"(She) and her cabal ... have got to 
dissociate themselves from this 
appalling and abusive letter sent 
by somebody who describes him­
self as a member of the One Na­
tion party." 

Downer said he had written to 
the Bangkok Post repudiating the 
One Nation letter and called for 
his letter to be published. 

Hanson claims Australia is in 
danger of being "swamped" by 
Asians and her party's policy 
would drastically cut the number 
of immigrants to Australia. She 
also advocates an end to special 
welfare benefits for Australia's 
Aborigines, and protectionist eco­
nomics.

now,'' said Mrs. Keegan in a tele­
phone interview. 

Mrs. Keegan read parts of a letter 
from her daughter that was relayed to 
her Tuesday by the U.S. Embassy in 
Myanmar.

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US embassy leases gas station 
By ALVIN UNG 

KUALA LUMPUR, Malaysia 
(AP)-The U.S. Embassy hast­
ily paid off and shut down a 
nextdoor gas station Wednesday 
to prevent any attempts by terror­
ists to use it as a bombing base. 

The embassy had been negoti­
ating for some time to take over 
the Shell station, said embassy 
spokesman James Warren. 

"The interest in negotiations has 
increased dramatically over the 
past few days," he said, adding 
the lease agreement was finalized 
Wednesday. 

Most operations at the embassy 
closed Monday, after the State 
Department ordered half a dozen 
missions to suspend operations 
because of increased threats of 
terrorism. 

It named U.S. interests in Egypt, 
Malaysia and Yemen as particu­
larly threatened targets. 

Heightened precautions have 
been taken at U.S. embassies 
worldwide, particularly those 
without sufficient barriers against 
roadside terrorist threats, follow­
ing car-bomb explosions at U.S. 
embassies in Kenya and Tanza­
nia Friday. 

The bombings killed at least 
250 people and injured more than 
5,000. 

The Malaysian government as­
sured embassy staff of their safety 
and said the U.S. diplomatic com­
pound had been placed under 
heavy police guard to supplement 
its own security forces following 
last week's attacks. 

"I think the U.S. Embassy in 
Malaysia will be safe, but we are 
taking the necessary precautions,'' 
Deputy Home Minister Tajol 
Rosli Ghazali was quoted as say­
ing by the govemm,:nt news 
agency Bemama. 

While more than 120policeof­
ficcrs, many of them in plain 
clothes, circled the U.S. Embassy 
in Kuala Lumpur, gas station at­
tendants pumped gasoline out of 
the underground tanks into a 
parked tan~er. The unleaded gaso­
line was being stored for use by 
embassy vehicles, said a contrac­
tor. 

He said some 18,800 liters 
(5,000 gallons) had to be drained 
from the tanks. 

"We 're going to get all we can 
out tonight," said John Harvey, 
[he embassy facility manager. 

Conical road blocks had been 
placed to close off the station just 
outside the high embassy walls 
fortified by razor-tipped barbed 
wire fencing atop them. 

The State Department said 
Tuesday night it had received in­
formation of t)1reats to U.S. inter­
ests in Egypt, Malaysia and 
Yemen. 

"This could include attacks on 
buildings," the department said in 
a statement. 

Several ·police officers from a 
Malaysian combat unit, once used 
against communist guerrillas, 
were posted outside the U.S. 
Embassy on Wednesday in addi­
tion to the local police. 

No group has been identified 
by the FBI or Kenyan and Tanza­
nian investigators as responsible 
for Friday's bombings.

AT TIMES. I am asked what is 
the difference between our local 
parks managed by the Marianas 
Visitors Authority or the Depart­
ment of Land and Natural Re­
sources· Division of Parks and 
Grounds. and the American Me­
morial Park. managed by the Na­
tional Park Service. a bureau 
within the Department of the In­
terior') It is probably best to start 
with why is there a National Park 
Service. From the conservation 
movements in the early I 900's, 
people throughout the United 
States saw that the Nation's re­
sources were being exploited by 
an elite group of businessmen and 
industrialists. Areas of grandmag­
nirude, sweeping vistas and im­
portant historical distinction were 
being altered by development and 
resource exploitation. Examples 
of these threats were mining, de­
forestation and the damming of 
rivers, and such areas in need of 
protection were the early parks of 
Yosemite. the Grand Canyon and 
Yellowstone. It became clear 

that these natural cathedrals, 
seemingly made only by the hand 
of God. and places that were de­
fining moments to the Nation'. 
beiri;. should be owned by all the 
Cou~try's people.1l1erefore. leg­
islation was passed in the form of 
1l1e Organic At of 1916. This 
created the National Park Service 
and fro. this Act came the 
Service's most famous phrase and 
mission statement 11 ... to con­
serve the scenery and the natural 
and historical objects and the wild 
life therein and to provide for the 
enjoyment of the same in such a 
manner and by such a means as 
will leave them unimpaired for 
the enjoyment of future genera-
tions." 

