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Asian Americans win 5 seats

By David Briscoe

WASHINGTON (AP) - Asian
Americans won at least five of the
record eight House and Senate
seats they contested in the US
general election Tuesday. Two
races were lost and one was 100
close to call.

Jay Kim of Califomnia became
the first Korean-born American
and the only Republican among

the Asian candidates to join the
US House of Representatives.

Kim, a 43-year-old civil engi-
neer who is mayor of Diamond
Bar, Calif., defeated Democrat
Bob Baker after knocking off five
Republican opponents in the pri-
mary.

Kim said he got about a third of
his campaign financing from the
800,000-member US Korean
community.

But Delaware Democrat SB
Woo lost an attempt to become
the first member of the House
borm in mainland China. Woo lost
to popular Delaware Republican

Gov. Michael Castle, whom Woo -

had earlier served as lieutenant
governor. Woo, bom in Shanghai
55 years ago, was the only Asian
American candidate for Congress
outside Hawaii and California.
Philippine-born Gloria Ochoa

lost her bid to defeat the nation’s
‘biggest-spending congressional
campaigner, Michael Huffington,
in another California district.
Huffington had spent more than
$4.5 million to win the Republi-
can primary and defeat the Santa
Barbara county supervisor.

Democrat Mark Takano, a
Japanese-American running in a
newly drawn California district
in Riverside, was leading Re-
publican Ken Calvertby 234 votes
in a total of more than 166,000,
according to complete unofficial
returns.

Winners included the most
prominent Asian American in the
US government, Sen. Daniel K.
Inouye of Hawaii, who overcame
allegations of asex scandal to win
another term.

Inouye defeated state Sen. Rick
Reed, who revealed a secretly
recorded tape in which Inouye’s
hair stylist, Lenore Kwock, con-
tended the senator had sexually

assaulted her 17 years ago. She
said, on the tape, that the 68-year-

old senator continued to pester

her sexually during his hair sham-
POOS.

Also winning’ re-election in
lopsided races were Japanese-
American congressmen Norman
Mineta and Robert Matsui, both
California Democrats. Mineta
beat Republican Robert Wick,
whﬂeMatsuldefeatedRepublxcan
Robert Dinsmore.

Sherman, the group of Filipino
women clubworkers wastoolarge
to dllow individual members to
sue for defamation.

As a general rule in the main-
land, Sherman said, a group én-
titled to recovery in a defamation
suitcannot comprise of more than
25 members.

“The group is too large... The
law is the law and the court is
bound by the law,” Sherman said.

Dotts said, however, that Saipan
is “muchsmailer (and an) intimate
community” that it may be inap-
propriate for the general rule to be
applied.

He said that because Saipanisa
stnall community, the news item
“sufficiently” identified Filipino
women club workers as prosti-
tutes.

The controversial news item

- published in July quoted Richard

Ceyzk, AIDS program manager
of the CNMI Department of Public
Health and Environmental Ser-
vices, as saying there are about
125 massage parlors and karaoke
clubs in Saipan, “each having at
least 25 prostitutes on anisland of
50,000.people.”

Dotts said that because many of
the karaoke and night club bars
employed less than 25 women, all
the female workers in the said
establishments were labelled
prostitutes.

“Our group is small enough
within the context of the com-
munity. Members of the com-
munity would think that the
prostitutes being talked about are
my clients,” he' said.

The defendants’ counsel reiter-
ated his argument that the news
article headlined “Prostitution in*
the CNMI called health threat,”
was meant toeducate people about
AIDS.

Failure of the court to dismiss
the defamation and invasion of
privacy charges, said Sherman,
“would result in an unconstitu-
tional chilling of free speech” on
AIDS.

“Reports like the article may
serve to alert individuals to the
risk of commercial sex with
women who work as waitresses
in bars, massage parlors and
karaoke clubs in Saipan,” he said.

Dotts admitted the validity of
the concern about AIDS but
stressed that the article focused
on the women club workers and
raised suspicion that even those
who are not actually prostitutes
are prostitutes.

“We have defamation laws to
protect people,” Dotts said.

The plaintiffs’ attorney said if
given the chance by the court t0
proceed with the defamation ac-
tion, he would show how the
women who filed the suitsuffered
injury as a result of the article.

“They had to explain to their
parents. Persons treated them
differently after the article was
read,” Dotts said.

But the Philippines has yet to
decide what kind of relationship
it wants with the United States,
whichruled this country fornearly
50 years and wielded vast politi-
cal and cultural influence after
full independence in 1946.

