Israel marks
the Feast of
Tabernacles

JERUSALEM (AP) — Israelis
set up makeshift huts Wednesday
in backyards and on baiconies,
decorating them with palm fronds
and dried fruit for Sukkot — the
Feast of Tabernacles which com-
memorates the Israelites’ sojourn
in the wilderness.

Much of the country shuts down
for the eight-day holiday, which
begins at sundown Wednesday.

More than 400,000 people —
nearly 10 percent of the popula-
tion — will vacation in Israel or
abroad during the holiday. About
31,000 travelers arrived at Ben
Gurion airport before sundown
Wednesday — 6,000 more than
usual. Government offices will
close for nearly two weeks.

In Jerusalem'’s ultra-Orthodox
Mea Shearim district, residents
were busy with last-minute prepa-
rations for the holiday which com-
memorates the 40 years the Jews
spent wandering in the desert af-
ter their biblical Exodus from sla-
very in ancient Egypt.

Residents built huts — sukkas
in Hebrew — on small balconies
and patics, many with green plas-
tic sheets as walls and mats or
branches as coverings. They deco-
rated them with dates and other
dried fruit.

Shoppers clustered around tables
laden with palm fronds, etrog, myrtle
strands and willow branches. Obser-
vant Jews wave clusters of bound
palm, myrtle,etrog and willow leaves
inside their sukkas, and some Jews
even eat all their meals and sleep in
them.

Groups of ultra-Orthodox men
wearing sidelocks and black hats
closely examined the branches
and aromatic plants for any de-
fects Wednesday.

*“I spent the whole day yester-
day looking for the right one,”
said Yaakov Feit of Brooklyn,
who is studying at a Jerusalem
rabbinical school for a year.

US wants Libyan petitio

THE HAGUE, Netherlands
(AP) — The United States
asked judges at the World
Court on Wednesday to throw
out Libya’s petition to lift
U.N. Security Council sanc-
tions against it.

Tripoli asked the court in 1992
to suspend the sanctions, which
were imposed in an effort to force
the surrender of two Libyan intel-
ligence agents suspected in the
1988 Pan Am bombing over
Lockerbie, Scotland that killed
270 people.

Libya’s petition said the sus-
pects should be tried at home in-
stead of in Scotland or the United
States, where both men have been
indicted.

U.S. delegation leader
David Andrewsurged the U.N.’s
highest judicial body to drop the
petition to suspend sanctions,
warning that any action on it
could undermine U.N. efforts to
combat terrorism.

“The effectiveness and se-
curity of U.N. peacekeeping
missions depend heavily on
the prompt acceptance by
states of a legal duty to com-
ply with the council,”
Andrews said.

U.S. lawyers argued Tues-
day that the World Court has
no power to overturn decisions
of the U.N. Security Council
and no jurisdiction in the case.

The World Court, formally
known as the International
Court of Justice has no en-
forcement power and relies on
voluntary compliance with its
rulings. It will likely take
months to decide whether to
proceed with the Lockerbie
case.

Frustrated by the long wait
for justice, the father of a 23-
year-old Scottish woman
killed in the Dec. 21, 1988,
bombing said Wednesday he
wants to go to Tripoli to per-
suade Libya to surrender the
suspects.

Dr. Jim Swire, who went to
Libyain August, said he wants
totell Libyan lcader Moammar
Gadhafi about a Scottish of-
fer, made Monday, to allow
international observers to
monitor a trial in Scotland and
ensure impartiality.

Sudani, 41, is the head of the
group’s military wing. The other
two were tried in absentia and
remain at large.

Two men were sentenced to
life prison terms, the others re-
ceived sentences ranging from
two years to 15 years of hard
labor. An Egyptian-born Briton,
Akram Sharief, was jailed for
10 years on charges of collect-
ing funds abroad to support the
militants.

The promise did not deflect
Republican demands for an inde-
pendent counsel.

Chairman Henry Hyde of Illi-
nois asserted Reno’s effort
“bristles with conflicts of inter-
est” because she must examine
her boss, President Clinton. Hyde
said public opinion polls show
“the average American wants an
independent counsel.”

Reno shot back, “I don’t think
you or the American people want
polls” determining application of
federal law. “They want someone
doingthe best single jobthey can.”

She said she pays “no attention
whatsoever to politics or pres-
sure.”

Reno acknowledged her task
force suffered early tensions and
fell behind in analyzing subpoe-
naed documents.

“AndThave never
gotten in trouble with the White
House foranything I have done,”
she said, adding she was ready to
return to Miami if fired.

Rep. Bill McCollum, R-Fla.,
however, sharply questioned “‘the
track record of the investigation.”
He noted that a newspaper beat
Justice investigators to key evi-
dence and that Reno recently re-
placed the task force chief.

“Canyoutellus why the Ameri-
canpeople should believe you
when you say you're going to
pursue every lead?”
McCollum asked.

“What we are committed to
dois trying to pursue every lead
... and make sure that before those
leads are closed out, Director
Freeh and I have approved the
closeout,” Renoreplied.

McCollum asked whether
prosecutors barred FBI agents
from interviewing some top
officials.

“There may have been a
situation where someone said
to them (FBI agents) it’s bet-
ter to build from the ground
up and interview them down
the road than interview them
now,” Reno acknowledged.

The Washington Post about a

“Some of the information
had not been assimilated yet
or put into the computer,”
Reno explained. “There were
500 grand jury subpoenas. So
much information came in so
suddenly. They thought they
could keep up with it and they
couldn’t.” She has since added
more investigators.

“It is important that mem-
bers of Congress don’t second
guess investigations,” Reno
added. * They don’t under-
stand all the information that
is before us, all the transac-
tions, the steps that have been
taken.”

