Facts nnd Featares of Interest (o Ha- |

Since our last regular advices ffom the
Coast by mail steameys there have been
many and frequent flactuations in prices
at San Franciseo. On April Sthithe Cal-

cent, as formerly reported. This drop
was followed on April 14th by another
one of 1§ cent by the California Refinery,
and on April 15th by a further decline of
14 cent. The two reductions of lg cent |
had completely demoralized the Ameri-
can Refinery, and its only hope for any |
prolonged existence was in a bluff game, |
which it tried on by a drop of !4 cent
below the Oalifornja Refinery’s prices on
the afternoon of April 14th, The bluff
was promptly met by the- California.
But after this the fun began. The Amer-
ican would not sell according te its pub-
lished list, and none of the San Francis-
¢o jobbers could obtain sugars there ac-

cording to quotations. The result was to
considerably strengthen the position of
the California, where orders are always
filled in accordance with the quoted
prices.
dallying with customers and trying to go
1 cent better, the California was attend-
ing strictly to business, and thus secured
geveral old-time American customers.
The true position of affairs is thus ac-
curately described by a ‘““Post” reporter
on April 18th:

“It's just this way," said August Spreck-
els this morning. **Our market has been
cut down by the rise in freight rates, and
we must have some place to sell our sugar.
We will meet any reduction that the Amer-
ican Company can make, even if we only
get enough to pay for the barrels, and have
to give the sugar away."

E. L. G. Steele, the head manager of the
American Company, was secluded in the
inner recesses of his office when a **Post”
representative called to see him. The
scribe was informed that Mr. Steele was
“almighty busy,” and it was doubtful when

he could be seen. An attempt to get the
company's quotations failed.

The lowest price for dry g.rauulated in

originally signified their intention to
ship in the Kaimiloa withdrew at the
last moment because their parents dis-
approved of their going, and so far as
they were coucerned there the matter
ended. In respect of the others consent
must be presumed.

Whether the Board of Education has
a legal right to contract for these public
wards in a service which will take them
outside the limits of the Kingdom is an-
other question. Upon this point we
offer no opinion. It does not in the
main concern us. We may fairly as-
sume, however, that the Board would
not do any act prejudicial to the inter-
ests of the boys; and further, it may be
added that the Kaimiloa, being a
national ship, those composing her offi-
cers and crew are, theoretically at least,
always upon Hawaiian territory. But
these are questions which should not
bias public opinion in the least degree.
That which is right and lawful should
be done, and that only.

Qutside of all this comes up the ques-
tion of what is best for the boys them-
selves? Is it better that they should be
taught a trade or calling at which
they may earn an honest living, or that
they should be exposed to moral dry
rot at the Reformatory School? We un-
hesitatingly say that it is better for the
boys, better for their parents, and better
for the community at large that these
lads should be trained to some useful
calling. And more especially is it de-
sirable that during such training they
should be removed as far as possible
from the influence of home companion-
ship which necessarily surrounds an in-
stitution like the Reformatory School.
This has been the great difficalty here-
tofore, as we take it, in the management
of that institution. Outside influences
were too potent for the discipline of the
gchool ; and no matter how painstaking,
intelligent or conscientious the admin-
istration and management may have
been, every influence for good omn its
part was liable to be thwarted. The
only wonder is that 8o much was ac-
complished, not that so little has been
done,

This, however, is a general proposi-
tion which does not void legal rights.
These may not be ignored. But the tax-
payers who maintain the Reformatory
Sc¢hool should have a voice in this mat-
ter., They are parties in interest, and
are represented by the Board of Educa-
tion. If, therefore, it can be shown that
no personal right has been impaired,
then we say unhesitatingly that the Re-
formatory School boys will be im-
proved, physically leai:d morally, by be-
ing placed on béard a training ship
where they willfbe taught to obey,
while acquiring a'practical knowledge of

seamanship whigh may render thepi good
and useful men #n after life.

We find a detailed statement of ex-
penditare by thoe Board of Health for the
past fiscal year in the official gazette.

