Good Results at
Genoa Expected

British Premier Meets 500
Newspaper Correspondents
And Answers the Questions
Put Freely

(ASSOCIATED TRESS)

GENOA, April 21 Facing 500 news-
papermen, representatives of the press
from nearly every country, David
Lloyd George, the British premier, an-

swering questions, announced that the
Germans have accepted the allies con-
ditions concerning the Russo-Germa-

treaty and predicted that the Russian
reply to the allied proposal would per-
mit of further hopeful negotiations.
He expressed his unshakable convic-
tion that the conference will yet prove

success. He expressed confidence
that it will accept a treaty whereby
all European countries will refrain
from aggression and said that without
such a pact the conference would
prove a failure.

Lloyd George got the correspond-
ents in the Royal Palace. Entering,
he removed his overcoat and stroked
his white hair wearily. "I have come
not to make a speech but rather to
answer your questions," he said, "to
clear up misunderstandings.

Lloyd George answered the ques-ion- s

put to him promptly and posi-ivel-

Replying to questions from
neutral correspondents, he said that
he considered informal conferences a
ieeessity and said they had been used
successfully at the conference for the
imitation of armaments at ashing- -

ton. i

The British premier declared that
Russia and Germany should be admit
ted to the league of nations and said
that without them the league would
prove impotent.

He departed amid an ovation, say
ing as he left: "When you have other
questions that you want to ask, let
me know.

Hundreds Killed and

Thousands Injured
By Monaslir Blast

BELGRADE, April 20 -- Four hun-

dred carloads of high explosives went
off about noon Tuesday at Motnstir
railroad station, killing hundreds and
wounding thousands of persons and
destroying the heart of the city. Half
of the population of Monastir was
rendered homeless.

their homes burn I' mm a distance.

Telegraph communication was cut
off and refugees coming to Belgrade
brought the first authentic news of
the disaster.

Humane Week Will be

Observed Beginning'

On Monday Next

Next week will be "Humane Week"
in Hawaii net. In Honolulu its obser-
vance is being urged by the Hawaiian
Humane Society and on this Island
by the Humane Department of the

'Maui Woman's Club. It has grown to
be of annual observance here as it has
on the mainland and Governor Far-ringto- n

has lent his support to it on
behalf of the Territory by the issu-
ance of the following proclamation:

"Whereas, there, are uniortunalely,
conditions throughout the World that
demand constant attention by humane
agencies, and

"Whereas, it highly desirable that
the people of Hawaii continue to de-

vote a part of their attention looking
to a betterment of such conditions; to
a more humane treatment ol children
and dumb animals, and,

"Whereas, the splendid work now
performed by the Hawaiian Humane
Society, in attempting to ameliorate
such conditions as they obtain in o ir
Territory, can be greatly benefited by
the cooperation and assistance of all
the people:

"Now therefore, I, W. R. Farrington,
governor of Hawaii by authority vest-
ed in me do hereby proclaim the week
of April 24th to 30th, 1922, as Humane
Week and urge that the week be ob-

served in such manner,as will benefit
the worthy cause for which it is set
aside.

"In witness whereon. I' have here
unto set my hand and caused the great
seal of the Territory to be utnxeii.

It will be the purpose during the

week to bring home the desirability
of more kindly treatment for animals
and birds, especially In the schools
and teachers will be asked lessons on
the subject to the children of their
classes.

The Humane Department of the
Woman's Club has offered prizes for
posters drawn by school children and
such posters are to be turnad in to
Maui Book Store on or before Friday
next, the last day being Apirl 2S.

That there is need of attention to
the subject of humane treatment for
animals is evidenced by the following
article from a Honolulu paper, the
event recorded having occurred early
In March.

"An unhappy trip from Lahaina,
Maui, was experienced yesterday by
12 chickens which were found al-

most dead In two boxes at the wharf
by Otfo Ludloff, agent of the Hu-
mane society. One small box appear-
ed to be airtight and had five chickens
crammed into it. The other contained
seven chickens and had only one small
crack for air.

"The chickens had been packed and
shipped by a Japanese in Lahaina in
such a way that freight clerks did not
know that the boxes contained living
creatures. The chickens were nearly
smothered to death but finally revived
when given air. The Humane society
is making an investigation and will
probably make an arrest.

"F. H. Hons of the Inter-Islan- d Co.,
is cooperating with the society In Its
efforts to prevent cruelty to animals
on ships and is notifying all freight
clerks of the Inter-Islan- to carefully
inspect freight and prevent the ship-
ment of animals under inhumane

s will admit that they are inherently cruel ami take

delight in causing suffe rings to others or to helpless annuals and
birds. Hut then1 are many who are careless or thoughtless audi
it is the purpose of humane week to reach some of such persons to;
make them care a little and to think somewhat of weak and help-

less children and of birds and animals. One may shower care audi
attention on a pet animal anl yet thoughtlessly make a shipment of
fowls or animals in such a way that the birds or beasts suffer for
hours, perhaps for days. A man who Mould light if some one kick-

ed his dog may maltreat a horse or a mule. In one instance he cares,
in the other he is careless even to brutality.

