It
is a question that undoubtedly will
have, sooner or later, to com up be-

fore the United States Supreme Court,
for final settlement. Certain officials
of the Department of Justice are un-

derstood to hold to the belief that the
title rests solely with the United States
GbverrinTSrit; arid'ftiaf the Terrltdr'j-ha- s

no right to dispose of public lands.
There are others who contend to the
contrary.

If the Territory's position In this
matter is not sustained by the Supreme
Court, and the matter will, sooner or
later, come up before the Supreme
Court for settlement', it will mean that
all of the public lands that have been
sold in the past by the Territory were
Illegally sold, and that the titles given
by the Territory were void.

To what extent this condition would
apply to the transfer of public land Is
a question. If the Territory has sought
to give a title when changing public
land, such title would also seem to be
null.

Whether the settlement of land for
homesteadlng purposes would be affect-
ed, is problematical. Under a strict
Interpretation of the position of some
Federal attorneys, it might be put un-

der a cloud, but that is a very broad
question and one upon which no legal
opinion were given at the time the oth-
er Issue of Federal title to the public
land of the Islands was considered.

Tho U. S. Government will take an
appeal from U. S. Judge Dole's deci-
sion in the habeas corpus case of

Nakashlma. This case was
decided yesterday afternoon upon very
Interesting grounds. Judge Dole held,
In effect, that the immigration law of
1903 did not apply to allon residents.
This case is about the first of the kind
decided and as tho effect of Judge
Dole's dec.slon is far reaching, it Is
likely that tho United States authori-
ties will contest the case to the higher
courts.

Assistant U. S. District Attorney .

Dunne gave notice this morning to
Judge Dole, in chambers, that an ap-

peal would be taken in this case. The
Department of Justice was notified by
cable yesterday of Judgo Dole's deci-

DE BOLT TURNED DOWN

TIE ATTORNEY GENERAL

REFUSED TO MAKE AN ORDER EXTENDING THE TIME FOR TIIH
GOVERNMENT TO FILE ITS ANSWBR IN THB LAXAI INJUNO-TIO- N

CASE-A- ID THAT 8UPRKMK COURT COULD TAKB THAT.
ACTION A8 HK HAD NO RIGHT TO DO IT.

Judge De Bolt refused this morning
to grant the Territory more time in
which to file its answer to the brief of
plaintiff in the Lanal land injunction
case. Accordng to a recent order of
the court the Attorney General's de-
partment ha until 4 o'clock thte after-
noon In which to flle its answer, but
in view of the existing circumstances
no answer will be filed.

F. W. MUverton of the Attorney Gen-
eral's department argued ,hls morning
for an extension In which to prepare
and flle his answer. Judge Gear' for
McCandless, the plaintiff liij the cane,
contended that it was not necessary
for the court to make any such order
of extension as the case was now be-

fore the Supreme Court. The Attorney
Generals' department had contended a
few days ago that the Circuit Court
had no jurisdiction, and now It came
Into court and took the position that
the court had jurisdiction.

Replying, MUverton said that the
contention of no jurisdiction had been
upon the ground that the court had no
right to vacate Its former order allow-
ing an appeal to the Supreme Court on
Its Interlocutory decree and not In the
present feature of the case.

The court read .the written opinion of
the higher court's ruling yesterday,
denying Gear's motion to dismiss the
appeal. Judge' De Bolt pointed to tho
concluding paragraph of the Supreme
Court's opinion relative to the order
that was desired by the Attorney Gen-
eral's department. This paragraph
was as follows:

Senator Gearin's speech entered into the whole subject discussing

the history of the present treaty, its terms, the causes that led to it

and the conditions that have brought about the present state of feel-

ing. He advances two propositions, one is that the present treaty

does not require that California or any other state, shall admit Japa-jies- e

pupils to its public schools under any other terms than it sees

fit, and second,, that if it did it would not be binding on California or

any other state. v- .- --.

'In support of these two propositions, he quotes extensively from
'tlie treaty itself, and points out the conditions that existed at the
time the treaty was negotiated, especially in reference to the Chinese
nnd the Chinese treaty, then existing, and argues from the phraseology
of the Japanese treaty, as compared with the one then existing with
China under which similar questions as have now arisen, had arisen
with China, that it was clearly not the intention at that time to grant
the Japanese any school rights under the treaty but to leave them en-

tirely to the, state laws and local regulations on the subject.
'As to tlie construction of the treaty, he' quotes quite largely from

court decisions, and concludes on this point:
"The whole contention that is set up here of rights in the Japanese

residents of San Francisco which arc superior to the State's rights and
can be asserted as against that school board carrying out the State
law, is all sham. It has nothing to rest upon, and this government
might decline to go into any discussion with the Japanese representa-
tive upon the subject at all, if it chose to do so.

