Like Snell and Ellison, Millar
says he doesn't think people of
different' races should mix.
"Blacks are better served by liv­
ing separately," he said.

Millar also said he firmly sup­
ports the right to bear arms, and
thinks some government agen­
cies - the FBI, CIA, and the Bu­
reau of Alcohol, Tobacco and
Firearms - have become too intru­
sive.

He said Elohim City has only a
limited number of weapons, but
would defend itself if the govern­
ment came onto the iand to com­
mit criminal acts. He said he would
cooperate if investigators wanted
to look around - provided they
had a search warrant.

"If he phoned here, no one has
any knowledge oftalking to him,"
Millar said of McVeigh, adding
that he doesn't think McVeigh
ever attended the church's daily
services.

McVeigh and his friend Terry
Nichols have been charged in the
bombing.

"I am not in favor of terrorist
acts or acts ofviolence against the
government," Millar told a group
of reporters. "I would never en­
courage or assist in this type of
operation."

Adair County District Attorney
Diane Baker Harrold said her of­
fice has had no trouble from
Elohim City, and doesn't expect
any, since the group has been there
for 22 years.

The Rev. Robert Millar added,

though, that "agencies of the fed­
eral government, or small depart­
ments of agencies, do behave in
an illegal and extreme manner at
times," and said it is the responsi­
bility ofpatriots and Christians to
"resist and stand out against" ille­
gal actions.

The Elohim City community,
which includes several houses, a
one-room schoolhouse and a ca­
thedral with a domed roof, has
largely kept to itself since the
early 1970s. The 100-acre (40­
hectare) complex is nestled among
black oaks and pines, seven miles
(11 kilometers) down a winding
dirt road.

It was inundated with journal­
ists, however, following reports
that McVeigh had twice called
the community in the two weeks
prior to the April 19 bombing of
the Oklahoma City federal build­
ing, which killed 167 people.

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School guard
nabbed over
dope-stuffed
paper pinata

NEW YORK (AP) - A Manhattan
school guard administrator was ar­
rested Wednesday after accepting
delivery of a paper-mache pinata
that was stuffed with 30 pounds (14
kilograms)of marijuana,policesaid.

Ronald Roberts, 45, received the
bright red, airplane-shaped pinata
while working at a school office at
P.S. 64 on the Lower East Side,
authorities said. Officials were out­
raged that a guard hired to shield
students from crime was using the
school grounds as a pickup pointfor
smuggled drugs.

After his arrest, the bearded Rob­
erts was led to a police van from the
9th Precinct, still wearing his blue­
and-white uniform.

Roberts "has apparently failed to
uphold his most basic duty to this
school system. He will never work
in this school system again," said
schools Chancellor Ramon C.
Cortines, announcing that Roberts
had been fired.

"They are supposed to be out
thereprotectingtheschools.To think
that they are involved in narcotics
trafficking is upsetting," said Jo­
seph Gloria, a special agent with the
U.S.Customs Servicein New York.

Customs Service authorities in­
tercepted the boxed package at a
postal facility in Memphis, Tennes­
see where its illegal contents were

. sniffed out by Gringo, a Customs
Service dog.

The 3-foot-long (1-meter)papier­
mache pinata was then repackaged
and sent to Roberts, whose name
was on the address label, with the
delivery made by an undercover
cop posing as a delivery-service
courier,

Roberts had also listed a school
phone number on the package.

The package originated in
Grenada, and police estimated the
street value of the marijuana at $
30,000.

"It appears they made the pinata
around the marijuana," said NYPD
Capt. Edmond Hartnett. "It's not a
work of art." Roberts, of
Harlem, was charged with criminal
possessionofmarijuana, policesaid.
He worked in an administrative po­
sition in the central office of the
Division of School Safety.

In Mexico, brightly colored
papier-mache pinatas are often used
in festivals. The pinatas, typically
shaped toresemble animals, are sus­
pended from a ceiling and children
hit them with sticks to release the
contents, usually candy or small
toys.

This, plus the praise Ninh has

recently received in the United
States for "The Sorrows ofWar,"
sparked Wednesday's negative
review in the newspaper People's
Army (Quan Doi Nhan Dan). "In­
sane Wind" has not been avail­
able to readers inside Vietnam
since 1992, when it was published
in a Vietnamese literary maga­
zine.

