STEAM COMMUNICATION WITH SAN
FRANCISCO.

Now that there hus been opened to us a new
Ml ih way to proepr-rit- y through the treaty of re-

ciprocity th final accompliahmcnt of which we
consider as beyond question ia it not time that we

to consider .me means of regular, peMly,
safe and comfortable communication with the
principal Pacific port of the United States?
When we received the intimation tbat the China
line of steamers would touch her.-- , and when we
vere finally made & port of call for the steamers

of the ban Francisco and Australian lin. we
egan to think that tbe desired frequent and

regular communication wasnn accomplished fact;
and the Hawaiian Goremment, alive to tbe im-

portance of that supposed fact, came promptly
forward and built wharves and warehouse with-
out stint, sufficient to accommodate tbe largest
steamers that plow tbe Pacific. In addition, sto-

rage space was granted for coal, tramways were pro
vided for lading and unlading Cargo, water pri-

vileges were accorded, and every other facility
that could be wished for, free of all charge,
including eren the usual doea for lights and
booys; and at one time a handsome subsidy was
paid from an impoverished public purse to assist
in the enterprise. And what baa been tbe result?

It baa been apparent that the freight between
Man Francisco and Honolulu have been, oa an '

, equal to tbe full spare capacity of the .

, and this too of vessels ranging
up to 19V0 tons measurement ; and compared
with wbic!i the through freights between the
Colonies and San Francisco bare been but a small
item. Not infrequently, in consequence of the
large supply of coal carried through, tbe steamers

'

have been obliged, from want of room, to reject
freight between San Francisco and Honolulu,
from both ports, giviog preference to freight for
tbe terminal port. Then also the preference
given to the steamers by our shippers has driven
from tbe route all bat one of our regular sailing

I

packets, and we nave to trust to chance and out-
side sailing vessels for tbe remainder of our
freighting business. Once, we had a regular line
of well-appoint-

ed packets between tbe two porta,
and we could foretell almost to a certainty
within a very few days as to wh n we could
either send forward our produce or hare our San
Francisco orders filled and receive our mails.
And when business or pleasure prompted ue to
go and come, large and comfortable state-room- s,

clean cabins, and timely notice of tbe day of
sailing were ours. Nor was the average time
consumed on the tastngeaVko bad, after all say
from San Francisco to Honolulu twelve days, and
flltcen the other way. It is true, wc now get
our mails on schedule time or else wc give them
the credit of being snowed in along with tbe
overland mail from England for the Colonies, and
sit down and patiently await their coming. How-

ever, whether on time or not, they are always
managed so as to arrive three or four days after
tbe steamer from Australia has departed for the

meat or of tho health of those who hare made i

tbe voyage. W ben tbe steamer does arrive, Bhe

is in such baste to get off again that our freight
is tumbled out upon the wbaif very unceremo-- n

oualy and all of a heap, tins of crackers, boxes
of glass and bags of flour all receiving that spe-

cies of attention tbat brings to mind the cele-

brated "baggage smashers" of the overland
route. Nor does oar list of grievances end here.
Suppose tbat one of our residents desires to go
to the coast for business or pleasure, and proposes
to take bis wife and family with him. Tbe time-
table Is consulted, and it is thoroughly understood
that on Thursday tbe up steamer will be due. The
agents, who are enterprising and energetic busi-
ness men, bare all their arrangements made in
advance as far as cargo is concerned, and they
propose provided the steamer has any room to
pare to place tbe freight on board as speedily

a possible, and bare no unnecessary detention in
port. But when it comes to booking you for a
passage, tbey shake their beads and will only
promise to do tbe best tbey can for you. Tbe
steamer comes in if it happens to be the fast
one, she is day a bead of time, and if one of tbe
other kind she comes poking along next Sunday
morning, and wants to get away about midnight.
Well, in coses of emergency you can stand a
little night work ; but when you begin to talk
about a state-roo- m, it dwindles down to a choice
between a " shake-dow- n " under tbe saloon table,
tbe corner of a spare boat, or a shelf in the
smokestack. Who cares to travel with bis fam-

ily under these circumstances? A partial remedy

it is true, has suggested itself lately. When the
pilot-bo- at goes off to tbe bteamer from Australia,
it is freighted with offers of a handsome bonus
to tbe captain and mates for the use of their
state-room- s for tbe passage of nine or ten days
to San Francisco, not infrequently a high as
$100 being paid for such privilege. In an emer-

