The Honorable Chas. J. McCarthy, 
Governor of Hawaii. 

Dear Sir: 

The termination of hostilities in Europe has abruptly 

changed the aspect of the patriotic work of the societies 

whose mission is the creation of an intelligent enthusi- 

asm for things American. During the last four years 

we have been intent upon the problem of unifying pub- 

lic opinion regarding the great issues involved in the 

winning of the war against military autocracy. 

Today the people understand the. meaning of what we 
have destroyed; but they are not fully informed as to. 

what we have saved. If we bring home to them, by 

intensive instructive campaigns, the vital principles of. 

our government as embodied in the documents which 

we justly reverence, we shall furnish a specific antidote 

to Bolshevism and kindred reactionary political heresies.

campaign of interpretation leading up to the celebration 

of Constitution Day, September 17th.

to be conducted.. As the chief magistrate of a great 

‘State, your cooperation would greatly strengthen this pa- 
triotic movement. Will you allow us to add your name 
to the Honorary Committee, or, if you prefer, will you 
appoint from your state some distinguished citizen to 
represent you upon this committee?
