acknowledges CUC sanitary 
engineer Fred Smith, "but that 
should not be our only 
co n cern ," according to a 
C om m onw ealth  U t i l i t ie s  
C orporation (C U C ) press 
release.

"Other concerns that must be 
addressed are the flow  of

(CUC) - Need to check the 
path o f the new water pipes? 
To locate the nearest power 
pole? To count the buildings 
within a specific area? Just sit 
down in front o f a computer, 
friend, and push the right 
buttons. The screen will show 
it all to you, in vivid color, 
according to a CUC p re ss  
release.

Sound like m agic? L ike 
advertising hype? Maybe so, 
but the fact is that there is a 
computer on island that does 
exactly that.

A ctu ally , i t  isn 't t h e  
com p uter itse lf, but the 
program that has been loaded 
into the co m p u ter, that 
performs the m agic. The 
program offers the user CADD 
or Computer-Aided Drafting 
and Design.

And the computer doesn't hae 
that information for the entire 
island of Saipan yet, but for 
Kagman it does. And soon will 
Have for the rest o f the island.

For Kagman it is no longer 
necessary to dig up th re e  
separate sets o f  blueprints, 
perhaps done in three different 
scales, and try to match the 
information provided by the 
contractor for the water pipes 
with lot drawings from the 
Land Commission and with the 
design maps for p o w e r  
installation. W ithin a few 
months, the same will be true 
for the entire island. (However, 
the paper v ersion s s till 
constitute the legal document)

With CADD, it can all be 
done on a single "page" all 
drawn to the same scale, and 
set off in different colors to 
distinguish the road from the 
pipes, to highlight the pattern 
of the poles.

The information is being put 
into the computer by C U C 's 
Water Division, and when the 
project is completed, it will be 
possible to examine any part of 
the island, and locate not only 
the water pipes but also their 
valves, pumps, and fire 
hydrants.

Plans include adding the 
same information for Rota and 
Tinian as well.

With all that information 
conveniently available in a 
sin g le  lo ca tio n , system  
maintenance should be much 
easier, as accurate and detailed

untreated sewage in the streets, 
and to get the sewage treatment 
plant working properly - to see 
that the sewage is treated," he 
said.

Smith's statement came in 
respoiise to concern over the 
recent outflow into the lagoon 
of untreated sewage through a 
storm drainage canal in 
Garapan. Cause o f the outflow

information on the pipeline can 
be printed put on request. 
Planning for future projects 
will also be greatly simplified, 
as all the needed facts will 
already be at hand, precisely 
and completely plotted to the 
same scale.

CADD has been available for 
a number o f years, but is only 
now com ing to Saipan. 
Training in its use and 
ap p lication  is s till not 
available here, and CUC 
em ployees who w ill be 
working with the system have

appears to be in the nearby lift 
station that pumps sewage to 
the treatment plant in Sadog 
Tase.

As explained by Sm ith, 
wastewater flushed into the 
sewer system  from local 
reverse osmosis (RO) water 
tre a tm e n t o p e r a t i o n s  
contributed to the load on the 
lift station, causing the sewage

been travelling to Guam for 
instruction.

The project to enter missing 
information and update what is 
already there is expected to take 
several months. There is an on­
going need for continuous up­
dating to keep the information 
current. Another requirement is 
a more powerful computer 
which will be able to process 
the input more quickly and 
efficiently. Bids are now out 
for such a computer, and hopes 
are that the faster machine will 
be in place by early next year.

to back up into the nearby 
drainage canal.

In an effort to reduce waste 
flows and thereby m inim ize 
repeat occurrences o f this type, 
CUC will no longer allow RO 
brine to be discharged into the 
public sewer system. W h ile  
not a long-term solution, it 
should help relieve t h e  
situation in the short term, 
Smith said.

A cco rd in g  to Sm ith , 
businesses that use R  O 
systems will be notified by 
individual letter that they must 
dispose o f the RO  wastewater, 
or brine, in some other way.

T he two m ost lik e ly  
alternatives open to the affected 
businesses are to inject the 
brine back into the ground, or 
to channel it out to the lagoon; 
either action must, however, 
first be coordinated with the 
D ivision o f Environmental 
Quality.

The C oastal Resources 
Management Office (CRM) is 
currently in the process of 
conducting a study to examine

the impact o f  dumping the 
brine in the lagoon.

A report o f  on-going 
research, co-funded by the U.S. 
Environm ental Protection  
Agency (EPA) and the CUC, 
to determine the most cost- 
effective means o f improving 
the operation of the Sadog Tase 
Treatment Plant is due next 
month.

T h e  p lan t, osten sib ly  
designed to treat 1.1 million 
gallons of sewage a day, has 
only been able to treat .3 
million. Smith estimated that 
the area served by the Sadog 
p la n t now  g e n e ra te s  
approximately 1.35 million 
gallons o f sewage per day.

"One a solution to the 
trea tm en t p rob lem  is 
determined, and implemented, 
there shouldn't be any un­
treated sewage getting dumped 
into the lagoon," Sm ith 
pointed out. But first an 
appropriate solution must be 
agreed to and approved, and 
then funds obtained to effect 
the solution.

members o f the Legislature."

"The 7th Legislature should 
go to the people and see what 
they want to do with the land. 
After all, the land belongs to 
the people, not to us," 
Guerrero said.

R ep . Ju an  S . R ey es, 
Chairman of the House Natural 
Resources Committee, said he 
doesn't think the approval of 
the lease agreement is being 
rushed.

"A public hearing has been 
held and changes have been 
made to the lease agreement to 
address concerns raised in the 
public hearing," said Reyes, 
who has prepared a draft House 
Joint Resolution that would 
approve the lease i f  passed by 
the Legislature.

Comments from the public 
were mostly negative in public 
hearings held in the House on 
November 6  and in the Senate 
on November 14.

The changes made by the 
committee include a doubling

limiting of the lease to 25 
years.

R eyes said the in itia l 
agreement was to-lease the 200 
hectares o f land in Kagman to 
Shimizu for about six cents per 
square meter, but has now been 
amended by the committee to 
12 cents per square meter, 
which projects out to $240,000 
per year.

According to the draft House 
Joint Resolution, the CNMI 
would receive $240,000 for the 
first five years o f the lease, 
$260,000 for the second five 
years, $280,000 in the third 
five-year period, $364,000 in 
the fourth five-year period, and 
$394,000 in the fifth.

R eyes said that it is well- 
recognized that tourism is the 
top industry on Saipan, and 
that, "we are trying to promote 
tourism  and there are 
objections."

T h e  C o m m o n w e a lth  
governm ent is  currently  
receiving about $600  annually 
from the land users, Reyes

said.
He said that the "total benefit 

to the people o f Saipan must 
be considered," including taxes 
paid to the governm ent, 
employment opportunities and 
the promotion o f Saipan as a 
tourist destination.

In addition, the golf course 
will preserve the land for 25 
years, after which time the 
people will regain the land and 
be able to decide what to do 
with it, according to Reyes.

Shimizu had requested a 15- 
year extension of the lease in 
the original agreement, but the

Resources and Development 
Committee, is proposing to 
hear public opinions on the 
project from the people o f 
Rota.
