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President Eisenhower, in a speech before 
the Indian Parliament in 1:ew Delhi yes­
terday, said that the United States has 
strong forces to help its f:den.ds. He 
said that military weakness invites 
aggTession. He added, however, that the 
U .s. was co!'uni tted to end the mill tary 
arms race. Eisenhower went on to say 
that India and the u.s. have much in 
common; they share the same s ·_)irit and 
goals. 

Secretary of State, Christian 
Herter, is leaVing Saturday for Paris 
to attend a NATO conference, after 
which he will meet with Eisenhower to 
attend the Summit meeting nine days hence. 
In a separate statement Herter said that 
the hostile attitude or Cuba may cost its 
sugar sales. 

All the u.s. Arrrry troops have been 
ordered out of Iceland, although approxi­
mately 4,000 Navy and Air Force men will 
remain. The Defense Department stated 
that this action had no connection with 
the difficulties or recent change in 
government in Iceland. This was the 
result of action contemplated two 
years ago. 

The anti-Castro rebel American, 
Frank Young, was recaptured yesterday 
after escaping from a Cuban jail earlier 
in the week. Cuban police arrested an 
American newsman who allegedly assisted 
Young in his escape. 

James Douglas, former Secretary 
or the Air Force, was promoted to 
Secretary of Defense vice Meil FcElroy 
who recently resigned. Dudley Sharp, 
former Deputy Director of the Air Force, 
took Douglas• post. 

The Department of Health, Education 
an1 Welfare has halted the sale 
of all chickens treated with a 
growth hormone. This hormone has 
been found to cause cancer in 
laboratory animals. Secretary 
Flemming said, however, that house­
wives could continue to buy chickens 
as all those affected would be 
remoyed from the marlret inmediately. 

Government mediators in steel 
negotiations oalled a temporary 
halt. Steel Workers I President 
P!cDonald said he wanted to resume 
colD.!)any-by-com3)8.lly negotiations. 

Seven of the 20 people who 
escaped from a North Carolina prison 
chain gang on Tuesday are still at 
large. Thirteen have been recaptured.