So what does that have to do 
with American Memorial Park, 
out here in the middle of the Pa-
cific ocean, several time zones 
away from the United States main­
land and not much in the aware­
ness of most Americans? The 
National Park Service has often 
been thought of as the Nation's 
attic or storeroom. Memories, 
treasures, people, events, bits and

all Americans. Ideally, the 
American Memorial Park staff 
is not only here to educate and 
interpret the meaning of the 
Park's existence for the island's 
residents, but be here for all 
visitors and people throughout 
the Nation. We are the Nation's 
caretakers. We are entrusted to 
preserve the Mel)1orial for 
people, who will never visit the 
park to see its beautiful land­
scapes, smell the colorful flow­
ers, play aside the beaches and 
walk along the paths. 

We do this not only for today 
but for future generations. As 
more and more Veterans and 
Marianas people from World 
War II pass away, the Park is 
charged to continually tell their 
story, the cost of human lives 
and the sacrifices made. 

As a "living" memorial we 
continue to invite people to the 
park, to enjoy the happiness of 
life, to play in the fields, to 
contemplate in the pen spaces, 
and to savor the time spent in 
the companionship of family 
and friends. 

The National Park Service has 
stewardship over many National 
treasures. We may never get to 
climb to the top of Mount 
McKinley at Denali National 
Park in Alaska, walk the an­
cient paths of a bygone Ameri­
can Indian culture at Aztec Ru­
ins National Monument in New 
Mexico or look out from the 
massive fortification at San Juan 
National Historical Site in 
Puerto Rico. 

But these things, as well as 
many other National treasures, 
are in the guardianship of the 
National Park Service. Ameri­
can Memorial Park is like that 
little treasure or picture album 
that you store away in a box on 
a shelf. You don't see it every 
day, you may not see it for years, 
but you 're happy just to know it 
is there. 

The treasure is safe awaiting 
the day you or your future loved 
ones to once again use it, or 
gaze upon it and think about the 
memories and values that it rep­
resents.

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e Park's early years

IT HARDLY seems that 20 years 
have passed since the authoriza­
tion of American Memorial Park. 
I was the first park ranger and site 
manager, having arrived on 
Saipan in May of 1980 with my 
tour of duty lasting jt1st over 8 
years. 

Although I haven't had the op­
portunity to return to see the 
changes first hand. I was told to 
check out the park's internet web 
site. I did and was absolutely as­
tounded! I can't even say it 
brought back memories, because, 
except for the old balmoral gran­
ite monument, everything I saw 
on the web site was new. 

Some, such as the amphithe­
ater, the closing of Beach Road, 
the Smiling cove development, 
and the tennis courts I had antici­
pated, but the Court of Honor 
Flag Circle and the Carillon Bell 
Tower were pleasant surprises. 

From the start. the idea behind 
American Memorial Park was to 
attempt to mesh together two 
seemingly disparate concepts. The 
first was to satisfy the congres­
sional mandate to build a fitting 
memorial to the Americans who 
fought and died on Saipan. 

The second was to provide a 
center of recreation for the island 
residems, something sorely lack­
ing at the time. Out of this came 
the notion of a 'living memorial". 
combining memorialization with 
active use. 

This is what has guided subse­
quent planning and development 
and from what I have seen on the 
web site. I believe this is being 
done quite well. 

Back in 1980 I was looking 
forward to a cha! lcnge very few in 
the National Park Scrv ice ever 
get. that is to be on the ground 
lloor of helping develop a new 
park rrorn scratch. starting out 
with absolutely nothing and build­
ing from !here. Even setting up 
the park's !'irsl office was a chal­
lenge. 