Philippine officials and com-
mentators speak of the need for
*“genuine independence” fromthe
Americans. But the Filipinos also
oppose any move to reduce or
eliminate preferential quotas
which their products enjoy in the
US market.

Manila’s policy toward the
United States may becomeclearer
after the regular meeting Friday
of the Mutual Defense Treaty re-
view board. The two sides
are expected to discuss the possi-
bility of the Philippines granting
access to US forces at Subic Bay
aftet the naval base there closes
Nov. 24,

In September 1991, the Philip-
pine Senate rejected a 10-year
lease for the base, the last US
military facility on Philippine soil.
Opponents of the US presence
say they would oppose any access
arrangement.

Muilitary ties between the United
States and the Philippines had
been the foundation of the rela-
tionship throughout the Cold War.
The bases in the Philippines were
the most extensive US air and
naval facilities in the western Pa-
cific.

But protracted talks-on a new
lease and the Senate rejection
severely strained relations be-
tween the Philippines and the
United States and led to a sharp
cutback in American aid.

Further, President Bushhimself
was a controversial figure in the
Philippines since a visit he made
as vice president when he lavishly
praised the late President
Ferdinand Marcos for his “com-
mitment t6 democratic ideals.”

Marcos-was ousted in the 1986
popular uprising that- swept
Corazon Aquino to the presi-
dency. Mrs. Aquino’s supporters
never fotgave Bush for his praise
of Marcos. ,

On Wednesday, President Fidel
Ramos, a West Point graduate
who succeeded Mrs. Aquino on
June 30, congratulated Clinton
and said he looked forward to a
new relationship “based on eco-
nomic cooperation, mutual sup-
port and democratic commit-
ment.”

“For us in the Philippines,
Clinton’s viclory means ... a new
era in Philippine-US relations,”
said The Philippine Star. “In other
words, we start on a clean slate.”

US' Ambassador Richard
Solomon said in a television in-
terview Wednesday that the
change in administrations would
not significantly alter US-Philip-
pine relations.

Subic Bay suitable
for Taiwanese firms

THE SUDDEN departure of the
US Navy from Subic Bay and the
abandonment of Clark Air Base
by the US Air Force stunned the
Philippines almost as much as the

devastating eruption of Mount

Pinatubo which buried portions
of both facilities in ash.

Tens of thousands of jobs were
lost, something the backward
Philippine economy could hardly
handle.

But just when most thought
Subic was dead and done for,
along came the idea to turn it into
an export processing zone de-
signed to attract Taiwan firms.

The fallout from Mount
Pinatubo might not have driven
the Americans out of the once
vital bases, if it had not been for
thepressure already being exerted
by the Manila government for
lease agreements unacceptable to
Washington, and orchestrated
protests by social dctivists to re-
claim the facilities from the US
military for commercial devel-
opment.

Concerned about security in the
changing Philippines’ social and
political climate and balancing
the nced of the bases against the
increasing problems, the US
withdrawal is opening the door
for Taiwan manufacturerstomove

in,

The ROC was the top foreign
investor in the Philippines last
year, as Taiwan -entrepreneurs
continued to seek cheaper land,
labor and overhead for their pro-
duction lines.

The Philippines has been found
attractive in this respect and also
because of its proximity as a
transshipment base.

The sudden availability of Subic
Bay, with its well-established jn-
frastructure as a supply and repair
base for the US Navy, was im-
mediately seen as a plumn dropped
right into the laps of hungry Tai-
wan investors in the manufactur-
ing export sector.

The last US naval ship had
hardly cleared port at Subic when
the ROC government began
making plans with Manila offi-
cials 1oturn the base into an export
processing zone,

Both sides have been equally
enthusiastic.

ROC Economics Minister
Vincent Siew and Philippine
President Fidel Ramos almost
immediately began institutional-
izing incentives for Taiwan
manufacturers to utilize the base.

Siew has lauded the plan among
Taiwan business leaders, even to
the point of insisting that a crime
wave against Chinese business-
men .in Manila would not deter

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World pins hopes

peace on Clinton

NEW YORK (AP) - They
stopped doing deals on the Ma-
nila exchange. They quit arguing
atapolitical congress inZaire and
listened to bulletins from America.
In the new Ukraine, they tuned in
to see how an old democracy
works.