Rep. James Sensenbrenner,
R-Wis., said newly revealed
videotapes showing Clinton
praising fund-raiser John
Huang for his money-raising
skills were “new and credible
evidence” that the president
was aware of the illegal prac-
tices Huang is alleged to have
used.

Reno retorted that to make
such a conclusion was “to
engage in rumor and innu-
endo” because the president’s
statement in no way was proof
he was aware of criminal ac-
tivity.

Sensenbrenner shot back
that failure to make that con-
nection “destroys your cred-
ibility and the credibility of
your department.”

Ranking Democrat John
Conyers of Michigan said Re-
publicans should apply their
standards to House Speaker
Newt Gingrich, and ask for an
investigation of his attempt to
introduce a $50 billion tax
break for the tobacco industry
into the balanced budget deal.
Tobacco companies make
large donations to the Repub-
lican Party.

Conyers said that was no dif-
ferent from Republicans who
said Clinton was accepting a
bribe when he declared a
southern Utah region off-lim-
its to coal development.

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Congo’s capital, city fall

‘KINSHASA, Congo (AP) - The

Republicof Congo’s president ap-
parently has lost his four-month
battle to remain in power after
militiamen backed by foreign
troops took control of the
country’scapital and second-larg-
est city.

Soldiers with the Cobra militia
of former dictator Gen. Denis
Sassou-Nguesso captured the
capital, Brazzaville, on Wednes-
day fromforces loyal to President
Pascal Lissouba, according to
Radio Liberte, Sassou-Nguesso’s
mouthpiece.

“Today the war is over. We
control all of the country and all
major cities,” Jean-Marie
Tassoua, atop commander in the
Cobra militia, said by telephone
Wednesday evening after wit-
nesses, diplomats and military
sources reported the fall of
Brazzaville.

Sassou-Nguesso, the country’s
military ruler for 12 years until
his ouster in 1992 elections,
planned to speak to the nation
before the weekend, Tassouasaid.

U.S. State Department spokes-
man James P. Rubin said the
American Embassy in Kinshasa,
the capital of Congo, which is
located just across the river from
the Republic of Congo, confirmed

the apparent fall of Brazzaville’

and reported that as of Wednes-
day morning there was no signifi-
cant fighting in the city.

Cobras fighting alongside
Angolan troops also took over the
Republic of Congo’s main port
and second-largest city, the At-.
lantic coast town of Pointe Noire,
said Rubin, witnesses, diplomats
and a military source close to
Lissouba.

U.N. sources speaking on con-
dition of anonymity said they had
been unable to contact Lissouba.
Sassou-Nguesso's forces were
searching for him and would try
him on charges of crimes against
humanity if he is caught, Tassoua
said.

Lissouba’s military com-
mander in Pointe Noire said on
French radio that he had ordered
his men to surrender there be-
cause they did not have the means
to battle the militiamen and allied
Angolan forces.

Laurent Tsendou, a petroleum
worker who arrived in Kinshasa
from Brazzaville on Wednesday,
said crowds of young people had
gone into the streets of Brazzaville
waving white flags and chanting
“Peace, peace, we want peace!”

They encountered Sassou-
Nguesso’s men without incident,
Tsendou said, adding that the city
was quiet, the first time it has
been so since June 5 when the
long-simmering rivalry between
Lissoubaand Sassou-Nguessoex-
ploded.

Fighting broke out when
Lissouba sent in his troops to dis-
arm Sassou-Nguesso’s militia in
advance of presidential elections
that both men planned to enter.
Lissouba said he acted to ensure
peace during the campaign, but

U.N. Secretary-General Kofi
Annan asked the Security Coun-
cil on Tuesday to slap an arms
embargo on the Republic of
Congo and send amilitary teamto
nearby Gabon as a preliminary
step toward a U.N. peacekeeping
force to halt the fighting. The Se-
curity Council met again Wednes-
day to review the situation fol-
lowing Sassou-Nguesso’s victory,
and repeated its calls for recon-
ciliation.

U.N. spokesman Fred Eckhard
said earlier that a U.N. peace-
keeping mission “clearly has no
role if either fighting intensifies
and there’s no peace to keep or if
one side vanquishes the other.”

Council action hinges on U.S.
approval. Council diplomats said

the Americans were reluctant to
commit to a peacekeeping force.

Sassou-Nguesso's militia has
received help from Angolan
troops well-trained for combat
after a 20-year civil war in their
own country. Lissouba’s army
mainly comprises soldiers re-
cruited after he won the country’s
first multiparty election in 1992.

Rubin said the United States
has made clear to Angolan offi-
cialsin Washingtonand in Luanda
that it opposes Angolan involve-
ment in the Republic of Congo.
Theentry of Angolanforcesraises
fears the conflict willengulf more
of central Africa, a region still
stunned by conflicts in the former
Zaire, Rwanda and Burundi.

While the Angolan government
has never admitted involvement,
witnesses consistently have re-
ported the presence of Angolan
government troops on Sassou-
Nguesso's side, to counter
Angolan rebel support for the
Lissouba government.
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Town mourns bus crash dead

ST-BERNARD, Quebec (AP) -
This grieving farm town is brac-
ing for the largest funeral of its
150-year history, a public Mass
Thursday for 42 senior citizens
killed when their tour bus plunged
off a hillside curve.

Relatives of the victims returned
tothe townof 2,100 Tuesday night
after a grim trip to Quebec City,
20 miles (32 kilometers) away, to
formally identify the bodies at a
makeshift morgue.

The bus was carrying 47 pas-
sengers, all from the St. Bernard
Golden Age Club. The driver and
all but five of the passengers were
killed in Monday’s crash at the
footof atreacherous descent along
the St. Lawrence River.

Nearly every family in St. Ber-
nard lost a relative or a neighbor
in Monday’s accident, which
claimed half the members of the
local senior citizens’ club.