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San Francisco was 5 cents, a figure
lower than sugar had ever been sold for
in San Francisco, and lower by 3{ cent
than the New York price for the same
grade of sugar. Such an event has
never before oécurred in the sugar his-
tory of the United States. In this con-
nection the following extract from the
““Chronicle’” of April 19th is very sig-
nificant, its “‘sugar’’ bias being so well
known:

The sugar refineries in this city are at
war. The object of the strife 1s to obtain
control of the Pacific Coast markets, and
to this end the American and California
companies are arrayed against each other
and no effort will be spared by one to
drive its competitor from the field. The
ﬁassage of the Interstate Commerce bill

as much todo with this condition of af-
fairs. The increase of railroad freights
will prevent shipments of sugar to mar-
kets which have heretofore been open to
the local refineries, and the field, in con-
sequence, has been greatly contracted. An
estimate has been made which shows that
only 60,000,000 pounds of sugar can be
refined here this year with any chance
for a profit, while last year this amount
was nearly doubled. Either of the two
refineries could furnish this supply and
both corporations have a full crop coming
in from the Sandwich Islands. It is as-
serted that there is a surplus of from 60,-
000 to 70,000 tons of beet sugar in France
and Belgium and that Russia alone has a
surplus  of 100,000,600 tons and over.
These figures are not a little startling
when the general condition of trade is
considered and the very improbable
chance for a revival of European com-
merce during the present year.

On the Sth of this month the Califor-
fornia Refinery reduced all grades of sugar
except yellows one-eighth of a cent a
pound. 'On the 14th the same company
made another reduction of the same
amount. The American Refinery on the
same day reduced its prices one-quarter of
a cent below their fignre and this reduc-
tion was met by the rival company, so
that now both companies are selling dry
granulated sugar at 5 cents a pound,
This is a lower price than it ever sold for
before in San Francisco markets—lower
even than the price of refined sugar in
New York .by three-quarters of a cent,
There is a prospect that prices will go still
lower.

But prices did not go ‘‘still lower.”
On the contrary, on April 22d the Cali-
fornia Refinery advanced its figures 14
cent on all grades except Golden C,
which was advanced !¢ cent. And
again on April 25th the public of San
Francisco were treated to another sur-
prise by an advance of !4 cent on cube,
A crushed, extra powdered and fine
crushed ; and an advance of lg cent on
dry granulated and all other grades.
The first four mentioned grades are now
quoted at 53; cents, with dry granu-
lated at 53§ cents, confectioners’ A at

514c.,extra C at 5c., and Golden C at
43/c.

The Interstate Commerce . Bill has
played no inconsiderable féature in the
California sugar market. It had the
effect of raising freights to points on the
Missouri te suchan extentthat California
refined sugars could not compete there
with Eastern refined sugars except at the
lowest quoted price of five eents, which
made things exactly equal for both
Eastern and Western refineries. As the
American has such enormous stocks, it
was practically shut out from doing any

out doubling or trebling the amount of
its monthly losses, as formerly shown in
the ApverTiser. It will be remembered
also that the California Refinery con-
trols the greater portion of the Pacific
Coast trade. As freights were firmer,
Manager Steele of the American could
not place his hands on any more cheap
bottoms. He therefore had to look
further from home for fresh fields and
pastures new. He accordingly coquetted
with the Canadian Pacific, in direct an-
tagonism to our treaty interests with the
United States. But he was growing
desperate. As long as his monthly
stipend and his agency commissions
were secured he apparently did not care
for the stockholders. He made a con-
tract with the Canadian Pacific to ship
his sugar round through Canada and
back into the United States to 8t. Paul

finery people being, as usual, on the
alert, were acquainted with this fact,
and set the telegraph wires to work at
night with such egiect that by the time
Steele’s speculation shipment was leav-
ing the Golden Gate for Victoria the
California Refinery had contracts with
all buyers at points on the Missouri at
advanced rates. The suspension of sec-
tion 4 enabled them to ship direct
at former cheap rates and deliver their
sugars before the Steele lot had got out
of the snow sheds of Canada. Manager

i Stéele left San Francisco on Ap3dril 2

for Montreal where he hopes to find that
market which phe has sought so unsuc-
cessfully in the United States. In the
meantime the California Refinery has
advanced its prices and is doing a large
business. Nobody can ascertain any
definite prices from the American, which
seems to be chiefly engaged in holding
frequent meetings of its directors. The
war waxes warm,’but we are inclined to
wager on the result.
THE NEW YORK MARKET.