Often it is said that there is not the need of humane societies
now that there was a few years ago when the horse was as common
on the streets and roads as is the automobile today. It is true there
are fewer horses overworked and underfed, overloaded and beaten
and abused now than formerly since there arc fewer used, but this
fact docs not eliminate the need of humane workers and societies,
now they may turn their efforts into other lines of endeavor and
in other directions. In Hawaii this has resulted in efforts to amelior-
ate the conditions that have surrounded the shipment of cattle,
swine and fowls.

In the schools lies a fertile field for work. The doctrine of
kindness to the weak and helpless instilled there will bear fruits
later, lie who is kind to animals is generally kind to children as
well and he who lets fondness for little folk well up in his heart
has a more kindly feeling for all humanity, for the weak and the
helpless he may meet. So it is that humaneness directed first

dumb creatures grows into kindness and care for all humanity.
But it is not only 1o ameliorating the condition of dumb animals

that humane work is directed. Most important of its endeavors is
the relieving of children from pain and suffering, ameliorating ill
conditions, surrounding them with better, improving the moral at-

mosphere in which they live and breath. The writer has seen the
picture of a child twisted and crooked and a later photograph which
shows him strong and straight. This Mas accomplished through the
assistance of the Humane Department of the Woman's Club here.

The coming week is a time for each to pause and think, to do
an occasional kindness to sonic dumb creature or little child. Such
a start may bring habit for one Mill be surprised at how much
happiness he can bring to himself, how much satisfaction will come
to him even from occasional acts of such nature.

THE CURFEW LAW

Approaches have been made to Sheriff dwell asking a strict
enforcement of the Curfew Law on Maui such as has been under-
taken in Honolulu and has been urged at Hilo. The subject has
been brought up before the Maui Woman's Club and is under con-
sideration of the Humane Department of that organization. Chiefly
complaints as to children being out late into the evenings have come
from Wailuku, which is natural as there are more crowded housing
conditions and more to attract the attention of the youngsters. Maui
News is told by a member of the Humane Department that there
is little complaint heard and little cause for complaint in the vicinity
of the plantations or the canneries. As a matter of fact the main
cause of criticism of conditions has been found on Market street
Wailuku.

Attendance at picture shows is not objected to by those back
of the movement so much as the gathering of children outside the
picture houses, of those who have not the price of admission but
linger eagerly just outside, night after night. They may go in once
a week, perhaps, but they have not the money for nightly attendance
yet still are attracted to the doors, whence they wander back and
forth through the streets.

Man is a gregarious animal and he is only a child of a larger
growth. Just how young the "gang spirit" starts it is hard to
tell, but when very young there appears the inclination to "follow
the crowd" that is seldom ever outgrown, to "go where they all
go." Tho Boy Scouts and the Girl Scouts have taken advantage of
gregariousness, the "gang spirit" and have made and are making
it a source of benefit and usefulness instead of harm as it formerly
was. Each troop is only a "gang" with activities directed rightly
instead of wrongly in social instead of unsocial directions.

It is probable that much of the street wandering of children
at night as well as by day comes from unattractiveness of the homes,
the greater attractiveness of other places. That is an old, old prob-
lem in the towns as well as in the cities. A curfew law mav send
such children reluctantly scampering homeward and to bed, but they'
go under the compulsion of the law. It is the parents, more than!
the children, who should be blamed for the conditions that exist
and they may not have the knowledge or ability to keep their off-- !
spring with them. It is with tho parents then, that the law en-- !
forcement suggested should have the most influence. If they had to
accompany a child to court once or twice to explain, to leave work
or business to do so, they Mould likely see that the child was at
home evenings thereafter. In that May law enforcement would be!
beneficial.

Lack of attractiveness at home is shown by the number of chil-
dren who visit the Library reading room evenings and stay till clos-
ing time. Occasionally some of iheni are so wearied that they go!
to sleep over a book or magazine and have to be awakened and'sent
homo. If they are to be out they coidd hardly be hi a better place.
They have merely sought surroundings that please them and they
indulge their sense of pleasure at the cost of health and growth and
strength in later life.

In most instances there is nothing wrong in youngsters seeking
the streets. Here in Hawaii perpetual summer leads to the tendency
of spending as much time as possible out of doors. But it must
be admitted that street life, away from restraining and governing
influences is not good for the young. They are more apt to fall in
with evil associations there than elsewhere. Yet the problem is to
make the children see this and to exercise restraint where necessary
in time. To that end, it may be enforcement of the Curfew Law
that is needed.