"But, 'Mr. President, that would not be a courteous way to treat a

friendly nation. That is why I have introduced this resolution. Japan
is a friendly nation, and we are upon terms of intimate friendship with
her."

Xlie Bering Sea
Tribunal, wnich sat in l'aria in 1803, and
wfaieh decided against the claims of the
United Mate to exclusive jurisdiction in
the waters of 1 Serine Sea and to a prop-
erty right in the fur seals when outside
tf the three-mil- e limit, determined iilso
upen certain regulations which the tribu-
nal eeuehlered sufficient for the proper
protection and preservation of the fur
seal in, or habitually resorting
Uerlng The tribunal by its regula-

tions established n close season, from the
1st. of May to the 31st of July, and ed

all killing in the waters within
sixty miles around the 1'iibllov islands.
They also provided that the regulations
wbieh they bad determined upon, with
a view to the protection and preserva-
tion of the seals, should be submitted
every live years to new examination, so ns
to enable both interested Governments
to consider whether, in the light of past
experience, there waa occasion for any
modification, thereof.

The regulations have proved plainly
inadequate to accomplish the object of
protection and preservation of the fur
seals, and for a long time this Govern-
ment has been trying in vain to secure
from Great Britain such revision and mo-

dification of the regulations as were con-

templated and provided for by the award
of the tribunal of l'aria.

The process of destruction has been
accelerated during recent years by the
appearnce of a number of Japanese ves-

sels engaged In pelagic sealing. As these
vessels have not been bound even by the
inadequate limitations proscribed by the
tribunal of Paris, they have paid no at-

tention either to the close season or to
the sixty-mi- le limit imposed upon the
Canadians, and lruvc prosecuted their
work up to the very islands themselves.
On July lGth and 17th the crews from
several Japanese vessels made raids upon
the island of St. Paul, and before they
were beaten oil by the very meager and
insufficiently armed guard, they succeed-
ed in killing several hundred seals and
carrying off the skins of most of them.
Nearly all the seals killed were females
and the work was done with frightful
barbarity. Many of the seals appear to
have been skinned alive and many were
found half skinned and still alive. The
raids were repelled only by the use of
firearms, and five of the raiders were kill-

ed, two were wounded, and twelve cap-

tured, including the two wounded. Those
captured have since been tried and sen-

tenced to imprisonment An attack of
this kind bad been wholly unlocked for,
but such provision of vessels, arms and
ammunition will now be made that it re-

petition will not bo found profitable.
Suitable representations regarding the

Incident have been made ,to too Govern-
ment of Japan, and we are assured that
all practicable measures will be taken
by that country to prevent any recur-
rence of the outrage. On our pnrr, the
guard on the inland will be increased and
better equipped and organized, and a hat-

ter revenue-cutt- er patrol service about
the islands will, be established ; next sea-

son n United States war vessel will also
be sent there.

We have not stopped our efforts to se-

cure an agreement with Great Britain
for adequate protection of the seal herd,
and negotiations with Japan for the same
purpose are in progress.

' The laws for the protection of the
seals within the Jurisdiction of the Unit-

ed States need revision and amendment.

1,'mlor
the guidance of ituasia I be arrangement
of the preliminaries for such a confer-
ence has been progressing during the past
year. Progress has necessarily lcn slow,
owing to the great number of countries
to be consulted upon every question that
has arisen. It la a matter of satisfac-
tion that all of tlie American republics
have now, for the first time, been invited
to Join in the proitosed conference.

The close connections lietween the sub-

jects to be taken up by the Ited Cross
conference, held at Geneva Inst summer,
and the subjects which naturally would
come before The Hague conference, made
it apparent that it was desirable to lrave

the work of the lied Cross conference
completed and considered by the different
powers before the meeting of The Hague.
The Ued Cross Conference ended its la-

bors on the Oth day of July, and thu
revised and amended convention, which
was signed by the American delegates,
will be promptly laid before the senate.