It tells the story of a village in
the former South Vietnam before
and after the southern govern­
ment fell to the Communist North
in 1975, but contradicts the offi­
cial line that life was better after­
ward.

The People's Army review
quoted Ninh as writing that at first
the people "lived decently ... pro­
tected by the American soldiers,"
while after the Communist take­
over, "the wealth and abundance
of the good old days during the
U.S. and South Vietnamese re­
gime has gone, and everything
seems to be rotten."

"This part I had to read again
and again to make sure I am not
mistaken," wrote the reviewer,
army writer Diep Minh Truyen.
"I cannot imagine that Bao Ninh
is a Vietnamese. Who asked the
Americans to come and protect a
Vietnamese village half a globe
away from the United States?

"In his short story, the image
of the (North Vietnamese)
people's army has been badly
blackened," Truyen wrote. "Bao
Ninh has really become the open
defender of those who committed
crimes, the former U.S. aggres­
sors. His short story is like a knife
stabbing his fellow combatants
from behind."

Ninh, a war veteran, faced simi­
lar accusations when he described
the sufferings and alienation of
northern soldiers in "The Sorrows
of War." This story of the experi­
ence of one young soldier was
published in 1991 to initial ac­
claim and later harsh criticism.

It was translated and published
in England in 1993 and in the
United States this year. It can be
bought in pirated English editions
inside Vietnam but not in Viet­
namese.

(AP) • Susan Smith is compe­
tent to stand trial even though
she suffers from a mental dis­
l!yility that could have played
a role in the drownings of her
two young sons, a newspaper
reported Thursday.

A recently completed evalu­
ation by the state Department
of Mental Health says Ms.
Smith's disability includes
severe depression, but she is
not insane, unidentified
sources told The (Columbia)
State.

Police say Ms. Smith, 23,
confessed to driving her car
into a lake with her two sons
strapped into their car seats.
Her murder trial begins July
10, and she could get the elec­
tric chair if convicted.

Ms. Smith originally told
investigators that a carjacker
had taken the boys. That
touched off a nationwide
search that ended when she
confessed nine days later.

A verdict of not guilty by
reason of insanity would send
her to a mental hospital until
doctors and a judge found her
sane. A verdict of guilty but
mentally ill would mean she
could be sentenced to life in
prison or death.

Defense attorney David
Bruck says he probably will
pursue a defense that hinges
on her mental state at the time.

On Wednesday, investiga­
tors dredged up painful memo­
ries for residents when they
rolled Ms. Smith's car into
murky lake waters to re-enact

Afterjurors werehustled out of
thecourtroom, prosecutorMarcia
Clark,her voice rising to a shout,
said there was no way the
defendant's self-serving state­
menttopoliceshouldbe admitted
before jurors.

She maintained Yamauchi's
comment was not based on
Simpson's police interview, nor
didheknowat the time that it had
been given.

Defense attorney Johnnie
Cochran Jr., accusing Clark of
being "hysterical"inherresponse,
insisted the prosecution had
opened the door "with a Mack
truck."

"The people have brought this
out and now we think we have a
right to put on Mr. Simpson's
entire statement," he said.

The comment by Yamauchi
came as he was being asked if
he had expectations about
what his DNA tests would
show on evidence, including a
bloody glove found at
Simpson's estate the morning
after the murders.

"Based on what you've
heard in the media before you
did the test in this case, did
you have an expectation what
the outcome of these tests
would be?" prosecutor Rockne
Harmon asked.

After defense objections,
Yamauchi answered, "Yes."

"I heard on the news that
he's got an airtight ali bi, he's
in Chicago and, you know, it's
his ex-wife and this and that,
and he's probably not related
to this thing," Yamauchi tes­
tified.

Thirteen-year-old Christopher
Slinkerofthe United States isoneofthe
diet success stories. He suffered from
severe seizures from the age of 18
months toseven yearsdespite anarray
of medication.

Twoyears ofthedietseemed tostop
his seizures forgood. Nowhecan eat
what he pleases and no longer takes
medication.

"I remember those times like they
werehard formeputting upwith allthe
kids that made fun of me and they'd
shovefood infront of myface. But l'd
just eat my food and go about my
business," Christopher said in a tele­
phone interview. "ButnowIfeel more
confident, andI' mnotafraid ofhaving
any moreseizures."