gency, this may be put up with, but as a general
rule it is rather hard, and would require serious
consideration on tbe part of tbose desiring to

travel.
What, in reality, are we getting in return for

all the favors bestowed on these steamers? Does

it not seem, when we come to look at it, as though
" all tbe meat was in their dish and all the bones

in our?'' For as to tbe boasted benefit which

were to accrue to us from the paseeugers in tran-

situ aside from an hour's ride in our environs,
the purchase of a few curios, and fruit, and per-

haps a meal at our hotel they benefit us noth-

ing, for they haTe not tbe time. The ships carry
Coals and stores to last tbem through, and in

tbat line thej literally want nothing of us ; in

fact it would seem as though the steamer people
actually feel that the honor of their brief visits
is a full return for oil the facilities and privileges

we grant them. The fact is tbat the granting of
all those privileges bas bad a tendency to the de-

triment of our working classes, by the saving of
labor in lading and unlading cargo, and has al-

most destroyed the business of our draymen.
Thus, to benefit the steamers which benefit us so

questionably, we bare worked an injury to a
class of our own people who, equally with the
wealthy, have borne their share of tbe burtben
of taxation.

Now tbe question is suggested, can we not
help ourselves in tbis matter? We would hardly
care to go back to Bailing vessel altogether ; but
cannot our planter and shippers combine with
their consignees at San Francisco and organize a

joint stock steamship company of their own?
One safe and fast steamer on the route, a reasel

of say 1400 tons, such as the Costa Pica, with
her ample freight room and splendid cabin accom-

modations would be just the boat. Tbe pas-

sage from San Francisco could be made easily and
comfortably in nine days and tbe passage up
in eleven, giving a monthly communication
with ten days in port for overhauling and
repairs. Tbe shippers being stock-holder- s,

tbis would ensure tbe steamer the bulk of island

freight, and passengers would find inducement in
the certainty afforded of going back and forth
in comfort. Such a boat would not interfere
with one or two soiling vessels in tbe trade, any
more than does tbe Australian line. In regard t
to tbe latter, there is but little doubt that should j

wt b-v-
s a steamer of our own, the ships of thBt

line would still find it convenient to call here on
the voyage, freight or no freight. This being the
case, it is certain tbat many passengers to and
from Australia would stay over here a few weeks,

to the benefit of all parties. Tbe Hawaiian
G would of course readily extend all
tbe favors to a steamship enterprise inaugurated
here that have or may be accorded to the boats
of a foreign line.

The total amount of freight outward from this
port to San Francisco in 1874 was about 11,000
tons, and the inward freight amounted to nearly
a Diuch y 20.KM) in all. This at 6 per
ton is 120,000 paid for freights. The total of
passengers arriving and departing for the year
was (adults) 847, which at $50 each would make
842.350 more, or a grand total for our freight
and passenger traffic of $162,350 per annum at
present, with all tbe probabilities of s lanje in-

crease in tbe future. We have made no calcula-
tion as yet for any subsidy that such an enterprise
might reasonably look for from the American, if
not from tbe Hawaiian Government.

Tbe project here suggested may to some appear
at first glance to be a bold if not a rash one, with
the chances in favor of a loss on those who sbould
undertake it. But, " nothing ventured nothing
gained.'" Purely, with our experience in etearu-shi- p

trade we sbould be able to judge a to the
possibility of making the enterprise a paying oue.
II tbe project could be hopefully and energetically
started, it might result in our having, what we
bo much need, swift, safe and commodious
steamships plying between here and San Fran-
cisco, and not slow and dangerous "tube" like
tbe Mohongo. Then might Honolulu become th- -

terminal port lor two lines of splendid steamers
connecting us, oue with Japan and China, at--

the other vith the ports of New Zealand and
Australia. The great truuble in the former con- -'

nection of the Australian line was the fact of
their transferring their passengers from tplendid,
roomey, ships on the upward route at this port,
to inferior, cramjicd aud unsafe vessel between
here and Sun Francico. The traveling public
very naturally were disgusted with the arrange-
ment, and the route was avoided. Besides, the
freight accomodations were so meagre that ship-
per here had to wait and ascertain if the incom
ing steamer brought freight to fill the connecting
boat, before they were sure of any privilege.
Now if we take the matter of steam communica-
tion with San Francisco into our own bauds,
with proper management all the difficulties and
annoyances obserred in the past can be avoided,
and a new and healthy impulse bo given to busi-
ness and trade in every direction. These sugges-
tions, we opine, are worthy of consideration ;

and wc will add, in conclusion, that if the pro- -

ject of independent steam communication between
these islands and the coast is at all feasible, now
appears to be the timo to make the attempt.