I n;rncrnbcr after having rent­
ing an unfumishcd room in the 
old Ferrci1·a Building. I walked 
into the 1elcphone company of­
fice (at that time MFR.CJ and na­
ivdy asked for a phone hookup. I 
was tolu that there wcrc no avail­
abk lines and 1 would have lo be 
on a waiting list. I thought - OK. 
two or three weeks, no problem. 
But to my dismay, I was told the 
normal waiting period was thrcc 
years. They wcren 't kidding ci­
thcr! It was almost exactly three 
years before I go1 111y first tele­
phone. if you could call it that. 

It would often 1ake nmst or a 
day to try to get hold or my boss. 
Stell Newman, 011 (iua111 through 
the Tr opcrator. Evc:n then we 
had ID shout 10 be h,~ard :ind of1cn 
got cut off. The posl office was 
my only reliable means or co111-
111u11ication, but even that could 
take a week or more. 

The park itself w,1sn't much 
then - large fields with a lots or 
weeds, a make shift boat harbor 
nestled amidst rusting World War 
II debris. a roolkss concrct<.: she! 1 

of a former school building. a 
dilapidated pavilion at Micro 
Beach. a wetlands and mangrove 
area. and that was about it. 

I guess those early years could 
best be described as laying the 
foundation for the future. There 
were lots of planning committee 
meetings to come up with a devel­
opment concept plan forthc park. 
It was a long process, but little by 
little an overall design began to 
evolve. It was also apparent from 
the start that the park could not 
accommodate everything that ev­
eryone wanted. There simply 
wasn't enough space. A lot of this 
early foundation work also in­
cluded establishing relations with 
all of the various government and 
private organizations that were 
essential to make the park a real­
ity. 

Of course at the heart of this 
whole process was funding. 
American Memorial Park is for­

tunate in that there was 3 million 
dollars seed money set aside from 

the military lease of Tinian as 
specified in the Covenant Agree­
ment. However during my tenure 
there, I never saw any of that 
money because it was being in­
vested in government securities, 

still gaining interest for the fu. 
ture. The fruition of those invest­
. men ts did not come until after I 
left. American Memorial is now 
well endowed. 

Trying to maintain the park on 

the limited funds I was provided 
through the National Park Ser­
vice was a challenge. At first this

Youth Conservation Corps(YCC) 
and the Young Adult Conserv_a­
tion Corps (YACC). Daily we 
had about 25 to 30 youths clean­
ing up. weeding, cutting grass, 
planting trees, building picnic 
tables and generally maintaining 
the area. AU of that came to an 
abrupt halt when Congress drasti­
cally cut- the funding for those 
programs. 

Suddenly I had only the two 
workers I was able to hire trying 
to maintain the park in the same 
condition as when we had 30. It 
simply could not be done. Sadly 
much of the space that was for­
merly maintained returned to 
weeds and litter. 

During those years we did have 
a few visits from both Directors 
and Regional Directors of the Park 
Service. We would frantically put 
in long hours trying to get the 
park looking nice for their visit. 

11,ey would come look things 
over pass on a few compliments, 
then leave. Finally I thought to 
myself, this is nuts! The next Di­
rector who visits is going to see 
the park in its normal condition. 

When the next Director visited, 
work was scheduled as normal 
and no special preparations were 
made. It seemed to work. He was 
not very complimentary, but sud­
denly we got more attention and 
my pleas for help were taken more 
seriously. 

One of the highlights during 
those years included the installa­
tion and landscaping of the first 
monument and then Vice Presi­
dent Bush laying a wreath at its 
base. I also have a vivid memory

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US embassies tighten security

CAIRO,Egypt(AP)-u.s:dip­
lomats who worked in outlying 
buildings were moved into the 
fortified embassy compound in 
Cairo. 

New checkpoints appeared 
around the American Embassy in 
Kuwait. 

At least four U.S. diplomatic 
missions temporarily closed 
down. 

The heightened security - in­
cluding some steps not made pub­
lic -followed last Friday's twin 
bombings of the U.S. embassies 
in Nairobi, Kenya, and Dar es 
Salaam, Tanzania,anda U.S. State 
Department warning Tuesday that 
others were at risk. 

Diplomats in several countries 
said ambassadors in the Middle 
East and Africa held special staff 
meetings to review security pro­
cedures, not only at U.S. embassy 
buildings but also at their resi­
dences. 

In most cases, embassy offi­
cials declined to discuss specifics 
of upgraded security activities for 
security reasons. 