The world’s millions watched
the United States remake its po-
litical face-overnight, and pinned
a lot of hope Wednesday - for
‘good economic times, for peace,
for a worldful of special causes -
on a youthful US president-elect.

“Youth is progress,” concluded
Ukraine’s prime minister, Leonid
Kuchma.  And the old world is
a troubled place.

Bill Clinton, ifhe wanted, could
have gotten a morning-after pre-
view of the kind of global head-
aches thatawaithim. While worn-
out Democrats slept late in Little
Rock, US envoys were taking
steps in Geneva to slap punitive
tariffs on European farm goods,
an omen of possible trade wars.

For the moment, though,
Clinton’s international well-
wishers mostly accentuated the
positive.

*“There’s widespread optimism.
Look at the various markets
around the world,” noted an ana-
lystinSingapore, Derek da Cunha.

In Asia, where traders on the
Philippine exchange put down
their order sheets to watch US
returns on television, stocks rose.

In Europe, stock indexes held
steady and the dollar’s value was
mixed -a surprisingly mild reac-
tion tothe election of the 46-year-

old Clinton, who was paintedasa -

“tax-and-spend” Democrat by
President Bush.

In their post-clection assess-
ments, world leaders focused on
Clinton’s core pledge: to aggres-
sively rebuild the US economy.

“The revitalization of the
American economy is important
not only for the United States
alone but also for Japan and for
the whole world,” said Japanese
Foreign Minister Michio
Watanabe.

A US rebound would mean-

more trade with America’s part-
ners, more investment abroad. A
vital America “will have an im-
portance far beyond the country’s
own border,” said Denmark’s
Conservative prime minister; Poul
Schlueter. ’

German Chancellor Helmut
Kohl’s congratulatory message
struck amore down-to-earthtone,
reminding Clinton of major tasks
ahead: “Our hopes for a more
peaceful world and for the carry-
ing out of human rights, democ-
racy and a market economy ev-
erywhere in Europe still have not
been fulfilled.”

Those hopes may be greatest in
the new nations spun off from the
old Soviet Union. On Wednes-
day, those governments looked
toward the man in Arkansas for
an even bigger helping hand.

“Ihope that the new US admin-
istration ... will render more ef-
fective assistance to countries in
the former Soviet Union,” said
Eduard Shevardnadze, Georgian
leader and former Soviet foreign
minister. :

Russia’s President Boris Yeltsin
vowed to work toward “strength-
ening the relations of friendship
and partnership between our
countries.”

The upbeat assessments were
overshadowed in part by growing
fears of a gridlock in international
trade.

The Japanese are troubled’ by
Clinton’s support of legislation
toughening retaliation against
countries deemed guilty of keep-
ing their markets too closed to US
goods or of “dumping” their
products elsewhere.

Foreign Minister Watanabe
cautioned a political rally Tues-
day that the Democrats would
“apply the brakes to Japan’s
selling products cheaply.”

Meanwhile, European Com-
munity and US negotiators dead-
locked in talks to liberalize world
trade. The result: Wednesday'’s
moves by the Bush administration
to impose tariffs on selected Eu-
ropean farm products. The Euro-
peans promised to retaliate.

The congratulatory message
Jacques Delors, the Community’s
top executive, sent to Clinton had
the sound of an appeal. “Together
we can bear more fruit than sepa-
rately,” hetold the president-elect.

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Incumbents,
riewcomers
spend way
to victory

WASHINGTON (AP) - The al-
mighty dollar was just that again
in this year’s congressional elec-
tions as well-endowedincumbents
and newcomers with big treasur-
ies spent their way to victory.

In the Senate, all but one of the
12 biggest spending races fol-
lowed the spend-more-and-win
rule. In the House, about 85 per-
cent of the 120 biggest spenders
were victorious, an. Associated
Press computer analysis showed.

“Inspite of voter outage, money
once again insulated incumbents
from viable challengers. Youstill
either have to be very wealthy or
be beholden to very wealthy in-
terests to be a viable candidate,”

- said Ellen Miller, director of the

campaign finance: watchdog
Center for Responsive Politics.

The numbers alone put the costs
into perspective: general election
congressional candidates spent
$380 million through mid-Octo-
ber, about $3.80 per vote cast.

Andnowhere was the big-bucks
rule more true than in California,
where Republican Michael
Huffington spent a record dlrs 4
million of his own money to win
a House seat while Democrats
Barbara Boxer and Dianne
Feinstein swept the state’s Senate
seats with two of the nation’s
costliest campaigns.