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US: Serbs to give up arms

WASHINGTON (AP) - The
United States is optimistic that
Bosnian Serbs will soon bow to
demands to surrender heavy
weapons and comply more with
the terms of anarms control agree-
ment, a senior U.S. official said

Wednesday.

“Six months ago, the projec-
tions were kind of alarming,” said
the official, who spoke on condi-
tion of anonymity. "It looked as if
the parties would be far out of line
with the ceilings, particularly the
Bosnian Serbs.”

The Serb refusal to part with
their overwhelming advantage in
tanks and artillery has often been
cited as one of the principal viola-
tions of the U.S.-sponsored Day-
ton peace accord that ended the
Bosnian war almost two years ago.

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Yeltsin avoids ‘showdown’

MOSCOW (AP) — Russia’s
communist-led parliamentbacked
away from a no-confidence vote
Wednesday, avoiding a show-
downwith President Boris Yeltsin
after he intervened with an 11th-
hour compromise on the budget.

The: battle had been building
for weeks as the State Duma,
parliament’s lower house, ex-
pressed bitter resistance to
Yeltsin's economic reforms.

Facing the prospect of failure,
lawmakers decided to postpone
the vote for a week. They reluc-
tantly accepted Yeltsin’s offer to
consult with the hard-line oppo-
sition on the government’s dis-
puted budget.

With Wednesday’s no-confi-
dence debate already under way,
Yeltsin called parliament speaker
Gennady Seleznyov with the face-
saving preposal and urged depu-
ties to withdraw the no-confidence
measure.

“Idon’t want confrontation (or)
early elections,” Yeltsin was
quoted as saying by Seleznyov.
“Don’t put me in a difficult posi-
tion” — a clear reference to his
right to end any standoff by dis-
missing parliament and calling
new elections.

The Duma objects to the
government’s austere 1998 bud-
get, which trims spending on wel-
fare programs, the military and
agriculture.

While the government’s plan is
aimed at strengthening the
economy, it is a hard sell to Rus-
sians who are struggling to make
ends meet and are appalled at the
government’s rampant corrup-
tion and failure to pay wages and
benefits on time. Nearly 1,000
farmers protested Wednesday
outside the main government

building to demand higher farm
subsidies. '

Communist Party leader
Gennady Zyuganov said the cur-
rent economic policy “leaves the
country and our children without
a future.”

Yeltsin agreed to Zyuganov's
demands to take part in talks with
opposition parliament leaders on
the spending plan and other policy
issues.

Although the communists won
that concession from Yeltsin, there
were signs they wanted to avoid
a showdown in any case.

A no-confidence vote is usu-
ally a painless way for lawmakers
toregister disapproval in the gov-
emnment — the measure has no
legal effect under Russian law
unless followed by a second vote
within 90 days.

But Prime Minister Viktor
Chermnomyrdin raised the stakes
Tuesday by saying he might sub-
mit his resignation immediately
if the first no-confidence motion
was approved. Suchamove could
set in motion a political chain
reaction that would eventually
allow the president to dismiss the
Duma and call new elections.

With Russia overwhelmed by
problems, lawmakers did not rel-
ish the prospect of risking their

more than 230 in all as it roared
through Guerreroand Oaxacastates
Oct. 8-9. More than 50,000 people
were left homeless.

The storm crippled Acapulco’s
water system. State officials say
tortilla factories that serve the poor
have shut down, lacking clean wa-
ter to mix with corn meal. Milk
supplies are down because many
stores don’t have power for refrig-
eration.

To ease shortages, the govern-
ment food agency Conasuposaidit
had sent 46,800 gallons (177,000
liters) of water and enough pow-
dered milk to make 80,000 gallons
(300,000 liters).

Health officials also were alert
for cases of salmonella, dengue
fever and diarrhea, hoping out-
‘breaks would not hit the shelters
housing thousands of homeless.

“What if 400 people in a shelter
come downwith cholera? Wedon’t
have the capacity to take care of
400people,”said Jorge GarciaLeal,
director of a 120-bed hospital in
Acapulco.

Cholera is easy to treat but can
kill quickly because of acute dehy-
dration. A 9-year-old girl, who was
nearly in shock when she was
brought in Tuesday, was sleeping
soundly in her Renacimiento hos-

pital bed the next day.

Dust shrouded Renacimientoand
other parts of Acapuico as tons of
mud dislodged by the hurricane
baked dry under the hot tropical
sun. Red Cross workers, soldiers,
children and the elderly wore face

- masks and bandannas to ward off

the nauseating smells of sewage
and spoiling garbage.
Epidemiologists chlorinated
water inside broken sewer lines
and wells and handed out chlorine

, cholera

tablets to residents lined up at first-
aid stations. Trucks dispensed mil-
lions of gallons (liters) of safe wa-
ter at street corners, and authorities
urged people to stay out of debris-
strewn streams.

“We have to work harder,”
Leticia Hernandez Lopez, a
Renacimiento health worker, said
as she tightened her face mask.
“We’re trying to stop an epidemic
here.”

At a noisy gymnasium-turned-
shelter nearby, children made
homeless by the hurricane played
basketball and lined up for fresh
clothes while their parents chatted
or took catnaps on the bleachers.

Many of the 340 people ‘inside
the shelter had respiratory infec-
tions and gastroenteritis, and
mumps and measles were spread-
ing,said army Maj. Raul Guillermo
Lopez Vallejo, 24, a doctor as-
signed to the shelter.

“The people are so malnour-
ished, a simple flu can kill them,”
he said.

The 80 soldiers running the shel-
ter and dispensing water to hun-
dreds outside made sure the home-
less were well-fed, doling out large
portions of meat, chicken, rice and
beans from simmering pots.

The options were not so enticing
in Acapulco’ssprawlingdowntown
street market, where merchants
rushed to reopen soiled shops even
before sanitation crews could haul
tons of storm debris away. Ven-
dors offered piles of limpfish, fruit,
vegetables and peppers set beside
mounds of garbage and leaking
sewers.