Latest New York papers report: The
market has undergone quite a radical
change during the past three days in
consequence of refiners having shown
more disposition to replemish their
stocks, and a fair amount of business
has transpired-at firm prices on the basis
of our previous quotations. There has
been a guod demand for supplies on the
spot as well as to arnve, notwithstand-
ing that the direct importations of re-
finers have continued quite large, the
change in sentiment having been due no
doubt to the strong and buoyant tone of
the London and other European mar-
kets, and 2 general display of greater
confidence in the future. Under these
circumstances supplies on the basis of
present prices have looked cheap to
buyers, and this feeling has induced
them to carry heavier stocks and provide
more liberally for the future. The
strength of European markets is said to
be due to a prospective change in the
bounty and sugar tax in Germany,
which the Government now seems dis-
posed to adjust in such a way as will in-
crease the income of the Gevernment,
and at the same time reduce the bounty.
In view of this fact the exports of both
raw and refined from Germany have
been unusually heavy, as fabricants
hove sought to reap the benefit of the

present bounty. "
Havana, April 9th.

Though prices during the past week
have improved to a certain extent, it is
no less true that they still range below
the paying point to which producers are
contending to bring them ; at the close,
the desires exhibited by buyers in gen-
eral to operate on an extensive scale
were checked by the reluctance of hold-
ers tp accept ruling figures, and until the
holidays are over we shall not be able to
appreciate with accurateness the real sit-
uation of the market. The crop is pro-
gressing satisfactorily all over the island.

HOTEL DEL MONTE FIRE.

Arrvest of the Ex-Manajer on a Charge
of Arsomn.

The San Francisco “Alta” of April
24th has the following:

The former manager of the Hotel Del
Monte has been arrested on a charge of
arson, as will be seen by the following dis-
patch, which was received in this city yes-
terday:

“SAN Jose, April 23d.—It is just learned
that E. T. M. Simmons, late manager of
the Hetel Del Monte at Monterey, is under
arrest for setting fire to the hotel. Detect-
ive Curtin is here with Constable Walter,
of Monterey, and J. A. Clough, of the Pa-
cific Improvement Company. Bimmons is
now confined to & room in the Lick House
under guard,and will be taken to San
Francisco this evening. Rumers have
been out for some time that such an arrest
would be made.

*‘The warrant on which Simmons was
arrested was issued in San Francisco and
countersigned by Judge Belden. Detective
Curtin is now out riding with Constable
Walter of Monterey and J. A. Cloygh,
clerkof the Pacific Improvement Com-
pany, and Chief Brown, and no one is al-
lowed to enter the room where Simmons
is. Bimmons recently moved his family to
this city, and when interviewed Wednes-
day evening by a* Herald'’ reporter, stated,

first time to-day, that he realized fhat he
might be given trouble, but felt that he
was innocent and could not be hurt.”

Chief Brown states that they have a
strong case against Simmons; that they
have evidence that he was on the spot
where the fire broke out a few minutes be-
fore discovery. During the fire he was
walking around with his hands in his
pockets, and refused to lend any assist-
ance; that it has been discovered that he
was $4,000 short in his accounts when he
turned the management over to Mr.
Schoenwald on the day of the fire.

The Hongkong “Daily News” of a re-
cent date has the following respecting
the Abbie Carver, a vessel well knownat
" the port of Honolalu:

News has been received which leaves lit-
tle doubt that the American bark Abbie
Carver, Captain Pendleton, which left here
for Callao on the 8th August, was wrecked
shortly after her departure on the island
of Samasana, to the east of Formosa.
Some of the natives of the island have ar-
rived at Takow and report that last August
a vessel went ashore there. The crew put
off in boats, but instead of landing on the

there was a typhoon, and the ship broke
up. A small tin box of tea which the na-
tives picked up was brought on to Hong-
kong by the stéamer Formosa, and 8 be-
lieved to have formed part of the cargo of
the Abbie Carver. Asthe vessel has not
been heard of as having arrived ather
destination, itis tolerably certain that she
is the one the nstives saw wrecked, and it
is to be feared that all on board lost their
lives in the subsequent typhoon.