By the special and highly appreciated
courtesy of the governments of Itussia
and the Netherlands, a proposal to call
The Hague Conference together at a time
which would coullict with the conference
of tire American republics at Bio de Ja-

neiro in August was laid aside. No oth-

er date has yet been suggested. A tenta-

tive programme for the couference has
leen propsed by the Government of Bus-si- s,

and the subjects which it enumerates
are undergoing careful examination and
consideration in preparation for the con-

ference.
PEACK AND BIGIITKOUSNKSS.
It must ever be kept in mind that war

is not merely Justifiable, but imperative,

uion honorable men, uion an honorable
nation, where peace can only be obtained
by the sacrifice of conscientious convic-

tion or of national welfare. Peace Js

normally a great good, and normally it
coincides with righteousness, but it is
righteousness nnd not peace which should

bind the conscience of n nation as it
should bind the conscience of an indivi-

dual ; and neither a nation nor un indivi-

dual can surrender conscience to unothcr's
keeping. Neither can a nation, which is

an entity, and which docs not die as in-

dividuals die, refrain from taking thought

for tiro interest of the generations that
are to ..onie, no less than for the interest
of the generation of to-d- ; and no pub-

lic men have a right, whether from
shortsightedness, from selfish indiffer-

ence or from sentimentally, to sacrifice

national interests which arc vital in char-

acter. A just war is in the long run far
better for a nation's soul than the most

piosperous peace obtained by acquiesc-

ence in wrong or injustice. Moreover,

though it is criminal for nation not to

prepare for war, so that it may escape

the dreadful consequences or being de-

feated in war, yet It must always bo rc
membercd that even to be defeated in
war may be far better than not to have

fought at all. As has been well and fine-

ly said, u beaten nation is not necossari-l- y

u disgraced nation; but the nation or

man is disgraced if the obligation to do-fe-

right ia shirked.
Wc should as u nation do everything

in our power' for the cause o honorable

peace. It is morally as indefensible for

a nation to commit a wrong upon another
nation, strong or weak, as for uu indivi-

dual thus to wrong his fellows. c

should do all in our power to hasten

the day when there shall' be peace uuioug

the nations n peace based upon justice

and not upon cowardly submission to
wrong. We can accomplish a good deal

in this direction, but we cannot accofu-plii- li

everything, and the penalty o at-

tempting to do too much would almost
inevitably be to do worse than nothing;
for it must bo remembered that fan-

tastic extremists (ire not in realty leadurs
of the causes which they espouse, but
are ordinarily thoso who do most to ham
per the real Ladora of the cause and to
damage the cause itself. As yet there Is

no likelihood of establishing any kind of
international power of whatever sort
which can effectively check wrongdoing,
and In these circumstances it would be
both a foolish and an evil thing for a
great and free nation to deprivo 'itself of
the power to protect Us own rights and
even in exceptional cases to stand up for
tha rights of others. Nothing would
more promote iniquity, nothing would
further defer the reign upon earth of
peace and rlghteousnoss, than for the
free and enlightened peoples which,
though with much stumbling and many
shortcomings, nevertheless strive toward
justice, deliberately to render themselves
powerless whilo leaving every despotism
and barbarism armed and able to work
their wicked will. The clrunco for the
settlement of disputes peacefully, by ar-

bitration, now depends mainly upon the
possession by the nations that mean to
do right of sufficient armed strength to
inako their purpose effective.

QUOTES JUDGE TAFT.
"The opportunity frofly nnd publicly

to criticize judicial action is of vnatly
more importance to the Inidy politic than
the Immunity of courts nnd judges from
unjust aspersions nnd nttncK. Nothing
tends more to render judges careful in
their decisions nnd anxiously solicitous to
do exact justice Ihnn tho consciousness
that every act of theirs is to be sunjocted
to the intelligent scrutiny nnd candid cri-
ticism of their I'ellow-mcn- . Suclr criti-
cism is beneficial in proportion as it is
fair, dispassionate, (liscrinnmtinc and
based on a knowledge of sound legal prin-
ciples. The comments made by learned
text writers and by the ncuto editors of
the various law reviews upon judicial de-

cisions are therefore highly useful. Such
critics constitute more or less impartial
tribunals of professional opinion before
which each judgment is made to stand
or fall on its merits, nnd thus exert a
strong influence to secure uniformity of
decision. But criticism
also is by no means without its uses, even
if accompanied, as it often is, by a dircc-attac- k

upon the judicial fairness and mo-
tives of the occupants of the bcnclr; for
if the law is but tho essence of common
sense, the protest of many nverngc man
may evidence a defect in n judicial con-
clusion, tho based on tho nicest legal
reasoning nnd profounded learning. The
two important elements of moral charac-
ter in n judge nre nn earnest desire to
reach a just conclusion and courage to
enforce it. In so far ns fear of public
comment does not affect the courage of a
judge, but only spurs him on to search
his conscience nnd to reacli the result
which approves itself to his inmost heart,
such comment serves n useful purpose.
There nre few men, whether they nro
judges for life or for a shorter term, who
do not prefer to earn and hold the res-
pect of nil, and who cannot lie reached
and made to pause and deliberate by hos

THert is one consideration which

In such event tho people will
turn to, and tend to accept as justifia-
ble, tho intemperate and improper cri-

ticism uttered by unworthy ngitntors
Surely it is n misfortune to leave to
such critics n function, right in itself,
which they nro certain to abuse. Just
and temperate criticism, when necessary,
is a safeguard against the acceptance by
tlie people as a whole of that intemper-
ate antagonism toward the judiciary
which must bo combated by every right-thinki-

man, and which, if it became
widespread among the people nt large,
would constituto a dire incnnc to the re-

public.