Several recent studies have con­
firmed theeffectiveness ofthediet. but

ered in survivors' own homes.
"All stroke survivors need

caring, support and education,
but only some need formal re­
habilitation," the panel said.
However, it added that there is
no easy way to tell who will
benefit from intensive therapy;

To be admitted to any reha­
bilitation program, a patient
should be able "to sit supported
for at least one hour and (have)
at least some ability to partici­
pate acti vely ," the panel said. In
addition, it said, candidates for
intense rehabilitation should
"tolerate three or more hours of
activity a day," the panel said.

The U.S. Agency for Health
Care Policy and Research com­
missioned the guidelines in part

Services for stroke survivors

WASHINGTON (AP)· Stroke
survivors fare best when they
are matched with services they
can handle and when their reha­
bilitation is coordinated by a
team of professionals, from phy­
sicians to nurses to therapists, a
11.S. government-backed panel
of experts said Wednesday.

Some 550,000 Americans
suffer strokes each year and
nearly 150,000 are killed by
them. But 3 million have sur­
vived them. Strokes are the
nation's third leading cause of
death and the leading cause of
disability.

The services stroke victims
get vary widely across the coun­
try, and evidence is still scarce
on the effectiveness of rehabili­
tation programs, said the Post­
Stroke Rehabilitation Guideline
Panel. The services range from
rehabilitation in hospitals and
nursing homes to help deliv-

facilitiesdesigned toattractbiotech
companies. Baltimore already is
the home of Johns Hopkins Uni­
versity, a research powerhouse.

Real estate magnate, wife

order, a condition marked by in­
trusive thoughts and irresistible
rituals like hand-washing.

The-study was sponsored by
two pharmaceutical companies
that jointly market the drug in the
United'States,SolvayPharmaceu­
ticals of Marietta, Georgia, and
The Upjohn Co. of Kalamazoo,
Michigan.

After a few days to a few weeks
on the drug, the patients were
shopping less often and spending
less money, starting to payoff
debts andhaving fewerarguments
with their spouses, which had fre­
quently been triggered by the
shopping bills, Black said.

Moreover, "if they had an urge
to shop they could use willpower
to control themselves, whereas
before ... it just wouldn't work,"
Black said.

One man, who had been.basi­
cally living offhis wife's income
while spending nearly all his take­
home pay on clothes, cut his pur­
chases to $ 200 a month from $
800 a month.

Dr.Gary Christenson, an assis­
tailt psychiatry professor at the
University of Minnesota who
wasn't involved with the study,
called it exciting because of the
lack of a standard treatment.

"This is an impressive first
study" that should be followed up,
he said.

Christenson said researchers
now need to compare the effectof
the medication to that of placebo
pills, without the patient knowing
which kind of pill is being used.
That would show whether any ef­
fect of thedrug isbiologicalorjust
a psychological reaction to being
treated.

BETTER DRIVERS
BUCKLE UP

By MALCOLM RITIER
MIAMI BEACH, Florida (AP)
• Obsessive shoppers who risk
bankruptcy to buy things they
don't really want or need can be
helped by a pill already used to
treat other compulsive behaviors,
a preliminary study suggests.

It's the first formal study of
medication for the condition,
w~ich has no standard treatment,
experts say.

Compulsive shopping or buy­
ing.affects approximately 1 per­
cent to 6 percent of the American
population. Truly serious cases
probably appear in less than 1
percent, said psychiatrist Donald
Black.

The problem appears tobe more
common in women, who mostly
buy clothing, shoes and makeup,
than in men, who tend to purchase
electronic gear and clothes, Black
said.

"Most of my patients are think­
ing about buying all the time,"
Black said. "They kind of arrange
their lives around shopping."

But their euphoria in the store is
followed by guilt and disgust
when they think about what
they've done, he said. The urge to
shop can be so powerful that
people go bankrupt or lose their
jo~ because they were too busy
shopping to show up on time, he
said.

Black, an associate professor
of psychiatry atthe University of
Iowa School of Medicine in Iowa
City, presented results of the treat­
ment study Wednesday at the an­
nual meeting of the American
Psychiatric Association.

He found that of the IOcompul­
sive shoppers in the study, nine
cut their shopping at least in half
after they started taking
fluvoxamine twice a day.