Ann Eliza's Alimony Denied.
The b'rUnd for this month its positiou

tbat Ann Eliza " wa not Brighaui Youug's wife
witbin the meaning of the laws of tbe United States,
or the common law," and quotes aucient legal
authority to " the youngest paper in the Pacific," as
to tbe definition of alimony. The Friend, after some
very sound remarks on the subject, rather archly
concludes by saying " Perhaps we should apologize
for presuming to quote from Blackstone and a Law
Journal, wbeu referring to a newspaper having three
lawyers upon its editorial staff."

j The mail which arrived this week, however, brings
the intelligence that the law of tbe case as laid down
by our venerable contemporary is confirmed, as

' follows :

In the case of Ann Eliza vs. Brigham Young,

application of plantiff for a writ of attachment to
compel payment of tbe $500 per month alimony,
pendente lite, from the time of the commencement of
the suit, nearly two years ago, as awarded by Chief
Justice McKean, a decision was rendered to-d- ay by
Chief Justice Lowe It is quite lengthy and may be
summarized as follows : Iu all cases of divorce the
law was plain, and the authorities overwhelming,
tbat alimony could not be awarded unless a void
marriage was either first admitted by the parties or
r roved. The defecdant had aliezed in his answer
that the marriage ia question was a bigamous and a
polygamous oue, anl the allegations not being denied,
must be taken as true. If such a marriage was
entered into ignomntly by defendant equity will
open its doors for Ler relief, but upon the case as it
stands it is not, in the judgment of tbe Court, ac-
cording to the principle of equity or good conscience
to enforce the payaieut of ad interim alimony. It
appears from the lecord that the alleged marriage
was celebrated in this city, and tbat tbe plaintiff and
defendant both reside iu this city. It cannot, there-
fore, be a difficult or expensive duty for tbe plaintiff
to place upon recoil a confirmation or some expla-
nation of the unexampled anJ extraordinary allega-
tions made, if any just explanation exists; and the
Court holds tbat euch explanation is due to the
common principles of equity and public justice before
proceeding further in the direction sought. It would
be strange, indeed, if upon such a state of facts,

by any rule of pleading or of law, and
unextenuated by any evidence it could be imposed as
a duty upon a court of equity to direct or enforce
payment of alimony aud thus bestow apparent, if
not, indeed, real sanction of the Uw upon a practice
which is hostile to the civilization of tbe age and
which the penal sta'utes of the laud visit with con-
dign punishment.

Missionary DirricuLTtEs in Japan. While Japan
is practically open to the labors of Christian mission-

to Christianity, some of them truly blasphemous in
their character, are prepared and scattered broadcast
through the land. Add to this the tremendous prej-

udice against Christianity excited by the Jesuits,
which this people have inherited, with ever increas-
ing bitterness, during three hundred years, and you
may see something of the need we feel of giving our
jouug men a thorough training for the work."

The Royal School The examination of thi8
Government school took place on Wednesday, June
9th. The buildings were beautifully decorated with
fine pictures of His Majesty, the Queen and the
Prince Regent, in the large school house, and u well
decorated picture in the other building. The spell-

ing match in Mrs. Kinney's department was well
contested, and we congratulate the little fellow who
carried off the prize, a handsome Bible. All the ex-

ercises in this department, considering there are but
two teachers for 120 scholars, passed off remarkably
well. Mr. Mackintosh, Miss Brickwood and Miss
Davis had examinations in reading, Grammar, spell-

ing, (some of the words given out would have
frightened the most enthusiastic in this branch)
Geography, English History, arithmetic and algebra,
in all of which branches thorough teaching was
shown. The rhetorical exercises were all excellont.
We particularly noticed "Hatred," (from the Mer-

chant of Venice) admirably spoken by a small troy;

"The Whiskers," which was well acted by the one
young lady of the school and a very youthful gentle-
man; "The Baron's Inst Banquet," which wc had
thought worn threadbare, so well rendered, it seemed
new; Cassius against Coesar was very fine; the
"Gridiron," surpasses description; "The School
Committee," a laughable piece, where Hawaiian
boys ridicule American "Woman's Rights." The
Kamehameha Hymn closed the exercises. Long live
the Royal School and its pleasant teachers.