··we don't think it's appropriate 
to disclose any security arrange­
ments, whether we have or have 
not taken them." said Bill Blaine, 
spokesman for the U.S. Embassy 
in Bahrain, where it updated its 
phone-in ··hot line"' service for 
Americans, urging them to stay 
vigilant. 

On Tuesday, the State Depart­
ment issued a statement in Wash­
ington saying it "received infonna­
tion that there may be a threat to 
U.S. interests in Egypt, Malaysia 
and Yemen." 

It gave no reason for the warn­
ing, but said the threatened actions 
'"could include attacks on build­
ings." 

The response in Egypt was '"to 
temporarily relocate some staff 
from peripheral U.S. government 
facilities." an embassy statement 
said. 

Embassy spokesman David 
Ballard said this involved diplo­
mats and Egypti,m employees who 
worked with the U.S. Agency for 
Intcmational Development al a 
building several blocks away from 
the U.S. Embassy. 

Most were moved into the_ em­
bassy compound, which is sur­
rounded by a high stone wall and 
gu,mlcd by U.S. Ma1ines ,md Egyp­
tian security forces. 

In Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia. the 
U.S. Embassy has suspended pub­
lic operations since Monday. On 
Wednesday, diplomats paid off imd 
shut down an adjacent gas station 
to prevent it from being used by a 
would-be attacker. 

The American Embassy in the 
Yemen capital San·a also was 
closed. Yemen military jeeps were 
seen Wednesday patrolling the area 
around the embassy, and extra 
guards were posted at the perim­
eter. 

In Kuwait, the embassy closed to 
the public on Sunday while diplo­
mats reviewed security procedures, 
said spokesman Claud Young. 

It has reopened since, with new 
checkpoints jointly manned by 
Kuwaiti and American security of-

ficers set up around the embassy, 
which stands alone on a large lot 
surrounded by a high wall and con­
crete barriers. 

The U.S. Embassy in Riyadh on 
Wednesday issued a statement say­
ing diplomats and U.S. military 
personnel stationed in Saudi Arabia 
were "making improvements and 
changes whereverpossible to lessen 
their vulnerabilities." It gave no 
specifics. 

ThestatementalsourgedAmeri­
cans "to exercise caution in their 
daily work habits and to be con­
tinually aware of their surround­
ings." 

A similar statement was issued 
by the U.S. Embassy in Beirut, 
Lebanon, where extremists car­
bombed embassies in 1983 and 
1984. 

"We are coordinating with the 
Lebanese government on security 
issues," said spokeswoman Maha 
Hamdan. "We are in a state of alert, 
but we can't go into details con­
cerning security measures." 

about half a dozen embassies sus­
pended operations after the bomb­
ing, but he declined to name them. 

In addition to Malaysia and 
Yemen, they appeared to include 
those in Kampala, Uganda, which 
has been closed since Monday, and 
in Sudan. 

In the Sudanese capital 
Khartoum, the gates of the U.S. 
Embassy were chained and locked, 
and no one has answered telephone 
calls to embassy numbers this week 
But uniformed Sudanese police sti II 
stand watch outside. 

Ame1ican diplomats were pulled 
outofSudaninJanuary 1996, when 
Washington said it couldn't guar­
antee their security. They periodi­
cally return from offices in Nairobi 
and Cairo to provide consular and 
other services.

'The whole idea is basically the 
prosecutorial equivalent of digging a 
hole, putting some twigs and leaves 
over it and saying, 'Come on, come 
on, come on, walk this way,"' former 
prosecutor Lawrence Barcella said.

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Weston's parents subpoenaed

WASHING TON (AP) - Federal 
prosecutors in the case of a man 
charged with barging into the U.S. 
Capitol and killing two police offic­
ers tried to force the man's parent~ to 
appear before a grand jury, a family 
lawyer said Wednesday. 

Russell E. Weston Jr. 's parents 
were ordered to appear Thursday 
morning in federal court, where a 
grand jury could indict their son for 
murder. The family immediately 
hired lawyers to fight the subpoe­
nas, said Henry Asvill,a Washing­
ton lawyer representing Russell 
Weston Sr. 

"No parent wants to testify in a 
matter pertaining to their son," 
Asvill said.

D.C. General Hospital, where 
Weston has been shackled to a 
hospital bed and under heavy po­
lice guard since shortly after the 
shootings in a busy hall way of the 
Capitol.

· Botched.Korean · 
memorial gets .