“This is one of those times
where dreams and reality come
true,” said Huffington, who

-outspent Philippine-born Demo-
crat Gloria Ochoa nearly 10to 1.

There were a few notable ex-
ceptions. Sen. Robert Kasten fell
in Wisconsin despite outspending
Democrat Russell Feingold more
than4 to 1. And Democratic Reps.
Thomas McMillen of Maryland,

and Thomas Downey of New
York slipped while Republican
challenger Linda Bean lost her
Lostly House bid in Maine.

Elsewhere, members of Con-
gress thought to be on the ropes
survived on the strength of war
chests that dwarfed those of
challengers.

Republican Sen. Alfonse
D’Amatodidit to Democrat Rob-
ert Abrams in a nasty New York
race, using a 4-to-1 cash-on-hand
advantage to finance a heavy ad-
vertising finale.

And Republican Sens. Christo-
pher Bond and Arlen Specter also
squeaked out victories, while
Democratic Sens. Christopher
Dodd and Ernest Hollings won
slightly easier races _ all with $3
million-plus campaigns.

Among the newcomers, Carol
Moseley Braun in Illinois became
the first black woman in the Scn-
ate on the strength of a $5.5 mil-
lion campaign _ amore than 2-10-
1 advantage in spending over Re-
publican Richard Williamson.

Even in races that pitted two
big spenders, money also seemed
to turn into votes.

WASHINGTON (AP) - Presi-

_dent Bush on Wednesday made

good his threat to veto a $27
billion urban aid and tax bill,
killing the measure because of
its tax increases on businesses
and upper-income Americans.
He signed the vetoon Air Force
One as he flew home in defeat
from Texas. Bush’s action kills
the measure because Congress
has adjourned for the year.

It was Bush’s 37th veto. Only
one veto - of a bill tightening

dustry - has been overridden.
“I am withholding my ap-
proval ... because it includes
numerous tax increases, violates
fiscal discipline and would de-
stroy jobs and undermine small
business,” Bush said ina written
message. ‘
The bill contained elements of
Bush’s stalled blueprint for re-
vitalizing the economy and lur-
ing businesses to hard-pressed
inner cities withenterprise zones.
But Bush said, “The urban aid
provisions that were once the
centerpiece of the bill have been

OPEC output surges
to decade-high level

BRUSSELS, Belgium (AP) -
With Iran in the lead, OPEC na-
tions sent oil production surging
last month to the highest level in
more than a decade, according to

estimates released Wednesday. -

The International Energy
Agency estimated output by the
13-nation cartel at 25.3 million
barrels a day in October, up
400,000 barrels a day from the
previous month and well over the
group’s winter supply cap.

“There is too much oil. Prices
are going down,” said Pierre
Terzian, editor of the Paris-based
newsletter Petrostrategies.

The Organization of Petroleumn
Exporting Countries had pledged
to hold its production steady at
the start of the cold weather in an
effort to drive crude prices up a
dollar or two a barrel to its target
of $21 a barrel.

But analysts say Iran, vying for
influence with Saudi Arabia, has
widened its taps and other pro-
ducers have followed suit, raising
output above the limit-of about
24.2 million barrels a day in the
October-December period.

*“They had a good deal going
into the fourth quarter - and they
blew it,” said Peter Bogin, asso-
ciate director for oil markets at
Cambridge Energy Research As-

sociates in Paris.

The average price of abasket of
crudes monitored by the cartel
was dirs 19.08 a barrel last week,
down a hefty 60 cents from the
previous week. Prices for light
brands of American and European
crudes usually run several dollars
a barrel higher.

Post-election trading

Dollar ends higher;
gold falls slightly

NEW YORK (AP) - The US
dollar settled mostly higher on
world currency markets Wednes-
day in moderate, post-election
trading.

Gold prices fell slightly world-
wide. On the New York Com-
modity Exchange, gold bullion
for current delivery settled at
$337.10 a troy ounce, down 40
cents from Tuesday. Republic
National Bank quoted a late bid
for gold of $337.30, off 45 cents
an ounce.

The dollar traded higher in Eu-
ropean dealings and continued to
advance when activity shifted to
domestic markets. Dealers said
there was only a muted response
to Gov. Bill Clinton’s victory in
the presidential race, since it had

been widely anticipated and was
already factored into the price of
the dollar.