Thirsty storm victims dipped
buckets into a manhole to capture
water leaking from ruptured water
pipes. “It’ssafe. They say the health
department put chlorine in there
today,” said Fulgencio Varela, 29.

6 scientists win Nobel prizes

By MATT CRENSON

NEW YORK (AP) - Six scien-
tists, three of them American, won
Nobel Prizes for research into
what makes cells go and how to
make atoms sit still.

In chemistry, American Paul
D. Boyer, John E. Walker of Brit-
ain and Jens C. Skou of Denmark
were honored Wednesday for dis-
covering aspects of how the
body’s cells store and use energy,
a fundamental process that af-
fects everything from the build-
ing of bones to the contraction of
muscles and the transmission of
nerve impulses.

The physics prize went to
Americans Steven Chu and William
Phillipsand Claude Cohen-Tannoudji
of France for developing ways of
trapping atoms of gas and cooling
them to withina millionth of adegree
of nature’s limit. The discovery has
already led to more accurate atomic
clocks and a new form of matter
whose existence Einstein postulated
in the 1920s.

“It’s wonderful,” said Chu, a
49-year-old professor at Stanford
University. “I'm delighted to be
sharing it with some good friends,
and I'm so happy for Stanford.”

Physicists said the cooling pro-
cess might someday lead to ex-
tremely tiny machines that work
on a molecular rather than a me-
chanical level, laser beams com-
posed of matter instead of light or
microelectronics many times

faster than those in existence.

Working at Bell Laboratories
in 1985, Chu developed.a way of
trapping thousands of gas atoms
using lasers. The atoms are bom-
barded from six sides by the la-
sers so that they can’t move from
a single point.

Heat is a product of atomic
motion, sothe less anatom moves,
the colder it is. Chu’s laser trap-
ping method can cool atoms to
within a thousandth of adegree of
absolute zero, the theoretical point
where all atomic motion ceases.
Absolute zero is minus 273 de-
grees Celsius (minus 459 degrees
Fahrenheit).

In 1987, Phillips, 48, a scien-
tist at the National Institute of
Standards and Technology in
Gaithersburg, Maryland devel-
oped a magnetic trapping method
that allowed further cooling.

And Cohen-Tannoudji, a 64-
year-old professor at the College
de France and the Ecole Normale
Superieure in Paris, achieved a
final level of cooling thatcan bring
atoms to within one-millionth of
a degree of absolute zero.

Aninventionof Chu’s based on
laser cooling, dubbed the “atomic
fountain,” can improve the preci-
sion of atomic clocks 100 times.
Atomic clocks are normally ac-
curate to one second in 32 million
years; Chu’s improvement makes
them accurate toasecond inmore
than 3 billion years.

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Over-doses of popular
drug can damage liver

NEW YORK (AP) - A new study
affirms that people who take too
much of the popular painkiller ac-
etaminophen can seriously dam-
age their livers, particularly if they
are alcoholics.

“People don’t have a healthy
respect for it,” said researcher Dr.
William M. Lee. “They don’treal-
ize that there’s any downside toiit.”

Warnings about dosage limits
already appear on products with
acetaminophen, such as Tylenol.
People should pay attention tothose
labels and not exceed dose limits
“when you're seeking pain relief
and get frustrated,” Lee said.

Alcoholics appear to be particu-
larly vulnerable to damage, said
Lee, who reports his findings in
Thursday’s New England Journal
of Medicine with colleagues at the
University of Texas Southwestern
Medical Center at Dallas.

They studied 71 patients admit-
ted to the hospital over three years
who either had liver damage from

acetaminophen or who’d taken
enough of the drug to risk damage.
The 50patients who’d deliberately
overdosed for a suicide attempt
showed a lower death rate, 2 percent,
than people who’d taken too much
accidentally, 19 percent. They also
hadlessliverdamage. Thathappened
even though those who attempted
suicide took more acetaminophen.
One reason could be chronic al-
cohol abuse, which was more com-
mon in the accidental-overdose
group, the researchers said. Alco-
holics are at extra risk because al-
cohol makes acetaminophen more
toxic while depleting another sub-

stance that protects against liver
damage, Lee said.

Labels on acetaminophen pain-
killers recommend consulting a
doctor if a person has had more
than three alcoholic drinks, he said.

Another reason could be that
people who overdose accidentally
take longer to seek medical help,
Leesaid.“Theydon’tknow they’ve
done anything wrong” until they
have nausea, vomiting and Jaun-
dice, he said.

People may take more acetami-
nophen than they realize because it
is found inliquids taken to promote
sleep, Lee said.

Report: China selling
organs for transplants

NEW YORK (AP) — Chinese
military hospitals are using kid-
neys and other organs from ex-

ecuted criminals to perform
transplants for foreigners will-
ing to pay as much as $30,000,
ABC-TV reported on Wednes-
day.

Working undercover, produc-
ers from ABC’s “PrimeTime
Live” met with a Chinese doc-

tor in New York City who said -

he had already arranged for
several transplants to Ameri-
cans. He told the producers that
a new batch of kidneys would
soon be available.

Captured on a hidden camera,
the doctor asks for part of the
$30,000 payment in advance.

A Chinese newspaper pub-
lished in New York advertises
*“kidney transpiant in mainland
China. Don’t miss the opportu-
nity,” ABC said.

ABC also interviewed Apple
Yoonuch, a woman from
Bangkok who said she under-
wentatransplant at the Nanfung
Military Hospital in China.

“Third of January, the doctor
called me that there will be an
execution,” she said. “It means
that prisoners, some prisoners,
are going to be shot dead. So |
have to come over and prepare
myself to get the operation, kid-
ney operation.”