HABEAS CORPUS.

Two More Prisoners Released by Mr.
Justice Preston.

In the matter of Ah Mook and Chock
Hui, on habeas corpus, Mr. Justice
Preston rendered the following de-
cision :

In this case I granted a writ of babeas
corpus for the above ed Ah Mook and
Chock Hui, on the allegationsin &
presented by one that the Me
named persons were 8etained by the Mar-
shal in the Oahu prison unlawfully, under
an slleged conviction for gaming.

The priséders were brought béfore me
and a retufn was filed by the ‘Marshal
averring that the prisoners were lawfully
in his custody by virtue of a judgment of
the Police Court of Honolulu, dated the
18th of March last, adjudging the prisoners
togethér with ope Lu Chay, guilty ;l;io»
lating section 5, chapter41, of the Session
Laws of 1886, and of the mittimus issued
thereunder. This.return was traversed.

It appears from the records that the
prisoners and two other persons were
charged before the Police Court with
“gaming at chee fa at Honolulu on the
14th instant,’’ and that after a motion to
dismiss the complaint was made by coun-
sel on behalf of the said prisoners, and one
of the other parties charged, a nolle pros.
having been entered against the fourth
man, on the ground that there was no evi-
dence to support the charge of gaming,
and which motion was overruled; the
Magistrate convicted the prisoners of vio-

| lating ‘section’ 5 €bapter4l, Laws of 1836,
| and sentenced them to pay a fine of $75

and costs. g

The prisoners were arrested in default of
payment of the fine,

I am of opinion that the conviction is
illegal. 'The defendants were not charged
under the Law of 1886, which provides a
punishment against persons having in
their possession unlawfully any * = #
ticket used or which can be used at any
lottery. * * *

This is a separate and distinet Act from
the chapter in the Penal Code relating te
gaming, and which offense is therein de-
fined.

The prisoners were mot guilty of the
offense with which they were charged, and
should have been dismissed.

They might then have been re-charged
with the proper offense, to which they
could have made their defense, if any they
had.

From the manner in which the case was
decided they were deprived of their legal
right to make a defense, and the conviction
thus being void they must be discharged,

and it is so ordered.

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f A NILE EXCURSION.

MINISTER COX DESCRIBES SOME IN-
TERESTING EXPERIENCES.

The Inhabitants of the Valley of the
Great River — Railroad Trip — The
Anclent One-Handled Plough—A Flague
of Files—The Buffalo.

The railroad trip to Asyoot is not to be
forgotten. We had been in Egypt before,
but never beyond Cairo, or the pyramids
of Ghiza, so that the scenes on the railroad
travel were novel, diverting and interest-
ing. Having an apartment or carriage to
ourselves, we placed our portmanteaus on
the seat and mounted thereon asa vant-
age sitnation, and for eight hours, from 9
a. m. till evening, we gazed out of the
windows at the strangeness of the pano-
rama, with its constantly changing colors
and forms. Remember, it is winter—
mid-February. The grain harvest is
nearly ripe. The cotton is picked; only a
few bolls remain in the flelds. The sugar
cane is belng cut and carried on donkey,
camels and cars to the sugar factories.
The long stalks are seen everywhere. The
little big-bellied Arab boys, in utter nak-
edness, are grinding the succulent, sac-
charine stalks between their glisteniog
upper and nether teeth. Every one on the
route has a long sugar-cane, carrying one
end in the mouth. The flies are settling
thick around the juicy orifices. The airis
pregnant with the expression of the cane.
The sugar factories are at work. The
fumes not only add their fragrance, but
the long iron chimneys give their pecu-
liar business look to the landscape.

THE PEOPLE OF THE NILE.