THE ALGECIBAS CONVENTION.
The Algeciras convention, which was

signed by the United States as well as
by most of the powers of Europe, su-

persedes the previous convention of 1880,
which was also signed both by the United
States and a majority of the European
powers. This treaty confers upon us
equal commercial rights with all Euro-cpa- n

countries and docs not entail n
single obligation of any kind upon us,
and I carnectly hopo it may be speedily
ratified. To refuse to ratify it would

first one reached was but a spur off
of the main one. The second flow
was still active at the tlmo of my
visit.

"in returning I sa"W that the spur
was considerably cooled and so Instead
of going around it I started across
made my way safely over it, several
hundred feet but it grew so warm at
times I wished that I had not under
taken It. However 3. did not suffer
much Inconvenience.

"So far as could bo learned no one
as yet has located the source of the
flow but by night and by day it ap
pears to be about two-thir- of the dis-
tance from the sea to the summit of
Mauna Loa. The smoke about the
mountain howover makes It extremely
difficult to determine anything regard-th- e

source. A party under the leader-
ship of McDougall Is now endeavor-
ing to roach the source, according to
reports at Kawalhao.

"I visited Kllauea and Halemaumau
on last Saturday and found that there
was a slight disturbance In the orator
of Halemaumau. The floor of the
crater waB covered with solid cold lava
with the exception of ono part which
was red hot. Surveyor Baldwin told
me that from surveys he had found
that one side of the crater was C02

and the other D9S feet below the floor
of KHauoa

"I left the crater on Saturday after
noon and returned Monday, Tho cra
ter was then very active and has con-
tinued so since. I was told that on
Sunday afternoon the activity had
commenced and it was certainly ac-

tive when I saw it.

died yesterday at his home, 160S

Bai street.
Dr. Klttredge was born January 6,

1S33, at Nashua, N. H. He was a
graduate of Yale. Wheji quite a youfcg
man he settled In the Hawaiian Islands
where he remained for about fifteen
years, and where several of his chil-
dren were born.

He removed to Santa 'Barbara about
twenty years ago. After a resldonce
here of about ten years, the family
made Berkeley their home, for about
eight years. After a short visit In
Massachusetts, Dr. Klttredge returned
to Santa Barbara a year ugo, and had
been here since that time. He had
enjoyed good health all of his life, and
was ill but a few days before his
death.

Mrs. Klttredge and four children
survive him. The children alio Mrs.
C. H. Cronlee of this city; Mrs. Aus-
tin P. Nichols of Haverhill, Mass., Mrs.
Charles A. Peters of Moscow, Idaho,
and Dr. Maurice Klttredge of Berke-
ley.

VENTURA SIGHTED

MANNING ALUN E

REVENUE CUTTER HAD NOT

FOUND DISABLED SCHOONER

OCEANIC BOAT 7 DAYS RU"N.

Tho O. S. S. Ventura, Captain Hay-war- d,

nrlvlng from San' Francisco
about 10 o'clock this morning, sighted
the United States Revenue Cutter
Manning, Capt. Joynes, at 1:30 o'clock
this morning about 63 miles out, the
cutter cruising under a slow bell. It
was not known aboard the Ventura
thnt the Manning Was out searching
for the little island schooner LUka
and her Captain Mokl and seven men,
reported disabled and 62 miles out at
noon of Wednesday lail: by the S."'S.
Coptic which arlved here in the eve'n- -
ing of that day. Tho Manning was
alone when sighted by the Ventura.
There was no sign of a tow. She was
apparently on the lookout for some-
thing.

The Ventura was none too quick
coming down, occupying 7 days and 49

minutes from San Francisco, delayed
by a contribution ot trouble from tha
flroroom and tho elements. She takes
aboard 900 tons of coal here and pro-
ceeds on the vaoyge to Pago Pago,
Auckland and Sydney at midnight.
She brought 91 passengers for Hono
lulu and carries 64 through to the Colo-
nies. There are 45 tons of freight (no
potatoes) for Honolulu and 2,090 for
the south. She sailed from San Fran
cisco last Saturday, January 19, at 8.19
a. m.

PALOLO VALLEY

FULLDF SMOKE