Mb. Editor : The last two or three numbeis of
the Islander have reminded me of the nursery
rhymes of my childhood. The dissolving of the
grand array of the best literary talent of the coun-

try placed so conspicuously at the head of the
"leader" column, awakens remembrance of the
" five wise men of Gclbam, who went to sea in a
LOWl. The lcugth uf ibsjgt ctuijr (ihv Quibauilies)
and the briefness of the grand display of names,
were probably due to the same cause i. e., want of
strength. There is, however, a sober aspect to the
otherwise ludicrous matter. The Itlandtr was
started, as it was understood, to take higher ground
upon questions concerning the welfare of society
than either of the other papers was willing to take.
It does not pay to act the part of a reformer in our
community a sad admission to make, and a still
more sad commentary upon the moral condition of
our society. Priest or editor who presumes to act
the part of mentor to this money-seekin- g, pleasure-lovin- g

community will find that he has mistaken the
temper of our people, and unless be is of the stuff
of whieh martyrs arc made, he had better move on
to other fields of usefulness.

I sympathize with the gentlemen who undertook
the publication of the hlander; while to the respon-

sible editor, who may be Tom, Dick, or Harry, I
would say, remain invisible and unknown but at
the same time he vigilant and undaunted, for in
time you may be able to step forth into a community
reformed and purified, when to be known will be to
be honored. " lhe best literary talent of the coun
try made a mistake in allowing itself to be put
before the community eo prominently. The time is

(not ripe for such a movement. The error only
proves that to be learned is not always to be wise.
This raid upon the vices of society may remind
some of the four-and-twe- tailors who sallied forth
to meet the snail but the parallel may not be good

in all its parts. Hope.

Letter from San Francisco.
San Francisco, Cala., May 17, 1875.

To the Editor of the Pacific Commercial Advertiser :
A journey by steamer from Honolulu to San Fran-

cisco contains within itself vast possibilities.
Given, a good vessel, large, swift, commodious and

well found, and the trip may beone of mere pleasure.
On the contrary, the passenger who finds bim-(o- r
her-- ) self cribbed cabined and confined " within the
bulwarks of an insufficient craft, will be very apt to
find fault with every effort that may be made to mit-

igate bis discomforts.
Those who embarked on the Cyphrenet, on the 4tb

of May, at Honolulu, were forewarned as to short
quarters and were, so to speak, forearmed. All
hoped to find some resting place, and when the
whereabouts cf " the cannibles " on board on the
second day out were hunted up, it was ascertained
that they, as it were, permeated the ship. About
every officer attached to the vessel was seeking his
watch below in improvised beds, hammocks slung
from awning posts, and bunks fitted into the bbttom
of beats, etc.

Of course it was two or three days before all hands
ventured on the quarter-dec- k ; but, thanks to Nep-

tune, that event took place while we were still in
" the trades," and with each night's increasing
moonlight were new scenes of jollity, much dancing,
and not a little flirting.

Dinner, the event of each day, was fairly divided
between those who went down to the " first table "
and those who did not. We had, of course, the usual
number of veteran tourists who rmeered at everything
" fresh " and wholesome ; those who kept themselves
to themselves ; and others who " wanted to know,
you know " all about everything.

Meanwhile the sea remained calm ; tbe nights
were lovely; Capt. Wood very sociable; and fioally
we boiled over iuto private theatricals. No one not
on the ship was admitted, but as those that
there mustered --KX) strong, we had a by no means
sssjsaH audience.

Nearing San Francisco all became excited, and all
persisted in staying on tbe quarter-dec- k and bridge
during the whole of the last twelve hours, and in
consequence, got their faces well burned for their
pains. With but few exceptions all went to the
" Occidental," and from this most excellent hotel we
take our departure for " the East."

San Francisco is dirty. It is likewise all up hill,
except when you want to rise, aud then your destina-
tion is almost invariably at the foot of a declivity.