WASHINGTON (AP) - A na­
tional monument to those who fought 
and died in the Korean War was 
designed to have a vanguard of life­
sized soldiers on patrol leading up to 
a circular fountain ringed by two 
rows of trees and a paved walkway. 

An engraved granite wall depicted 
scenes from the conflict 

But after the Korean War Veterans 
Memorial opened in 1995, several 
design flaws quickly became appar­
ent The paving stones of the circular 
walkway began to sink into the earth, 
causing people to trip. The fountain 
sprung leaks and got clogged by fall­
ing leaves. 

The lighting failed to meet safety 
standards or to keep tourists from 
walking into the fountain. Tourists 
often slipped on a section of too­
polished stone. And tl1e trees died. 

A wooden fence now blocks off 
the dusty fountain and empty holes 
that once held the trees. 

"It is a work of art. It is a complex 
design. And the pieces did not work 
together the way we had anticipated," 
said Col. Bruce A. Beiwick of the 
Army Corps of Engineers . 

On Tuesday, U.S. Sen. Paul 
Sarbanes, sponsor of a proposal to 
usecunent Defense Dcpartment fund­
ing to pay forthe memorial' s needed 
repairs, inspected the ongoing resto­
ration. 

W caring a hard hat and straining to 
hear above a buzz saw's squeal, 
Sarbanes listened to Berwick and 
other officers from the Anny Corps 
of Engineers recount the problems 
and their solution.~. 

About $1.2 million has already 
been spent since designs for the resto­
ration was approved in February. In

Doctors ignore euthanasia rules 
CIIlCAGO (AP)- Doctors who help patients end their lives frequently 
fail to consult wilh other physicians and sometimes don't even involve the 
patient in the decision, a new study found 

The sllldy, published in Wednesday's edition of The Joumal of the 
American Medical Association, reported that of 355 cancer specialists 
SUIVeyed, only 10. 7percentreported a case of eithereuthanasiaorphysician­
assisted suicide. 

F.uthanasia-where a doctor ends a patient's life-is illegal; Oregon is 
the only state that allows physician-assisted suicide. 

Supporters of euthanasia and physician-assisted suicide have proposed 
lh1:ee primary safeguards for terminally ill patients: The patient must initiate 
and repeat the request; the patient must be evaluated by another physician; 
and the patient must be in extreme physical pain. 

Slightly more than a third of the doctors who reported a case said they 
adhered to all three guidelines. But in 153 percent of the cases, the patients 
were never involved in the decision, a fmding Rita Marker, executive 
director of the International Anti-Euthanasia Task Force, called "obscene."

Battaglia recently designed 
Leofoo Village in Taipei, Tai­
wan. The 122 acre theme park 
uses an international theme and 
offers visitors brief stops in a va­
riety of foreign destinations where 
they can get a glimpse of culture 
and sample foods. Rides, crafts 
and entertainment are part of the 
adventure. 

Lotte World in Seoul, Korea is 
another Battaglia project.

"We incur a loss of $1 mil­

lion per month before taking 
into account the additional 
variable cost, which is in­
curred whenever there is rev­
enue, ofanother$0.5 million," 
Liew told Tinian Dynasty 
employees in the letter. 

"The economic outlook of 
our feeder markets, notably 
Japan, Korea, China, Hong 
Kong and Taiwan for the next 
12 months is very cloudy and 
gloomy," he said, citing the 
plummeting stock exchange 
indices. 

He also mentioned the 
plunging visitor arrivals to the 
Northern Marianas, which, 
according to official prelimi­
nary reports, dropped by an 
all-time ]ow of 46 percent last 
month. Only about 33.939 
visitors came here, compared 
to the 65,532 during the same 
period last year. 

The dramatic drop in tourist 
arrivals, not only in the CNMI 
but the whole of the Asia-Pa­
cific Region, has been attrib­
uted to the worsening eco­
nomic upheavals in the area 
over the last eight months with 
the Japanese Yen sliding by 
25 percent; Korean Won by 
55 percent; and Indonesian 
Rupiah by more than I 00 per-

Recent reports also indi­
cated the continued devalua­
tion of many currencies in 
Asia following the decline of 
the Chinese and Hong Kong 
currencies. 

Tinian Dynasty has been' 
eyeing these markets. 

Thus, the cost-cutting mea­
sures instituted by the Tinian 
Dynasty Hotel and Casino 
which sent back three Filipino 
workers Sunday and will re­
portedly trim down the num­
ber of employees by almost 
half. 