The dollar’s rise was attributed
in part to “the perception that a
Democratic president and Con-
gress approach will be more to-
ward fiscal stimulus, and therefore
there will be higher interestrates,”
said Kevin Lawrie, a vice presi-
dent at Mellon Bank in Pittsburgh.

Higher interest rates make
dollar-denominated securities
more attractive to investors,
thereby increasing their need for
the US currency.

Dealers said trading was inter-
rupted by several unsubstantiated
rumors, the most prominent of
which was that a coup had oc-
curred in Russia, which was de-

nied by the State Department.

“It was one-way traffic” in
terms of- dollar-buying, Lawrie
said. While the sentiment toward
the dollar remains favorable, he
cautioned that the currency may
be approaching the upper limit of
the trading range and may be ripe
for profitstaking.

Market observerssaid there was
noreaction to a governmentreport
showing orders to US factories
rose 1.1 percent in September,
the first advance in three months
and the latest hint the manufac-
turing economy may be reviving,

In Tokyo, where financial
markets were closed Tuesday for
a national holiday, the dollar
settled at 122.90 yen, down 0.79
yen from Monday.

EC blocks US demand
for trade sanctions

GENEVA (AP) - The European
Community on Wednesday
blocked a US demandtoresolve a
six-year-old row over European
aid to oilseed farmers or face $1
billion in US punitive tariffs on
EC farm goods, including French
wine.

The United States asked world
trade’s ruling body, the 105-nation
General Agreementon Tariffs and
Trade, to approve the measures at
a meeting of GATT's decision-
making council. That would have
given the US sanctions a global
stamp of approval. ‘

Butthe 12-nation EC prevented
the consensus the council needs
for approval. The US chief envoy
announced no immediate further
moves by his side. GATT’s next
reguiar meeting is in four weeks.

The Bush administration
charges the EC subsidies unfairly
encourage oilseed production,
breaking GATT rules, and cost
US farmers $1 billion annually in
soybean sales to Europe. Oilseed
exporters in nine other non-EC
countries are also losing $1 billion
yearly, according to US figures.

EC negotiator Tran van Thinh
said his side won’t delay trying to
solve the crisis even though Bush
is a “lame duck” president until
newly elected Bill Clinton takes
office in January.

“Webelieve that on the US side
there is a kind of continuity,
mainly for the Congress,” Tran
told reporters. “We see the same
people will remain there, so we
do not believe we have 1o play
that kind of game.”

Washington’s move raised the

specter of the dispute’s growing
into a trade war. It also increased
doubts about the future of wider
GATT talks aimed at revamping
worldtrade rules, whichhave been
blocked for two years by EC-U.S.
farm disputes.

Any farm sanctions would be
suspended for 30 days to allow
forbinding GATT arbitration, and
Washington would not immedi-
ately apply the full amount of
sanctions, US chief envoy Rufus
Yerxa told council delegates.

“Our goal is to encourage com-
pliance with GATT obligations,
not to impose countermeasures,”
his statement said.

Many countries backed the US
stand at the GATT session, offi-
cials said.

Two GATT arbitration panels
have backed the United States
since 1989.

Yerxa said the United States
“has gonethe extra miletoresolve
this problem” without unilateral
sanctions.

Next moves will be announced
in Washington, he said.

“We are open to suggestions
but we can not leave the matter
where it is,” he told reporters
without elaborating.

In Paris, French Agriculture
Minister Jean-Pierre Soisson said
“the Community will naturally be
forced to propose counter-retali-
ation measures” if the United
States seeks sanctions.

Tran charged it would be “the
death” of the GATT talks, known
as the Uruguay Round, if the
United States slaps on sanctions
after Wednesday’s deadlock.

Yerxa said the EC admits that
the oilseed subsidies deny $400

million in foreign sales inside
the EC yearly.

Proposed EC cuts in farm aid
that “could slighily reduce their
oilseeds production” are not
enough, he said.

Tran said his side did not reject
the US demand but needed time.
EC trade ministers will discuss
the dispute Thursday and -EC
foreign ministers will take it up at
a meeting next week, he said.

“We are not able to deliver an
answer right away. We wanted to
postpone adecision for our people
to report back to headquarters,”
he said.

Yerxa said the EC threatens the
GATT system, which seeks ‘'to
encourage dispute seitlement and
avoid trade wars.

“What is at stake here is the
credibility of the very system the
European Community professes
to support,” he said.

US and EC negotiators ended
three days of talks in Chicago on
Tuesday without agreement on
US demands that Europe reduce
bothits oilseed production and its
subsidized exports.