A press spokesman was un-
available at the Chinese Em-
bassy in Washington on
Wednesday, according to a

‘phone message. An embassy

statement issued to ABC said
the organs of executed crimi-
nals are used in transplants
rarely and only with the consent
of the prisoners or their fami-
lies.

An official with the Interna-
tional Transplantation Society
said the practice is barbaric and
“makes me cringe.”

*“The consent issue as far as
['m concerned is a bogus is-
sue,” said Dr. Ronald Guttman.
“It’s a justification for what
they’re doing.”

ABC also aired videotape
made by the Chinese military
showing guards making sure an
executioner’s gun is placed at
the back of a condemned
person’s head to ensure the re-
trieval of intact organs.

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Chips from Rembrandt found

BOSTON (AP) - Paint chips pur-
portedly from a Rembrandt mas-
terpiece stolen in one of history’s
biggestartheists were turned over
to the FBI by a newspaper that

said they had been authenticated

by an expert.

If genuine, the chips support
the claims of a jailed art thief and
his accomplice who say they have
access to the dlrs 300 million in
art works stolen from the Isabella
Stewart Gardner Museum in Bos-
ton seven years ago.

Convicted art thief Myles
Connor Jr. and William
Youngworth III say they know
where the paintings are being kept
and will'arrange for theirreturn in
exchange forimmunity from pros-
ecution, Connor’s early release
from prison and the $ 5 million
reward offered by the Gardner
Museum.

The Boston Herald said
Wednesday that the chips were
made available to its reporter as
evidence the offer to return the
stolen art works was legitimate.
The newspaperrefused tosay who
gave it the chips.

FBI gets clue to one of history’s biggest art heists

An expert hired by the newspa-
per, Walter C. McCrone of Chi-
cago, said the chips were almost
certainly from a Rembrandt, Two
Rembrandts, “Storm on the Sea
of Galilee” and “A Lady and
GentlemaninBlack,” were among

* the stolen paintings.

“I said I feel it is very likely
these chips came from a
Rembrandt painting, but nobody
should ever stick their neck out
and say there is certainty,”
McCrone said.

He said the composition of the
pigments in the paints Rembrandt
used has been widely studied and
said the chips of brown paint he
was supplied matched precisely.
McCrone said the chips appeared
to have been severed by someone
cutting through the canvas, prob-
ably around the edges. Officials
have speculated that the paintings
stolen from the Gardner were later
cut out of their frames to make
them easier to hide.

NEW YORK (AP) - GTE Corp. on
Wednesday offered tobuy MCICom-
munications Corp. for $28 billion in
cash, escalating a bidding war for
America’s second-largest long-dis-
tance phone company.

The bid would be the biggest all-
cash deal ever, topping RJR Nabisco
Inc.’s $25 billion sale in 1989. It
comes two weeks after WorldCom
Inc., the No. 4 long-distance com-
pany, offered $

30 billion in stock and British
Telecom earlier proposed paying
aboutdIrs 21 billioninstock and cash.

GTE's board met Wednesday to
vote on the offer and made an an-
nouncement after the stock market
closed.

The $40 per share offer for MCl is
just the latest in a series of jolts to
America’stelecommunicationsland-
scape. A federal law intended toforce
more competition has touched off a
spate of attempts by the industry’s
biggestplayers - notall successful -to
buy their way into each other’s busi-

nesses.

GTE would pay $40 foreach share
of MCI, oratotal of $ 28 billion. The
combined telecommunications com-
pany would have $ 40 billion in an-
nual revenue.

WorldCom’sofferwouldbe worth
more than either rival bid, but inves-
tors will typically settle for a lower
price in return for the security of cash
rather than stock. MClLis scrutinizing
whether WorldCom’s stock would
retain its value.

MCI said its board would meet
shortly to review the new bid as well
WorldCom’s. With less than $1 bil-
lion cash on hand, GTE would need
to borrow billions more to pay for
MCI. But GTE chairman Charles R.
Lee said he would be willing to con-
sider paying a combination of cash
and stock instead of all cash.

Buying MCI could make sense for
GTE, a major seller of local phone
service. GTE, which doesn’t face the
same restrictions placed on the Baby
Bell regional telephone companies,
has been expanding in long-distance.

WorldCom’s offer on Oct. 1 ex-
posed cracks in British Telecom’s
bid, which was reduced in July after
MCI said its earnings would suffer
duetomassivelosses fromitseffortto
start local telephone service.

MCI stock rose $ 1.5625 on the
Nasdaq Stock Market to close at
$36.875 as reports of the offer circu-
lated. MClshareholdersare scheduled
to vote on the BT offer in.December.

“Itmakessense for GTE toget into
the long-distance market as aggres-
sively and asfast as it can because it’s
free to do so,” said David Goodtree,
an industry analyst with Forrester
Research.

GTE, unlike Baby Bells that sell

service in concentrated regions, of-
fers local service in thousands of
small communities scattered across
27 U.S. states in the Midwest and
West.

Federallawrequiresthe Baby Bells,
formed by the court-ordered breakup
of AT and T, to show they face
cornpetition for local service before
offering long-distance.

AT and T said Wednesday that it
would expect federal regulators to
force GTE to open up its local mar-
kets to more competition before ap-
proving adeal. AT and Thad beenin
talks to buy GTE, but the talks re-
cently fell apart.

GTE has been peddling its long-

distance service in all 50 states and
has abig presence on the Intemet due
to its acquisition earlier this year of
BBN Corp., a big competitor of
WorldCom's UUNet Technologics
subsidiary. BBN operates regional
computer networks and offers ser-
vices for businesses such as dial-up
access, consulting and hosting of
World Wide Web sites.

But GTE is not a big player in
services to large companies, an area
where MCI gets a big chunk of its
revenues.

A deal between GTE and MCI
would have to approved by antitrust
authorities and the Federal Commu-
nications Commission.