There were other peculiarities for which
the car was a point of observation. Not
the costumes of the people, for they
seemed upiformly of a dark or blue bour
nous. The sexes are hardly distinguish-
able from each other, except by the
mustache, beard or turban. There is
much nakedness, or nearly so. After an
eager glance towerds the pyramids of
Sakarrah, near old Memphis, the multi-
tudinous mud huts and villages appear.
Palms in abundance everywhere plume
themselves in their stately beauty. The
soil is being ploughed in places for the
new crop. The people are said to bein-
dustrious, but everywhere we see them
sitting under walls, in the shade, and
covered with flies—eyes, ears, face, hands,
feet covered with flies. The animal life
seems to move as slowly as if it had ages
to do a lifetime of work. The buffalo is
very unlite our almost obsolete big-
headed species. It is seen in the flelds
ploughing with the old one-handled
plough of the time of Setis, or turniug the
water-wheel. At a distance, and especi-
ally when cooling in the water, it looks
like a pachyderm. In fact, its brown-
black tough hide, ungainly form and hide-
ous face, to which the horn gives a sinister
expression, make him an object of curious
interest. Here and there we ohserve
shepherds, generally children with shep-
herd dogs. Some are Bedouins, with tents
of camel-hair, black and dirty. They have
flocks of sheep and goats, and often m xed
flocks. There are generally a donkey and
a yellow dog and plenty of naked children.
Yellow and white flowers are already be-
decking the meadows.

At various times on the railroad we ob
tained glimpses of the white and yellow
stands; and the peculiar masts of the da-
habiehs at an odd angle, with their still
more gquaint sails. Ridges and plains of
sands soon give way to villages, which
are the sign amd sightof palm groves.
On both sides of the wvallsy of the Nile
lone, arid and tawny mountains appear.
They are pictures not unlike the desert of
Moab—out of whose wilderness the Bap-
tist came. They are the shaggy barriers
of the fruitful valley. For such fences as
are needed to separate the flelds, the
cane, interwoven, makes a tolerabls pre-
text of protection. It would not tarn a
“resolute” rabbit. Everywhere are seen
stakes, indicating metes and bounds and
proprietorship, which have to be re..ewed
when the Nile flood disappears., Old well
sweeps are seen, such as were common in
Ohio in my boyhood. They lift the . ater
out of the soft soil to the surface. 'The
bottom of the well is, of course, on a level
with the river, and, as I said, the river is
everything to Egypt. It is now quite low;
still, the fields have ponds in them; but
the pond water does not seem stagnant.
Indeed the people use the water for
every purpose—cooking, washing, bath
ing, etc.

A PLAGUE OF FLIES.

After the buffalo, for number and util-
ity, come the donkey and camel. 1 had
no idea that the donkey was such a “daisy”
in Egypt. Bridlvciess and saddleless, he
will amble gaily with a family on his ver
tebrz. He is as patient and as meek as if
his burden were nothing. Sometimes you
do not see his legs and only parts of his
ears when he isloaded down with sugar
cane or grasses. 1 send you with this a
picture of him—loaded—with only his ears
protruding. The camel looks as wusual,
“sinful,” and moves in a mysterious way,
as if he grudged every time he lifted his

‘foot.

If Ishonid be called on to name the
most vital element of Egyyt it would not
be the buffalo, donkey, camel, osirich or
man. It would be the flies. It was win
ter, but they were as plentiful as in the
time of summer or of the plagues. In the
eighth chapter of Exocus it is said that
the Lord “did according to the word of
Moses, and he removed the swarms of flies
from Pharaoh, from his servants, and
from his people; there remained not one.”
What a relief] “Not one.” That waa
near 4,000 years ago. They have accumu-
lated since enormously. The infantile
death rate is due mostly to flies. On the
vessel or in the mud-hut, in temple or
town—fliea | ¥rom Thinite, first dynasty,
2700 B. C., to the time of the present cour-
teous and unselfish khedive—flies! The
ban, Bubastile, Salte, Ethiopian, Mace
donian, Greek, Loman and Mahometan
dynasties — flies! ¥rom the tinniest
buzzer to the biggest blue-bottle