I judge frcm the way that the wind blows here
that it must be a breety place. Jas; now the street
cars bound for the water front are crowding tbe horses
attached to them under the influence of the wind
at a lively rate. Going tbe other way is like work-
ing np to Maui in a schooner with the wind dead
ahead.

Our stay there
was only three days, during which time our decks
swarmed with natives, and gifts of fruit and live

stock were literally showered upon us We reached

EXAMINATION EXERCISES AT MISS BI SOU AM S NATIVE

HAWAIIAN FEM LE SEMINaBT.

On Wednesday the 9th instant, we witnessed the
annual examination of this excelleot native school.
The exercises took place under a spacious marquee,
(constructed we presume out of tbe wings of tbe mis-

sionary .Morning Star,) and erected upon the beau
tiful lawn of the Kawaiahao Seminary grounds; and
the ample spread of canvass shaded a large and
choice assemblage of our most respectable society.

We beheld on the dais of exhibition thirty-on- e Ha-

waiian girls, varying in ages from about five to six-

teen. Their personal appearance was impressive;
giving evidence in their costume of the utmost neat-

ness and cleanliness, and of a superior refined ttste;
and showing forth in their ease of movement and
grace of pose, and in their clear well toned articula-
tion of the English language, most interesting evi-

dence of a very high degree of culture. And if a
critical eye may have discerned some little deficiency
of expression in a few of these young native faces,
such observation only tended to prove to our minds
that this culture must legit- - early, so that its admi-

rable influence may be more thoroughly assimilated
to natures liable to be darkened by an ancestral taint
of degrading ignorance. But we saw faces there
among those pupils, presenting a reflex of enlightened
Christian nurture, that would compare favorably
with the best illustrations of scholastic and social dis-

cipline in the most advauced countries.
The recitations in various branches of an English

education were very fluent and accompaoiri with
much ease of manner. All did well; but if we were
compelled to ait in judgment upon tbe several elasaea
tbai appeared before us, and to give tbe award of a
competitive examination, we should be inclined to
yield it to a junior class, especial in geography. The
little maidens of five to ten answered very correctly
and promptly. But in other branches, ibeir elder
sisters were admirably proficient. Their dialogues
were rendered with a quiet grace, and with a fluent
voice in a natural tone ; aud it was evident that these
incipient amateurs of the mimic art only needed a
little more instruction aud some accessories of scenic
surroundings to be enabled to illustrate with instruct-
ive and entertaining effect the artistic productions of
the most gifted minds.

We were a little startled when exercises in physi-

ology were announced, and especially when we saw
half a docen Hawaiian maidens parade before us a
human skull and a lot of human bones. Their exer-

cises indicated an intelligent and beneficent knowledge
of this most vital branch of education. Their illus-

trations in respect to conditions of atmosphere as
suited to human existence were most simple, and
clear, and admirably executed. Now we presume, it
need not be f. ared, that because Hawaiian girls are
taught the mechanism of the human frame, tbe con-

ditions of respiration most favorable to its we'I being,
and certain fundamental principles of hygiene, that
we are to have an accession to our medical faculty of
native doctressea; not so, but ratber we appreciate,
that Hawaiian girls, as well as those of any other
race, being thus instructed in principles, relating to
their physical well-bein- g, will render this knowledge
an additional preservative of the purity of life, which

they derive from the instruction, training, and disci-

pline of a fostering institution of virtue.
The Calisthenic exercise at the conclusion were a

happy blending of melody and harmonious action
and movement. Tbe deft manipulations of little
palms; the well drilkd play of supple limbs; tbe
marching and countermarching, and varied serpen-
tine evolutions f lines of graceful figures presented
to the gratified sight of the spectators a most charming
kaleidoscope of tasteful, artistic parade, that re-

minded us of fine scenic effects in temples of art
abroad. But we were also reminded here by songs
and hymns of praise to an Almighty God and a
Blessed Bedeemer, that we were in the presence of a
band of Christian girls and in a temple devoted to
religion and a pure elevated life.