But Liew said they are more 
optimistic about the market, 
as he raised hopes that the 
market will start picking up in 
12 months. 

"Some economists in the 
world are predicting that the 
recession would go as far as 
24 months [two years]. We 
don't look that far.

She added that continuous sup­
port to child victims is important. 

"Their well-being is important 
to us. If there's anything that 
we can do to assist, understand 
and know more about these kids, 
then we'll be helping the chil­
dren better," she said. 

Meanwhile, DYS Director 
Eloise Furey told the Variety 
that a collaboration between the 
schools, DYS and the whole 
community will strengthen the 
drive against child abuse . 

"It's a good idea to have con­
stant contact with the schools 
because most of our kids spend 
more hours everyday at school. 

"And we have a statute that 
requires teachers to report if they 
suspect that a certain child is 
being abused or neglected at 
home by their parents," said 
Furey. 

Furey said among the 408 re­
ported cases of child abuse for 
the first six months of the year, 
physical neglect remains the 
most frequent, with 194 cases. 

Physical neglect includes 
abandonlJllilnt, lack of supervi­
sion, lack of personal cleanli­
ness and good hygiene, and lack 
of adequate shelter, medical care 
and nutrition. 

This is followed by physical 
abuse with 92 reported cases, 
emotional abuse with 65 cases, 
and sexual abuse with 57 cases. 

Child abuse for the last four 
years have also increased sig­
nificantly, from 260 cases in 
1994 to 785 in 1997. 

In 1995, the reported child 
abuse cases were pegged at 331, 
while in 1996, the figure rose to 
456.

ZL'RICH, Switzerland (AP) -
Reigning world champion Marion 
Jones won the women's ! OOm at 
the Weltklasse meet Wednesday, 
keeping her season's record in­
tact. while Olympic champion 
Donovan Bailey may have 
brought his to an abrupt end. 

Jones, who remains unbeaten 
in the I OOm this season - going 
under 11 seconds 12 times in the 
process - continued her domi­
nance of the women's field. Leav­
ing the rest of the competitors in 
her dust, Jones posted the sixth 
fastest time of the year, crossing 
in 10.77. 

Bailey. meanwhile, left the fu­
ture of his season in question after 
injuring his left leg in the men's 
IOOm. 

The world record holder 
strained his thigh about 60 meters 
into the race, leaping into the air 
in agony. The Canadian lay on the 
ground in evident pain for several 
minutes before being helped off 
the field. 

The 30-year-old sprinter was 
taken to hospital by ambulance. 

Meet docror Roland Biedert, 
who examined Bailey, said the 
sprinter would be out .. from two­
to-four weeks." 

The race was won by Nigeria's 
Seun Ogunkoya. with a personal 
best of9.96, 

Namibia's Frankie Fredericks, 
who's run more sub- I 0-seconds 
I OOm races than any other sprinter 
in history, was in the lane next to 
Bailey, and finished third in I 0.04. 

While Jones' performance was 
good enough to keep her in the 
race for the $ I million Golden 
League jackpot, it was above her 
personal best of 10.71, and no 
where near Florence Griffith­
Joyner's world record of I 0.49. 

But Jones wasn't discouraged. 
"I feel like I'm ready to run ;ub-

10.70." said Jones, who's run the 
nine fastest l OOm times this year. 

Her compatriot Chryste Gaines 
finished second, .27 back, fol­
lowed by Ukrainian Zhanna 
Pintusevich, third in 11.07. 

It was a busy evening for Jones. 
who also won the women's long 
jump, leaping 7.31 meters. 

The 22-year-old has won 28 
individual contests this year, post­
ing one win in 60m, 14 in I OOm, 
five in 200m, one in 400m and 
seven in long jump. 

Zurich's fast track and dlrs 
50,000 bonuses failed to produce 
any of the world records it was 
expected to. 

With a 5.5 million Swiss franc 
budget ($3.68 million), the 
Weltklasse traditionally attracts 
the world's elite and leaves any 
record vulnerable. Last year the 
event saw three world records fall. 

Though it was anticipated 
double Olympic champion 
Michael Johnson would finally 
break the 400m world record -
the longest standing track record, 
set by Butch Reynolds on the same 
track a decade ago - the Ameri­
can could only improve on his 
season's best. 

Crossing in 43.69, Johnson 
shaved .07 off his season's best,