US Agriculture Secretary Ed-
ward Madigan said he will
recommend President Bush im-
pose punitive tariffs on European
farm goods, including French
wine, to offset the fosses for US
farmers.

Both Madigan and EC Farm
Commissioner Ray MacSharry
said they wanted to continue to
work toward a settlement, al-
though no new talks were
scheduled.

“We’ve done as much as we
can,” MacSharry told anews corn-
ference. “We are satisfied that we
did our utmost.”

The crime wave is a serious

Taiwan businessnien are asking
three things of Manila:

-~ They want investment incen-
tives such as the so-called tax
holidays made popular by export
processing zones elsewhere inthe
region.

- They want a quasi-official
legal structure that can afford them
legal protection in the event of
abnormal conditions, Conditions
already are somewhat abnormal
due to a lack of diplomatic rela-
tions between Taipei and Manila.
the Philippine govemment rec-
ognizes tfie Chinese Communist
regime but still maintains sub-
stantive economic and trade re-
lations with Taiwan.

-Taiwanbusinessmen also want
Manila to guarantee their personal
and business security.

Thecrime wave against Chinese
businessmenprobably has itsroots
in overseas Chinese domination
of many sectors of the business
community, not only in the Phil-
ippines butalso inother East Asian
countries as well. There are a
great deéal of rivalries, some of
this, unfortunately, have a violent
side.

Overall, though, Filipinos are
jumping at the prospect of the
Subic Bay area being impacted
by.a healthy manufacturing in-
dustry, rather than big-spending
bar-shopping sailors.

Hopes after high that the de-
velopment of the areacanlead the
Philippines down the road to
prosperity again, and even become
a model experiment for turning

Treason, the report said, was
never contemplated by the com-
mittee as a possible ground for
removing Guerrero from office.

The committee also ruled out
the governor’stwoalleged acts of
misconduct as felony, which is
defined in the Commonwealth
Codeasanactpunishable by more
than one year imprisonment.

According to the report, “nei-
ther of the acts of misconduct by
the governor considered by (the)
committee constitute(s) a crimi-
nal act under the laws of the
Commonwealth.”

Neglect of duty wasconsidered
but the committee found “no
evidence to show intentional
failure by the governor to perform
his duty.”

The report’s summary Ssaid
since there were no hard and fast
definitions of an impeachable
offense the determination “is left
to the discretion of each historical
legislature.”

“This committee was much
aware that its actions would (be)
scrutinized in the light of history,
and therefore made every effort
tobe fairandimpartial,” thereport
said.

The commitiee alsoconsidered
the findings of a study on the
Nixon impeachment.

Part of the findings of the Nixon
impeachment, according to the
report, said,”Congress may
properly impeach and remove a
President only for conduct
amounting to gross breach of trust
or serious abuse of power and
only if it would be prepared to
take the same action against any

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Russa ratifies START treaty

MOSCOW (AP) - Russia’s leg-
islature Wednesday ratified the
Strategic Arms Reduction Treaty
with the United States, despite
heated debate by hard-liners that
it would be seen as a gift to Presi-
dent-elect Bill Clinton. The

In a joint session of the Su-
preme Soviet, lawmakers voted
157-1, with 26 abstentions, to
ratify the treaty. It must also be
ratified by the former Soviet states
of Ukraine, Belarus and
Kazakhstan, which have nuclear
arms.

The US Senate adjourned last
month without ratifying the pact,
which was signed in July 1991 by
President Bush andformer Soviet

v

leader Mikhail S. Gorbachev.

Hard-liners in the Russian leg-
islature demanded that the rafifi-
cation vote be postponed because
the treaty was ynfair 1o Russia
and because it followed Clinton’s
election victory Tuesday.

“Some people want to present
(the treaty) on a silver platter to
the US president-elect,” said
Vitaly Sevastyanov, a former
cosmonaut.

“But we shouldn’t make pre-

sents. ... I am for this treaty, but
we should take a reasonable atti-
tude,” he said, arguing to delay
the vote.

He complained that many
technical problems relating to the
dismantling of the missiles re-
mained and that Russia lacked
the money to resolve them.

Legislator Nikolai Pavlov, one
of the leaders of the hard-line
opposition National Salvation
Front that was disbanded by

President Boris Yeltsinlast week,
said the treaty was unfair to Rus-
sia.

“We will have to eliminate our
best missiles, while the USA will
be able to keep their best weap-
ons,” Pavlov said.