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Tlght security for Mars rock

SPACE CENTER, Houston
(AP) - The door to Room 237
has extra locks, a new alarm
system and a gray sign that
makes it clear what's inside:
Meteorite Processing and Cos-
mic Dust Laboratories.

The main attraction behind
the door at Johnson Space
Center’s Building 31 is a con-
troversial 4 1-2 -billion-year-
old meteorite from Mars.
Dubbed ALH84001, it was
there without fanfare for 11
years - until the announcement
last year about possible life
on Mars. .

“It's"been breathless. It’s
just been a yearlong race,” said
Marilyn Lindstrom, one of the
curators responsible for Room
237.“Allof it’s been positive.
All of it’s been exciting. But
all of it’s been exhausting.”

NASA scientists went pub-
lic in August 1996 with their
belief that ALH84001 con-
tains signs of primitive life on
Mars. Many of their col-

leagues have disputed the
claim.

Since the announcement, re-
quests for a look at the rock
star and pieces of it for re-
searchhave intensified. So has
security, with extra locks and
an added alarm system.

A cabinet-level Japanese of-
ficial, Russian cosmonauts
and the head of the European
Space Agency are among 260
people who have gotten a peek
at the new celebrity. The pub-
lic isn’t allowed into the lab.

The rock, a potato-shaped,
4.2-pound (1.9-kilogram) ob-
ject when it was discovered in
Antarctica in 1984, was
launched to Earth when an-
other meteorite struck Mars
16 million years ago.

Since it arrived in Houston
in 1985, it has been cut into
300 pieces. The largest weighs
1.5-pounds (0.7 kilograms)
and the smallest pieces are as
tiny as a grain of sand. Half of
the pieces, including the big-
gest one, remain in the Hous-

Chips and slices adding up
to about a tenth of the meteor-
ite had been distributed to sci-
entists before the announce-
ment. Then dozens of requests
came pouring in and 92 pieces
totaling about 7 ounces (198
grams) were sent out this sum-
mer after a committee spent
months figuring out which re-
searchers should be accommo-
dated.

Lindstrom’s office has been
flooded with requests to see
ALH84001.

“It’s slowed down, thank

.goodness,” she said. “The first

couple months we were won-
dering if we were ever gomg
to get done with it.’

Lindstrom escorts visitors
and the media into the lab.
She gives them white, nylon
coats and matching hats and
booties and leads them into an
elevator-sized air shower,
where filtered air blows off
dust,

Once inside the main room,
the meteorite is found in a
stainless steel and glass cabi-
net. The portion that is usu-
ally on display, the second-
largest, is fist-sized and gray.

“Itlooks so ordinary because
it’s mostly one mineral,”
Lindstrom said. “In some ways
it looks more boring than other
meteorites. It’s so blah.”

The -announcement about
ALH84001 has inspired
people from around the world
to send rocks to the lab, ask-
ing that they be analyzed in
case they are meteorites. Dur-
ing a normal year, the lab re-
ceives 10 or so such requests.
Over the last year, more than
100 have arrived.

Most people get theii rocks
and a form letter back in the
mail.

“I just got a rock from
France, but it’s not a meteor-
ite,” lab scientist Cecilia
Satterwhite said. “Most people
are looking to make a quick
buck. They know they’'re
worth money. They know
there’s a market out there.”

There are 12 meteorites in
the world that have been iden-
tified as Martian and all of
them have become more valu-
able as a result of the an-
nouncement, Lindstrom said.
Johnson Space Center has five
of them.

Rock ALH84001 is price-
less, not only because of the
NASA finding but because it
is a geologic great-great-
great-grandfather compared
with others, Lindstrom said,

*“This rock is 4 1-2 -billion-
years-old. That’s as old as the
planet. That’s as old as the solar
system just about,” Lindstrom
said. “It’s the very earliest thing
that formed on Mars. ...

“You can get philosophical
about that if you want to - you
know, that we were supposed
to find it,” she added. “You
can play whatever kinds of
mind games you want with the
fact that we've got it.”
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‘Cassini lifts off for Saturn

CAPE. CANAVERAL, Florida
(AP) - Withits destination beckon-

ing in a moonlit sky, NASA’splu- -

tonium-powered Cassini spacecraft
rocketed flawlessly toward Saum
on a mission activists had tried to
stopforfearanaccidentwouldshower
Earth with radioactive fallout.

Satum appeared as a yellowish
speck above the nearly full moon as
the monstrous Titan 4-B rocket car-
rying Cassini thundered away before
daybreak. Forty minuteslater,Cassini
shot out of Earth orbit and was on its
way to Satum.

The joumey to the nnged planet
will take seven years and cover 2.2
billion miles (3.5 billion kilometers).
Once there, Cassini will spend four
years exploring Saturn, its rings and
its icy moons, especially the biggest,
Titan.

The chairman of the Italian Space
Agency’s scientific committee pro-
nounced it “a historic moment.”

“It is the link that connects this
millennium to the next,” Giancarlo
Setti said Wednesday.

After a two-day delay caused by
high wind and computer problems,
the faunch was perfect. Antinuclear
activists, 22 of whom showed up at
the last minute to protest, feared the
worst if the rocket carrying Cassini
and its 72 pounds (32 kilograms) of
extremely poisonous plutonium ex-
ploded.

Itisthe most plutoniumever flown
in space. It is also the biggest, most
complex interplanetary probe and the
mostexpensive, too- $ 3.4 billion for
the whole mission.

There willbe few if any probes like
Cassini again as NASA pushes a
“faster, better, cheaper™ agenda.

“The scale of this project kind of
matchesthe majestyofthe place where
it's going,” said NASA’s chief space
scientist, Wesley HuntressJr.“Thisis
the second-largest planet in the solar
system, and you put the rings around

itandit’sthebiggest. It’salsothe most
spectacular. It has a huge retinue of
moonsandthisstrange andenigmatic
place called Titan that we don’t know
very much about.”