This school exercise, may be regarded as a fair illus-

tration of Christian instruction and culture on these
islands: And if Hawaii has mjcb to lament, this
institution, and, Eome others like it, are blessed boons
to a suffering land sufficient to compensate for many
regrettable declines and losses. Hawaiian are now

reduced to a feeble tribe, but if all were as these little
ones, then might tbe isles lift up their beads proudly
among tbe most honored of the earth. As tbe thirty
thousand souls of ancient educated Athens were of

more consequence to the world th n the hundreds of

millions of barbarous Asia; so may these thirty-on- e

cultured Christian native girls be esteemed of far
more consequence to Polynesia and to all Le civilized

world than len thousand times the number of heathen
wahines Who shall dubt our asertion, when con-

trasting such a scene as this, illustrating purity and
refined womanly taste; with tbe desolating horrors of

the abominable hula? Hawaii may be proud of such
girls. They honor tbe land in tbe eye of intelligent
strangers more than many mighty argosies of pro-

duce. They are tie jewels iu which King aud peo-

ple should exult; and which will awaken the pro-found- est

interest in tbe hearts of thinkers and of

generous souls from abroad. It is most noble to labor
in such a blessed cause. They who do so preserve the
hope of a people; and tbey are most potent instru-

mentalities in the hands of Almighty God for tbe re-

demption of a race Then many times honored in

the foremost rauks of philmthropy as well as Chris-

tianity must be such workers; and all of us who have
at heart the welfare of Hawaii owe a great debt of

gratitude to Miss Bingham, and to her most efficient

The Royal Stables of the Emperor of
Austria.

Having procured tickets of admission we pro-
ceeded this morning to the Royal stables, and
were astounded at their dimensions. I stated in
a former letter that these buildings covered ground
about four times as large as Franklin Square.
We found upon entering them that eight times
the space of r ranklin Square would be nearer the
correct figure. The number of blooded horses in
the stalls is 400, and tbey are all, with a few ex-

ceptions, English hones. Here were the Em-

press's riding horses, and the Emperor's riding
and hunting horses, the Empress' ponies, the
Prince Imperial's riding and carriage horses and
ponies; white horses, to the number of over 100
for the royal carriages on state occasions : over
100 brown and sorrel horses for light carriages,
about fifty coal black horses to be used for funer-
als and wben the royal family is in mourning,
and twenty mules, including several pet mules
belonging to the Queen. The number of royal
coachmen is seventy, postilions foity, and 200
grooms for the horses, with about fifty stable
boys and laborers. The Emperor and Empress
are both passionately fond of horses, and can
" talk horse" with the best jockeys in tbe lind.
It la evident that they do not intend this to be
regarded as a one-hors- e" country. There is a
hospital for horses, with a professor and students,
and a large horse apothecary shop among the
buildings.

We were next taken into the carriage loft, and
here were 200 carriages, about ono-thir- d of which

j were immense and ponderous vehicles covered all
over with gilt, some ol them esp'mally tor grand
state occasions, and others for .ily use, all as
bright and beautiful as if just from the factory.
There was also the grand gilt chariot built for
Maria Theresa, the panels of which wcro painted
by Rubens. Then there were the gilded sleighs,
and tbe smaller chariot of the sainted Maria,
with a dozen little pony phaetons, used in their
day by the Emperor and the Empress, and a host
of other great folks wben they were little boys
and girls. There was also in this loft the mourning
beam- - upon which tbe remains of Maximilian
were conveyed to the tomb, and the mourning
carriage in which the Emperor and Empress rode
on that occasion. In another building we were
shown an immense array of gilded harness, hun-
dreds of sets, all ready for use, with the 6uits of
livery to be worn by tbe coachmen and postilions
with each set of harness. Then there were a
vast number of sets of harness for funeral and
mourning occasions, light harness, saddles, etc.,
innumerable. The saddle used by Maximilian
in Mexico was alao shown us, with other matters
pertaining to the horse too numerous to mention.

We also visited, in a large building, the royal
riding school for use in winter, where the boys
and girls of royal blood arc taught to ride on
horseback. It is an immense hall, 240 feet long
by 120 in width, with a canopy box for the Em-

peror and Empress to sit and witness tbe perform-
ance. It has a carefully prepared turf door, and
the walls and ceilings are elegantly ornamented.
This being only for winter use, furnaees are
placed under the floor, with flues for heating it.
Tho whole establishment is almost as elegant as
the palace, and everything clean and inline order.
The horses arc all kept in broad stalls, with cush-
ioned sides to them swinging from a bar. The
main building is about as long as from North
street to Eutaw, and there arc half a dozen im-

mense buildings in the rear. Carriages with the
royal coachmen and postilions can be seen flying
about the city at all hours, and tbe Emperor and
the Empress and the lather ol the tiuperjr ap- -'

pear almost every day, either on the streets or at
the Prater. Vienna Letter of C. C. Fultor.,
editor Baltimore American.