Reformersinthe Russian legis-
lature stressed that if Russia failed
1o ratify the treaty, it would dam-
age Russia’s image as a reliable
partner.

AIDS committee formed

GOVERNOR Loremzo 1.
Guerrero, citing people's health
as-priority, has appointed a com-
mittee toeducate CNMI residents
on the local spreads of AIDS in
the Commonwealth and how to
prevent further spread of the
deadly virus.

The Commonwealth News
Service (CNS) said Guerrero ap-
pointed a 12-member committee
to design AIDS education pro-
grams. The National AIDS Com-
mittee is made up of medical and
business professional, clergy and
government and legislative rep-
resentatives.

Members of the National AIDS
Committee are: Tim Bruce, legal
counsel to the governor; Fr.
Patrick Castro, Diocese of Saipan;
Richard Ceyzyk, MSW, AIDS
Program manager; Estella Chris-
tian, MD, public sector physician;
Sean P. Floor, MD, MPH, medi-
caldirector public health; Maggie
George, business representative;
Larry Hocog, MD, private sector
physician; Dino Jones, executive
director, Chamber of Commerce;

Fermin M. Sakisat, public health
administrator; Rep. Ana
Teregeyo, Chairperson HEW; and
Masao M. Ueda, MPH, special
assistant to the director, DPH&ES.

Following a request by the di-
rector of Public Health and Envi-
ronmental Services, Dr. Jose L.
Chong, to assist the AIDS educa-
tion campaign, Guerrero pledged
10 use his office to help educate
Commonwealth citizens and to
help save as many lives as pos-
sible.

According to Dr. Chong, AIDS
has already taken the lives of four
CNMI residents and is a growing
local challenge that puts the en-
tire society at risk.

“We have been very fortunate
that AIDS, so far, has not been a
major health problem in the
Commonwealth. We wanttokeep
it that way. No community is free
from this deadly virus. Withmore
public education, wehope tokeep
the local spread of AIDS to a
‘minimum,” Guerrero said.

He stressed that AIDS is not
only a medical problem, but a

community social issue as well,

Once the National AIDS
Committee identifies a proper
educational plan, Guerrero will
lend his voice to public messages,
including a video tape program to
be produced by his Public Infor-
mation Office.

The National AIDS Committee
is planning special programs on
Dec. 1, which is World AIDS
Day. The International theme for
this day is, “AIDS-A Community
Commitment.” :

According to the committee’s
coordinator, Richard Ceyzyk,
AIDS can only be prevented by a
community effort. “It’s up to
each individual in the community
to getcorrectinformation and take
personal care of him or herself.
That’s why the focus of the Na-
tional AIDS Committee will be
on educating individuals of our
own community,” he said.

MANILA (AP) - A left-wing
religious group accused the mili-
tary yesterday of atrocities during
operations against Communist
rebels in the north and urged
President Fidel Ramos to stop
them.

But the military disputed the
allegations and contended they

opposition to the government.
The Ecumenical Movement for
Justice and Peace 10ld reporters

The movement said the situa-
tion in the Marag Valley casts
doubt on Ramos’ stated commit-
ment to negotiate peace with the
Communists.

“Ramos has effectively pro-
jected himself as a man of peace
but while he has been talking of
peace, (he) hideously commanded
his (troops) to vigorously pursue
their objective of wiping out their
perceived enemies,” the move-
ment said in a statement.

“We don’t want Ramos rheto-
ric on peace,” it said. “What we

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Vietnam war photos
sold to help journalists

BANGKOK, Thailand (AP) -
When Dutch photographer Hubert
Van Es shot one of the classic
photographs of the Vietnam War,
his boss gave him a pat on the
back and a $100 bonus.

A print of his photograph -
evacuees (rying to reach a heli-
copterona Saigonrooftopin 1975
- fetched 31,500 baht ($1,240)
this week at an auction of some of
the best photojournalism of
Indochina ever assembled.

Organizers said yesterday that
96 photographs were auctioned
off to enthusiastic expatriates and
Thais who paid a total of 823,500
baht ($32,400).

Proceeds will go to training
programs for journalists from
Vietnam, Cambodia and Laos and
to build a memorial to some 320
journalists fromall sides who died
while covering wars in Indochina
from 1945 to 1975.