Cassini’smissionwon’tbegin, sci-
entifically, until the spacecraft and its
18 instruments reach Satumn in July
2004.

The route is roundabout: The first
stop, sotospeak, is Venusin 1998 and
again in 1999 to use the planet’s
gravitylikeaslingshottospeedCassini
on its way. The spacecraft also will
sweep within

500miles(800kilometers)of Earth
in 1999 - a prospect that terrifies
Cassini opponents more than the
launch did - and by Jupiter in 2000.

NASA said there is a less than 1-
in-1 million chance that the probe
will enter Earth’s atmosphere in
1999 and spread plutonium.

Opponents said they would con-
tinue their fight. NASA plans to
use plutonium - though less of it -
on its smaller interplanetary mis-
sions.

“It’s a bigger picture than cven
just Cassint. This is anicebreaker,”
said Carol Mosley of the Florida
Coalition for Peace and Justice,
which failed in a court attempt to
stop Cassini. “We just keep go-
ing.

If all goes well over the next
seven years, the two-story robotic
explorer, named after Gian
Domenico Cassini, the 17th-cen-
tury Italian astronomer who dis-
covered the largest gap in Saturn’s
rings, will be the first probe to orbit
Saturn. Previously, three spacecraft
- Pioneer 11 and Voyagers 1 and 2
- flew past Saturn in the late 1970s
and early 1980s.

This s the busiest period in inter-
planetary exploration since then,
with Pathfinder on Mars, Global
Surveyor orbiting Mars, Galileo
orbiting Jupiter, and Cassini bound
for Saturn.

Cassini willorbit Saturn 74times
and fly through some of its wispier
rings. It will also sweep at least 45
times past Titan, the largest of
Saturn’s 18 known moons, ventur-
ing as close as 530 miles (850
kilometers).

Perhaps most spectacularly,
Cassini will release a European-

builtprobe to landon Titan in2004.
Scientists say the moon’s cold, pre-
served state could provide clues as
to how life evolved on Earth.

Hours after liftoff, they
raised a champagne toast to a long
and prosperous life.

against the sector.

“We are planning to make an
appeal... we will seek an audience
with the governor this weekend,”
said Rabins.

She argued that the directive
will only further worsen the Jabor
situation, saying government
“might as well expect a deluge of
complaints™ from agency-re-
cruited workers who will not be
allowed anymore to stay in the
Commonwealth upon the expira-
tion of their contracts.

“I, for one, do not have the
money to buy them (workers)
plane tickets all at the same time,”
she explained.

She said they will also push for
the renewal of these contracts.

Rabins, whose placement of-
fice became operational only a
year ago, said she has invested
$31,000 on her venture,

The policy, she said, will hold
her from recovering what she has
spent.

“Only two of my agency’s
workers have been renewed thus
far. I have yet to recoup my ex-
penses and now I will be folding

up,” Rabins said.

“Do you think that’s fair 7”

The Department of Labor and
Immigration, early this week,
started posting public notices re-
garding the policy shiftin its pro-
cessing offices.

The ban on these recruitment
activities, said the memorandum,
is being implemented “due to the
numerous problems” with the fail-
ure of manpower agencies “‘to

provide adequate employment or
contractually obligated wages.”

The new policy is also seen to
impact heavily onindividuals and
firms who rely on these firms for
their manpower needs such as
domestic helps.

The new directive was an-
nounced a month after Commerce
Secretary PedrodelaCruzsaid he
is recommending that manpower
agencies be phased out of the

Commonwealth.

He said that these firms’ opera-
tions have only resulted to an ab-
normal situation whereunemploy-
ment exists among nonresident
workers.

A sizeable number of work-
ers recruited by these firms,
said de la Cruz, is being left
on their own to secure em-
ployment thereby leaving
them irregularly employed, if

not totally unemployed for
months upon arrival.

Such practice, de la Cruz
stressed, is illegal.

There are close to 600 man-
power placement firms in the
Commonwealth. About 400 of
these have recently been found
by government to be finan-
cially incapable to sustain
employment of foreign work-
ers.

gal opinion from the Attorney
General's Office (AGO) used to
back up Tenorio’s eligibility is
“only an opinion...without judi-
cial review to support it.”

The opinion was issued by then
attorney general Alex Castro, who
is now the Superior Court presid-
ing judge.

The notice said, ‘“The risks in-
volved here are tremendous if the
(attorney general’s) opinion is to
stand without judicial review. The
attorney general may continue to
issue legal opinion to any provi-
sion of our Constitution. Andeven
if their interpretations are wrong
they may be used by any personto
their advantage.”

The notice alleged that the Re-
publican Party and the former
governor “did exactly that.”

However, it added, “This is not
about (the former governor). It is
about our Constitution, ourrights,
we the people..It is extremely
important that individuals seek-
ing the Office of the Governor
shall maintain the highest respect
for our Constitution.”

The notice said that if former
governor Tenorio’s interest is “to

. our people first...then he should

demonstrate itnow...and have the
court review the legitimacy of the
attorney general’s opinion.”
Incumbent Governor Tenorio,
in past interviews, said he be-
lieves his Republican opponentis
ineligible to seek a third term.
But he added that the voters

should decide on the issue.

For his part, Borja, a former
Supreme Court associate justice,
has said that the Constitution
clearly prohibits the former gov-
ernor from running again.

However, he said, his campaign
committee has advised him to “'lie
low™ on the issue.

The former governor has re-
peatedly dared anyone to take him
to court over his eligibility.