Toytther tbey
watched the beginnings of tyranny, together tbey
planned resistance, together they declared their
independence from Great Bnta-n- . together wkh
their lives and fortunes they uiair.uiiied that de-

claration through the loug war. together they
devised the fabric of government under which the
Republic has grown to ite present proportions,
together they 1 ve long IbmmsJ to build up the
strength, the prosperity and the glory of America.
I nose precious memories oi me puM are secure.

To-da- y, at least, we may recall them. At Lex-

ington, surely, South Carolina may still claim a
place to do honor to the common ea e, of Amer-

ican Liberty and independence. I knew that 1

am commissioned here, to-da- y, to say fbf South
Carolina that she jins with equal gratitude and
reverence with all her sisters of the early dajs in
honoring the nineteenth of April, 1775 ; that she
claims her share in the glory of the be-

gun at Lexington ; that as of old she bade Mas-

sachusetts cheer in the struggle, so now she
unites with her in these patriotic services.

It is not for me, it is not for any one, on this
occasion, to speak of latter events, in which these
two aneieut allies stood face to face as enemies.
Who that has an American heart does not rejoice
that, back of all the reccut bitter struggle, there
lies the gracious heritage of those common labors,
dangers and sacrifices in founding this common
government? Who that looks with a just eye
even on that recent struggle does not now see.
on either side, the same high elements of charac-
ter, the courage, the devotiou to duty, the moral
lineaments of the Adamses and the Hancocks
the CJadsdens and Rutlegcs of a huudrtd years
ago? Who that has faith iu the destiny of Amer-
ica does not tee in the early friendship, ay, and
even in this latter conflict, potency and promise
of that coming Union uuder whose protection
liberty shall forever walk hand in hand with
justice, wherein the North and the South, re-

united in spirit and aims, shall again respond to
every call of patriotic duty in the old tones of
Samuel Adams and Christopiber Gadsden, of
James Otis and John Rutledge? That spirit still
lives, Ukm citizens, in South Carolina. If in
later days she has erred, forgive her, for even
then she dared and suffered with a courage and
patience not unworthy iu its strength of the days
wben Gadsden and Rutledge illustrated her civic
wisdom, and Sumter and Marion ber martial
prowess. M Magnanimity," says Mr. Burke, "is
not seldom the truest wisdom ; and a great em-

pire and little minds go ill together."
Fellow-citizen- s, I offer you, to-da- y, tho frater-

nal, patriotic greetings of South Carolina of all
her people. She marches again, to-da- y, to the
music of that Union which, a hundred years ago,
her wisdom helped to devise und her blood to
cement. There, in that hallowed Union, endeared
and sanctified by so many blessed memories, there,
there she 11 must live or boar uo life." Ob, wel-

come her anew, to-da- y, with honor. Let us,
therefore, build in the hearts of all the people
that imperishable monument, " an indestructible
Union of indestructible States."

Packages Forwarded Eight Miles in Two
Seconds.

On Sunday, February 28tb, the pneumatic
mail system was opened for public use in the city
of Yienna, and for the few days of its working, it
appears to have been eminently satisfactory. By
this method, letters and packages, not exceeding
two ounces in weight, can be sunt from oue cud
of the city to tbe other a distauco of about eight
miles in sometimes less than two secouds, so
that, adding to this tbe time necessary for making
up packages, assorting them and delivering them,
the whole is just about one hour. But this only
covers extreme distances, nnd the managers of
this system in Yienna say thut in a short time
the time between the receipt und delivery will be
greatly reduced. In fact, between stations only
two or three miles distant from each other, such
packages arc even now delivered withiu twenty
minutes alter being deposited. Any postmaster
in this city, or Postmaster-Genera- l, who would
inaugurate wiicii u reform in the local mail ar-
rangements of the metropolis, might achieve im-
mortal lame. As me general post-omce- in Vienna
is also in the building of the general telegraph
office, powerful eteam-engiu- cs are constantly at
work compressing atmospheric air in a mammoth
reservoir, from wbicb the double system of east-iro- n