The Wednesday auction was
preceded by an exhibit - War,
Peace and the Printed Image - of
some 140 photographs spanning
four decades of Indochina cover-
age. They included works by well-
known war photographers like
Horst Faas, Tim Page, Sean Flynn

and Henri Huet as well as a
younger crop currently focusing
on a more peaceful Indochina.

At the auction, though, peace
took second place to war.

After the photo of the panicked
helicopter evacuation of Saigon,
the most sought-after photo was
an atmospheric depiction of the
battle at Hamburger Hill by Van
Es, a stringer for the Associated
Press and United Press Intema-
tional during the war who now
resides in Hong Kong. It was taken
at 25,000 baht ($985).

Third was a chilling scene by
French photographer Roland
Neveu, who witnessed the 1975
gunpoint evacuation of Phnom
Penh, the Cambodian capital, by
thevictorions Khmer Rouge. This
was auctioned off for 23,500 baht
($925).

A series of stark combat pho-
tographs from the early years of
the Viemam War were also in
high demand. These were taken
by Horst Faas, atwo-time Pulitzer
Prize winner now based in Lon-
don for the Associated Press.

A minute of silence was ob-
served by some 300 attending the
auction and dinner for those jour-
nalists killed or still missing from
the wars.

BATON ROUGE, La. (AP)- A
man who fatally shot a Japanese
exchange student has been in-
dicted on manslaughter charges
in a case that shocked the Japa-
nese public.

If convicted, Rodney Peairs
would face amaximumof4Q years
in prison for shooting Yoshihiro
Hattori, 16. The grand jury re-
jected a more serious charge of
second-degree murder.

Peairs has acknowledged
shooting Hattori. The Japanese
teen-ager and another student
were going to a Halloween party
and mistakenly knocked on
Peairs’. door, startling his wife.
Peairs came to the door witha gun
and shouted “Freeze!” Hattori
apparently didn’t understand and

who shot student

stepped toward Peairs, who shot
him in the chest.

Peairs, a butcher, left the court-
house after testifying before the
grand jury.

He plans to turn himself in to
authorities Thursday morning,
said his lawyer, Lewis Unglesby.
He said he expects Peairs to post
bond and be released.

“I don’tbelieve the gentleman’s
guilty of acrime,” Unglesby said.

The case attracted widespread
altention in Japan, .where many
were shocked at the ease with
which guns could be obtained in
the United States. Sony founder
Akio Morita sent condolences to
Hattori’s parents.

More than a dozen Japanese
reporters atiended the reading of
the indictment.

“We can’t be considered in the
same class we were before,” gen-
eral manager Jerry West said.
“We’reunsure; wedon'tknow what
we have.”

“I don't think this makes us to-
tally a rebuilding team, but some
things are obvious,” rookie coach
Randy Pfundsaid.

money to win big

NEW YORK (AP) - The Toronto
Blue Jays paid big money to win
big.

The World Series champions
paid their players a record $49.1
million this season, according to
documents distributed this week to
major league general managers.
That’s a 57 percent increase from
the Blue Jays’ 1991 payrollof $31.3
million. '

Overall, the 772 players on Aug.
31 rosters made $807.8 millionthis
season, an average of $1,046,420
per player. The total was up 21.7
percent from the $663.7 million
spent on players in 1991, and up
79.1 percent from the $450.9 mil-
lion in 1990.

Toronto paid its players an aver-
age of $1,637,572, according the
documents, which were obtained
Wednesday by The Associated
Press. The Blue Jays were one of
only four clubs that didn’t pay re-
leased players this season.

The Oakland Athletics, who had
the top payroll in 1991 at $39.2
million, were second this year at
$47.5 million, including $1.7 mil-

lion in termination pay.

The New York Mets, who
slumped to fifth place in the NL.
East, were third at $44 million,
followed by Los Angeles at $42.1
million. The Dodgers finished last
for the first time since 1903,

Boston, which finished last for
the first time since 1932, was fifth
at $42 million.

The totals include salaries and

prorated shares of signing bonuses
and other guaranteed money, plus
earnedbonuses. The figures, which
were compiled by management’s
Player Relations Committee, do
not include all award bonuses, but
they shouldn’t significantly alter
the data. The documents were dis-
tributed Monday during meetings
at La Quinta, Calif.  Cleveland
had the lowest payroll at $9.3M.

NEW YORK (AP) - US ama-
teur baseball isn't planning a
“Dream Team” like the basket-
ball professionals who won
Olympic gold in basketball, but
some familiar names could show
upon itsroster at the 1996 Games
in Atlanta.