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TopAIDS experts quit journal

BOSTON (AP) — Two top
AIDS experts have resigned from
the New England Journal of
Medicine’s board to protest an

~editorial that likened AIDS stud-

ies in the Third World to the no-
torious Tuskegee experiment.
Dr. David Ho, head of the Aaron
Diamond AIDS Research Center
in New York City, and Dr.
Catherine M. Wilfert, a pediatric
AIDS expert at Duke University,
said as board members they
should have been consulted about
the editorial before it was pub-

lished last month.

The editorial criticized several
studies,/mostly in Africa, thatare
intended to see if brief, inexpen-
sive doses of the drug AZT will

keep HIV-infected mothers from -

passing the virus to their babies.
Some of the women are receiving
dummy pills instead of AZT.
Dr. Marcia Angell, the
journal’s executive editor, said
inthe editorial that the studies are
unethical. She likened them to
the Tuskegee study in which poor

black menin the South with syphi-
lis were left untreated even after
penicillin became available.
The editorial upset many AIDS
researchers, including Ho and
Wilfert, who believe the African
studies are the only practical way
to prove that a simple approach
works better than nothing at all.

" Wilfert and others worried that

the influential journal’s criticism
could bring the studies to a halt.

In an opinion piece in the Sept.
29 issue of Time magazine, Ho
called the Tuskegee comparison
“inflammatory and unfair.” He
said it “could make a desperate
situation even worse.”

Dr. Jerome P. Kassirer, the
journal’s editor in chief, fired off
anangry e-mail to Ho, criticizing
him for not talking to the journal
before writing in Time.

Kassirer said Wednesday that
Ho wrote back offering toresign.
“I sat on it for a couple of days
and then decided to accept his
resignation,” Kassirer said.

Wilfert said she submitted her
resignation to take effectafter the

editorial board’s nextonce-a-year
meeting in December. There she
said she hopes for “a very cool
discussion about the role of the
editorial board.”

She said the journal’s decision
to present just one side of the
controversy was a policy issue
that should have been brought to
the 25-member board.

“Iresigned because of the way
in which it was handled,” Wilfert
said.

Kassirer said the board mem-
bers, among some of the most
prominent physicians inresearch,
are asked for advice on such
policy questions as conflict of
interest and Internet publishing
but never on the journal’s con-
tent. )

“I regret this happened,”
Kassirersaid. “Onthe otherhand,

. we can’t be hamstrung by trying

to have decisions made by com-
mittee.”

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Kemp eyes $107M deal

SHAWN Kemp moved a step closer
Wednesday to getting his renegoti-
ated megacontract, aseven-year deal
withthe Cleveland Cavaliersthat will
be worth about $107 million.

It will make Kemp the fifth NBA
player in the $100 million club and

will end the salary saga of the ex-
Seattle All-Star whose anger with his
old contract played a big part in
driving him away from the
SuperSonics.

According to a source close to
the Cavs, the sides have agreedon
the amount of money Kemp will be

paid — approximately $8.3 million
in the first season with 20 percent
raisesineach of the next six years.

Several details remain to be
worked out.

“We're close, but I won't com-
ment further than that,” said Tony
Dutt, Kemp’s agent.

Cavs spokesman Bob Price said
the team would have no comment
until an agreement is finalized.

Cleveland had about $9.5 mil-
lion of salary cap room when it
acquired Kemp from the Seattle
SuperSonics in a three-way trade
that sent Terrell Brandon, Tyrone

Hill and a first-round draft pick to
Milwaukee and Vin Bakerto Seattle.

Sincethen, the Cavs have signed
free agent Henry James and made
a trade with Phoenix for Wesley
Person and Tony Dumas, shrink-
ing their cap room to about $5
million.

Botvinnikand former world champ
Max Euwe.

In 1948, Smyslov was invited to
the five-man Fide-sponsored world
championship tournament, in
which he placed solo 2nd ahead of
Keres, Reshevsky and Euwe.
Smyslov placed 3rd in the 1950
candidates tournament, but won
the event in the next cycle in 1953
to gain the right to challenge the
world champ Botvinnik. The result
wasadraw,+7=10-7. But Smyslov
wasnot tobe denied. He topped the
1956 candidates and in the 1957
title match bested his old rival +6
=]3-3. Botvinnik proved to be the
more resolute player, however, re-
gaining the championship in 1958.
Only the rivalry much much later
between Karpov and Kasparov
could match the intensity of the
Botvinnik-Smyslov duels.

Commenting on his opponent,
Botvinnik would later write: “For
five years,between 1953 and [958,
he (Smyslov) wasunbeatable...(he)
scored wins thanks to his admi-
rable skillin positional play and his
excellence in the endgame...”

Smyslov would play in three
more candidates cycle, the most
notable of which was in 1983-84,
when he, the 62 year old vetran
made ittothe finalsagainst the then
20-year old Kasparov who, of
course, casily won the match.

A two time champion of the
USSR, Smyslov played on nine
Soviet Olympiad tcams during
1952-72, scoring atremendous +69
=42 -2. Among his notable tourna-
mentsuccesses: [statZagreb 1955,
Ist at Moscow 1956, 1960, 1963,
equal Istat Monte Carlo 1969, st
atGraz 1984 and equal 1stat Rome

- 1988.

Says Euwe: "Hisstyle...contrasts
strongly with that of Botvinnik.
Smyslov builds his game mainly
on a positional basis—though this
is by no means to say that hie fights
shy of combination. The general
aspect of his style is pacific but the
methods he uses to attain his goal
are not always what they seem. He
islessdirect but stealthy, and all the
more dangerous for that.”

Smyslov, like Botvinnik, is an
outstanding masterof the openings
but as “The Chess Encyclopedia”
noted, his outlook is similar to that
of the great Capablanca—he sees
deeply andquickly andisnotoverly

impressed with opening theory.

- Nevertheless, in the following
game, it was Smyslov’s thorough
opening preparation that ensured
victory against a formidable oppo-
nent (with annotations by Euwe).