pipes, laid three feet under the surface of
the streets, are led. Ono system of pipes serves
for carrying packages, aud the other for pushing
them ahead in tbe other direction. At the seven
principal stations, in various parts of the city,
similar engines are kept at work day and night
drawing the air from the pipes and creating a
vacuum in front of the packages, which are thus
more rapidly pushed forward by the expansive
force of the compressed air behind them. The
sixty sub-statio- are connected not only with the
two central offices, but also with each other by
the double system of pipes. The dispatch of
each package is announced by telegraph to tbe
office to which it is sent, and to all interveuing
offices to advise the latter to Btop it on its way.
The pipes arc six inches in diameter, with a per-
fectly smooth polished inner surface, and the
packages are made up iu indiarubber cylinders of
various lengths. The postage on mail matter
must be prepaid at the rate of two kreutzers, one

--cent, for each half ounce or fraction, which is
evidently much cheaper than the two cent postage
for city letters in this country. This is the first
instance of a large city Yienna has about 900,-00- 0

inhabitants giving its people such facilities
of correspondence at moderate cost. Aew York
Mercury.

Draw Poker.
An incident occurred on a recent trip which I

made over the Union Pacific which may be of in-

terest to your readers, as it was at one time of
uncommon interest tome. We were rolling along
between Salt Lake and Omaha when I made my
way into the smoking car to enjoy a cigar. I no-

ticed a group gathered in the center of the car,
and crowding my way up found two men gamb-
ling. One was a well-dresse- d man, but bearing
the general appearance of a black-leg- ; the other
was a veritable miner, just as be came from the
mountains, with long, grizzly beard, rough, coarse
and dirty clothes, but with lots of gold. The
play was for quite a large stake, and 1 heard
whispered that the gambler was about to fleece
the miner, and much sympathy was manifested
for him.

The game draw poker still went on, with
hardly a word spoken by the players, till finally,
when a large sum was on tbe board, tbe gambler
being called to show bis hand, threw down three
aces and two queens and reached for the money ;

the miner stretched over and held his hand and
laid down two aces, showing, of course, five aces
in the pack. He then reached back and drew a
large navy revolver, cocked it, placed the muzzle
directly between tho eyes of the gambler, still
holding his band. Not a word was spoken, but
each looked bteadily into the eyes of the other.
Soon the ban J began to quietly move from the
money, the form of tbe gambler to draw back,
and still the revolver followed. He stepped into
the aisle, aud here tbe scene became so uninter-
esting to me and several others present that we
dropped under the seats. The gambler slowly
backed toward the door, with the revolver follow-
ing till the door was reached, and he passed out.
Tbe miner cooly let down the hammer of his re-

volver, replaced it in his pocket, swept the money
from tbe boar d into his pouch, quietly lighted bis

and settled back in his seat as if nothing had
appencd. The strangest part of tbe whole busi-

ness was that not a woid was spjken from the
time the gambler laid his three aces on the board
till he passed out of the car-doo-r. I took a scat
near the miner afterward, and chatted wiih him
about his experiences in the mountains, and be
seemed pleasant and intelligent. I did not refer
to his little episode with the black-le- g. I have
never witnessed a more thrilling scene, or one in
which such extreme coolness was manifested by
the miner, and for that matter, by the gambler,

I soon faatad that 1 could not only swim
and float with wonderinl OSOs, vol that I could
actuilly walk in the water, linking only to the
armpits. iJisc verir.g t!.: tact. I made fr the
6bore, and tnking Dr. C, one of our party who
could nt swim, by tbe hand, led him into thewn
where the water was many fathoms doed. At firt
be was quite reluctant to follow me, but he won
gained confidence on finding there was no danger
of sinking, and he enjoyed the novel bath as much
a? if he had been an expert swimmer. Should
the bather allow the water to get into bis eyes and
mouth he would suffer considerable abatement in
his enjoyment, on account ol its extremely salt,
bitter and irritating nature. No fish can live in
this sea, but various kind of duck abound here at
certain seasons of the year. The water was as
clear as ordinary sea water; its temperature was
agreeable, and it had an oily feeling; altogether
its action on the surface of the body was such aa
to develop those pleasurable sensations pertaining
to tbe sense of touch, accompanied by tbe most
delightful exhilaration. Of all the baths in the
world give me a hath in the Dead Sea.

A Fanatical Priest.
