PESHAWAR, Pakistan (AP) -
A private French relief agency 
that v..:as ordered out of Pakistan 
has been given an additional three 
months before it must leave, offi­
cials said Thursday. 

Madera, an aid group :working 
with Afghan.refugees, was told 
last month it would no longer be 
permitted to be based in Pakistan, 
where more than 1.6 million Af­
ghans live. 

But aid workers with the group 
said they had been given an ex­
tension to stay in Pakistan while 
they prepare to shift their opera­
tion to Afghanistan.

IOWA CITY, Iowa (AP) 
With the holidays ending, Re­
publican presidential hopefuls 
are swarming over Iowa, first 
stop in the long campaign for 
the White House in 1996. 

Senate Majority Leader Bob 
Dole, on a break from the 
Washington budget wars, 
squeezed in time Wednesday 
for a three-city bus tour of 
Iowa. Texas Sen. Phil 
Gramm 'stalked economics in 

a Des Moines hardware store 
while Pat Buchanan held forth 
on abortion. 

Iowa's Feb. 12 primary, 
conducted at public meetings 
across the state, marks the tra­
ditional start of the quadren-

nial presidential nominating 
process, followed by New 
Hampshire's Feb. 20 presiden­
tial primary. In Iowa 
Dole said that voters "will be 
glad we hung in there'' during 
the protracted fight with Presi­
dent Clinton over the federal 
budget. 

But the budget wrangling 
has meant Dole has been 
largely absent from the battle 
for Iowa's voters, the first sig­
nificant test of the president 
election season. 

"I'm going to lose some time 
because of the budget nego­
tiations,'' Dole said. "People 
expect me to be a part of that. 
They want us to be working. 
They don't want us to be cam­
paigning.'' 

But with budget talks being 
conducted by staff, Dole 
sought to make up for lost 
time. But even that was scaled

His scheduled four days of 

campaigning in Iowa this week 
was trimmed to a single day, 
visiting three cities. He said 
that was only possible because 
of a break in budget negotia­
tions. 

"I wouldn't be out here if 
there was anything going on 
there,'' Dole said. 

Several of Dole's Republi­
can rivals took advantage of 
the week between Christmas 
and New Year's to try to catch 
fire with the Iowa electorate. 

Flanked by conservative 
ministers Wednesday in Des 
Moines, Buchanan challenged 
Dole and Gramm, saying he is 
the only true anti-abortion 
candidate in the Republican 
presidential field. 

"There is only one genuine, 
consistent pro-life candidate 
who can win both the Repub­
lican nomination and the gen­
eral election, and that is Pat 
Buchanan,'' he said at a news 
conference with the conserva­
tive "Pastors for Pat" group. 

At the hardware store, 
Gramm said small businesses 
will gain from a balanced bud­
get and fewer government 
regulations. 

"It's been so long since the 
government has had a bal­
anced budget that people for­
get the benefits of it,'' Gramm 
said. "Government red tape, 
high interest rates and high 
taxes put small businesses and 
small farmers out of busi­
ness.'' 

In his speeches, Dole as­
sured small business owners 
he's on their side in the fight 
to cut government regulations. 

Dole, from neighboring 
Kansas, won Iowa's primary 
in his unsuccessful pursuit of 
the Republican nomination in 
1988, and he is widely consid­
ered the favorite to win again 
in 1996. 

But as the Iowa campaign 
enters its final six weeks, Dole 
finds himself pinned in Wash­
ington, bargaining with 
Clinton - not meeting voters 
in Iowa. 

Though he's been largely 
absent from Iowa - his last 
visit was Dec. 4 - Dole has a 
long campaign history in the 
state and a formidable cam­
paign organization. 

Most polls continue to show 
him in the lead, and none of 
his major rivals has emerged 
as the single alternative.

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War criminals in Bosnia to 
be captured only on sight

WASHINGTON (AP) · U.S. 
forces in Bosnia will not arrest 
accused war criminals unless they 
happen upon them, a U.S. general 
said Wednesday. It's a measure 
of the Americans' determination 
to avoid the prospect of "mission 
creep'' that plagued the military 's 
Somalia operation. 

Air Force Lt. Gen. Howell Estes 
also said at a Pentagon briefing on 
the U.S. Bosnia deployment that 
the placement of two protective 
radar units in the Sarajevo area, 
both operated by U.S. soldiers, 
represents no change in the 
plaimed U.S. mission. 

In other Washington develop­
ments related to the Bosnia op­
eration:

Deadlines are not going 
to slip,'' he said,referringtospeci­
fications of the peace accord ne­
gotiated in payton, Ohio. 

•Bosnian Foreign Minister 
Muhamed Sacirbey, between 
meetings with top U.S. officials, 
accused Bosnian Serb leaders of 
requesting delays in order to pro­
tect their political future and 
change the peace agreement. 
Estes, operations director for the 
U.S. Joint Chiefs of Staff, said 
rules of engagement for NATO­
led forces require that no foreign 
units seek out war criminals. 

"If in fact we come into contact 
with them, they will be detained 
and turned over to proper authori­
ties," he said. "It's as clear and 
straightforward as that." 

The U.S. operation in Somalia 
came under criticism from mem­
bers of Congress and others for 
expansion of its mission, includ­
ing the failed pursuit in 1993 of 
fugitive warlord Mohamed Farrah 
Aidid. 

Estes said arrest would be made 
of leaders accused of war crimes, 
including Bosnian Serb leader 
Radovan Karadzic and military 
commander Gen. Ralko Mladic, 
only if the NA TO unit they en­
counter has sufficient force to 
accomplish it. 

"If we have a chance meeting 
with a war criminal, the forces are 
adequate to carry out the arrest or 
to carry out the detainment, I 
should say, the detainment of that 
individual, it will be done," he 
said. 

On the use of U.S. radar around 
Sarajevo, be said, "I would argue 
with ... those that are saying, 'Isn't 
this mission creep?' I would say 
absolutely not. The mission hasn't 
changed. The tasks have not 
changed." 

The Washington Post reported 
Wednesday that the U.S. Army 
was considering using the radar 
units to protect Sarajevo. The 
newspaper suggested the radar 
assignment would constitute a sig­
nificant extention of the U.S. 
force's responsiblity beyond the 
northeast sector of the country. 
Estes said tJ.S. forces were re­
sponding to a request from the 
commander of the international 
operation, U.S. Adm. Leighton 
Smith, to use the U.S. radar units 
for 30 days in the area until units 
from countries directly respon­
sible for the area can be put in 
place. 

'They are part of the radars that 
are going in with our forces any­
way, and the key point on this is 
that the IFOR commander has the 
authority to use any of the forces 
he has committed to him by the 
nations to do whatever tasks he 
has to be done,'' Estes said. 

U.S. Admiral Smith commands 
theoverallforce of 60,000 NA TO 
and other soldiers known as IFOR. 

Although the bulk of 20,000 
U.S. soldiers will be based in the 
northeastern Bosnian city of 
Tuzla, Estes said, they will be 
operating in other parts of the 
country as well. He said the radar 
uni ts would be set up nearerTuzla 
after 30 days. 

He also said using the units in 
Sarajevo would not detract from 
protection ofU.S. forces in Tuzla.

with efforts in Bosnia

SARAJEVO, Bosnia­
Herzegovina (AP) - As the 
deadline approached for 
Bosnia's warring sides to pull 
back from areas around 
Sarajevo to meet the first goal 
in' their peace agreement, 
NATO officials expressed sat­
isfaction with the efforts. 

"We are seeing things hap­
pen," Adm. Leighton.Smith, 
commander of NATO forces 
in Bosnia, said as he toured 
six ships of the Alliance's 
back-up armada Wednesday. 
"We are seeing compliance.'' 

The deadline for the pull­
back of Bosnian and Serb 
troops and equipment from 38 
areas was midnight (2300 
GMT) Wednesday, a week af­
ter NATO formally took over 
in Bosnia from the United 
Nations. The two sides are also 
to mark or remove mines. 

"The midnight deadline 
should see most elements com­
pleted, although there might 
well be a small overspill with 
a few tasks to be completed 
tomorrow," Capt. Frederic 
Solano, a French spokesman, 
said Wednesday. The 
deadline was the first in a se­
ries embedded into the peace 
agreement for Bosnia signed 
Dec. 14 in Paris. 

There were other promising 
signs that peace was gaining 
ground after 3 1/2 years of 
bloodshed that left some 
200,000 people dead or miss­
ing and made more than 2 mil­
lion homeless. 

In the village of Porebrice, 
60 kilometers (35 miles) north 

of the U.S. headquarters at 
Tuzla, Maj. Gen. William 
Nash, the commander of U.S. 
forces in Bosnia, brought to­
gether regional commanders 
of the three warring factions -
the Serbs, the Bosnians and 
the Croats - to discuss free­
dom of movement and the re­
moval of mines. 

Nash told reporters that all 
three sides had been very co­
operative in identifying and 
removing land mines. 

He also said he expected a 
bridge across the Sava River 
to be completed "in the next 
several days,'' allowing the 
bulk of the 20,000 U.S. troops 
to cross into Bosnia despite 
heavy rain and snow which 
has swelled the river. 
Severe flooding also forced 
the evacuation of French 
troops near the southwestern 
city of Mostar, where the 
Nerelva River burst a dam and 
threatened to break through 
another one, raising fears the 
city - split by the river - could 
be flooded. Roads in the area 
were washed out. 

On the former front line in 
Sarajevo, French troops 
Wednesday took over a moon­
scape of shell-pocked build­
ings, discarded weaponry, 
unexploded grenades and graf­
fiti: "The Islamic Republic of 
Bosnia" on one wall, "Sex, 
Drugs and Rock 'n' Roll" 
scrawled nearby. 

In the hotly contested sub­
urb of Dobrinja, a French ar­
mored personnel carrier pa­
trolled tpe line, accompanied 
by five foot soldiers and a dog. 

The French had placed barbed 
wire along sides of the street 
where the front line once was. 
They had searched the area 
for mines and marked them. 
The commander of the French 
patrol, Maj. Rodolphe 
d' Almont, said the front never 
moved during the war through 
uncounteskirmishes. 

"Each position is like a little 
fortress inside a building .... 
the fighting was static,'' he 
said. "They just shot at each 
other, at soldiers and civil­
ians.'' One of the 
soldiers said the mission 
would have been impossible 
three weeks ago, adding that 
troops from both sides had left 
in the past three days. 

Elsewhere, French soldiers 
were seen patrolling a street 
in the front-line Stup suburb 
just north of the airport, where 
all forces have pulled out from 
either side of the street under 
the first phase of the peace 
plan. 

Elsewhere, British troops 
entered and began setting up 
base Tuesday in the·northwest­
ern Bosnian Serb stronghold 
of Banja Luka, said Lt. Col.

SARAJEVO, Bosnia­
Herzegovina (AP) - Maja 
Boskovic sobbed softly in the 
arms of her mother. Separated by 
war, they hadn't seen each other 
in three years. 

"I hardly recognized her," 
Nevenka Boskovic said, hugging 
17-year-0ld Maj a in their Sarajevo 
aparunent. "She was 14 when she 
left." 

Her own mother - and Maja's 
grandmother - marveled at a 
dream come true as she entered 
the family aparunent. 

"Is lhis true? Is the nighunare 
over? I have my own roof over 
my head? Tell me it is not a 
dream," said 70-year-old Jelena 
Boskovic. 

The Boskovic family are Serbs 
living in the government-held part 
of Sarajevo. They represent th.e 
ethnic mix Bosnians hope can be 
restored after nearly four years of 
war. 

An important aspect of the 
Bosnian peace accord is reunifi­
cation of families and rerom of 
refugees. But for many, who fear 
reprisals if they rerom to homes in 
territory now controlled by their 
enemies, that seems impossible. 

In Sarajevo, thousands of Serbs 
are preparing to flee, fearing for 
their future when the capital 
Sarajevo is reunited under gov­
ernmentcontrol as foreseen in lhe 
peace plan. 

But the Boskovic family plans 
to stay where lhey are. Jelena said 
she did not believe Bosnian Serb 
leaders' claims lhat it was unsafe 
for Serbs to remain. She saw no 
sign of any threat during a visit 
wilh her daughter last summer 
when a brief cease-fire took hold. 

The Boskovic family odyssey 
goes back to November 1992, 
when Nevenka persuaded her 
mother and her daughter to leave 
wilh a Red Cross convoy heading 
to safety in Montenegro. They 
hoped to return after a "few weeks 
of war," but it took three years.

Mothers of Marines accused 
of rape seek change of venue 

separately in Okinawa_ By BRAVEN SMILLIE 
NAHA, Japan (AP) - The final 
day of the trial of three U.S. ser­
vicemen accused of raping a 12-
year old Japanese girl was set back 
after the mothers of two Marines 
on Thursday asked to have the trial 
moved off Okinawa. 

Saying that Okinawa Governor 
Masahide Ota and others have 
linked the case to the controversy 
over the.unpopular U.S. bases on 
the island, the two mothers argued 
that their might be a bias against 
their sons. 

"We are not saying the judges 
are unfair," said Michael Griffiths, 
an American attorney who is ad­
vising the families of the two Ma­
rines. "But Japanese law says that 
if there is the fear of impartiality, 
the trial must be moved." 

A change of venue is extremely 
rare in Japan. 

Closing arguments and state­
ments had been scheduled for the 
Thursday hearing, but the mothers 
of Marine Pfc. Rodrico Harp, 21, 
of Griffin, Ga., and Marine Pfc. 
Kendrick Ledet, 20, of Waycross, 
Ga., decided to brook the advice of 
their Japanese atttlmeys and re­
quest the change of venue. 

Toe judge accepted the motion 
from Barbara Cannon, Ledet's 
mother, but rejected one from 
Daisey Harp after her son disagreed 
with the request after consulting 
with attorneys. 

"I think it would be better just to 
go on with case as it has pro­
ceeded," said Harp's lawyer, 
Matsunobu Matsunaga_ "You can 
move the trial but you can't move 
the facts of the case." 

He added that even if the moth­
ers' motion was approved, he 
would still prefer his client be tried 

All three Americans are being 
tried together. and have often con~ 
tradicted and blamed each other 
for the incident 

Both Harp and Ledet have ad­
mitted alxlucling the girl, but they 
deny raping her. 

On Wednesday the third defen­
dant, Navy Seaman Marcus Gill, 
22, of Woodville, Texas, told the 
court that the three planned the 
assault together, and gave a de­
tailed, chilling account of the rape. 

All three are charged with rape 
causing injury, which carries a jail 
sentence of three years to life. A 
three-judge panel is expected to 
render a verdict and sentence in 
late January regardless of whether 
the final hearing is delayed. 

TheAmericanattomey, whohad 
apparently encouraged the moth­
ers to request the change of 
venue, voiced suspicion of his Japa­
nese counterparts Thursday. 

"We believe the prosecutors and 
defense attorneys are in there work­
ing these people over," Griffiths 
said during a confidential meeting 
at the Okinawa District Court that 
lastednearlyanhour. "If the judges 
are in there too, then this is a dis­
grace_" 

Chief Judge Shlnei Nagamiya 
later told the court that unlike Ledet, 
Harp had refused to go along with 
his mother's request Two days 
before, his mother Daisey Harp 
had said he supported a change of 
venue. 

"We are asking that they have a 
realous defense, not a summary 
proceeding where the only issue 
is the sentencing," said Carla 
Brown. another American attor­
ney advising the families of Harp 
and Ledet

Woman, 94, 
wills millions 
to university 
PIKESVILLE, Maryland (AP) 
• A 94-year-old woman who lived 
in a rundown, cluttered house de­
spite having a$ 4-4 million stock 
portfolio willed most of her for -
tune to a university that had never 
heard of her. 

Olive Swindells, who died in 
March of a stroke while preparing 
hertaxretum,left80percentofher 
estate to Gallaudet University, a 
school for the deaf in Washington_ 

Nobody seems to know for sure 
where she got the money to buy 
stocks or the real estate she also 
owned. 

Her husband, Bert, died in 1994 
at 86. He was a draftsman and had 
been deaf since childhood .. They 
had no children and no known 
living relatives, and lived in a 
middle-class neighborhood in this 
Baltimore suburb in a modest, 
eight-room house valued at 
$35,000. 

"They were very unusual 
people," said neighbor Drannin 
Rose, who said he was unaware of 
their fortune. 'They lived like they 
had nothing. They never put !heir 
trash out, never cut down a bush or 
a weed." 

After Mrs. Swindells' dealh, 
thousands of newspapers and 
magazines dating to the 1920s, 
many of them relating to the kid­
napping of the Lindbergh baby, 
were found in the house, along 
with dozens of empty cans, bottles 
and boxes. 

The couple had one iuxury. a 
sununercottage in Naples, Florida 
but had not gone there for most of 
the last decade. 

However, Mrs. Swindells had 
$4.4 million worth of stocks in 
accounts at brokerages in Balti­
more and in Florida, and in a safe 
deposit box, and also had bank 
accounts and real estate, said her 
lawyer, Bruce E. Goodman. 
Altogether, he said, the estate was 
worth about$ 4.8 million.

ties have executed two men and 
sentenced five others to die for 
fatal armed robberies, it was re­
ported Thursday. 

Hou Jian was found guilty of 
muggtng students in Beijing's 
northwestern university district 
and of knifing and beating to death 
one who resisted, the official 
Beijing Daily said. 

Another man, He Songwei, was 
executed for waylaying a taxi 
driver and killing him for over 
1,000 yuan($ 120) and his car, 
the report said. 

It said the Beijing Intermediate 
People's Court had carried out 
the sentences recently but did not 
provide further details. 

Executions in China are usu­
ally carried out with a single gun­
shot to the back of the head. 

The report also said that five 
other men were sentence'd 10 death 
for burglaries, robberies and a 
murder in several areas of the 
city.

"Yes, the technology is beauti­
ful, but applying it is not all that 
simple," said Stefan Kissinger, a 
Berlin consultant developing 
multiuse smart cards for major 
Gennan banks, retailers and pub­
lic transit agencies. Thorny issues 
of privacy, security and authenti­
cation must be addressed. 

The technology keeps advanc­
ing. For five years now, every 
credit card in France has carried a 
silicon chip. Replacing less-se­
cure magnetic stripes for authen­
tication purposes, the chips have 
cut fraud losses by more than 70 
percent. 

Impressed by this success, the 
credit card giants Europay, 
Mastercard and Visa agreed in 
1993on a global standard for put­
tingchipson allcreditcards. Their 
goal: phaseout the magnetic stripe 
as soon after the millennium as 
possible. 

Across Europe, telephone cards 
with simple memory chips have 
been in use for nearly a decade.

First fully automated 
tollway pricey but quick 
ANAHEIM, California (AP) 
• 'America's firsl fully auto­
maled, privately built toll road, 
a 10-mile (16-kilometer) stretch 
that features rales based on con­
geslion and employs dash­
board-mounled melers, opened 
on Wednesday. The 
opening of the not-so-free way 
- a road designed to ease the 
commute in Orange County -
actually snarled traffic along 
Highway 91. 

Cars in the normal easlbound 
lanes slowed to a crawl for four 
miles (six kilometers) as mo­
torists gawked at the dignitar-

ies at a ribbon-cutting ceremony 
in the freeway median. Some 
drivers honked and yelled. 

The toll road opens two addi­
tional lanes in either direction 
on the highway and uses radio 
receivers that take signals from 
tiny transponders in subscrib­
ers' cars. The signals go to a 
computer center that debits pre­
paid accounts of motorists up 
to$ 2.50 at peak hours.

Research finding prompts 
revised Ebola guidelines 

By DAVID DISHNEAU 
U.S. GOVERNMENT authorities 
urged medical workers to don res­
pirators and eye goggles as shields 
agaimt the deadly Ebola virus afler 
researchers at Fort Detrick in 
Frederick, Maryland showed the 
diseasecouldbetransmittedthrough 
airborne particles. 

Toe study, published in this 
week'sissueofTheLancet, a Brit­
ish medical journal, reported that 
caged monkeys on one side of a 
laOO'atory contracted Ebola from 
mookeys across the room. 

The research and similar fmd­
ings by other scientists, challenged 
the conventional wisdom about 
Ebola transmission and prompted 
the U.S. Centers for Disease Con­
trol and Prevention in Atlanta to 
revise its Ebola guidelines last sum­
mer. 

When an Ebola outbreak broke 
outinz.aire last spring, killing more 
than245 peq,le, international medi­
cal authorities believed the virus 
was spread mainly though contact 
with bodily fluids with little risk of 
airborne transmittal. 

The CDC guidelines then-in-ef­
fect advised medical workers to 
wear protective eyewear only with 
imcooperative or disoriented pa­
tients, or while perf onning surgery; 
Rx Olher patients, the guidelines, 
published in 1988, required only 
gloves, gowns, masks md shoe 
covers. 

Fort Detrick researchers had dis­
covered in the 1980s, while doing 
otbcr research on Ebola, that infec­
tion occurred in monkeys who 

breathed tiny airbomeparticlessuch 
as those produced by an infected 
subject's coughs or who got the 
particles, called aerosols, in their 
eyes or mouths. 

The microscopic particles can 
pass through surgical masks, Dr. 
CJ. Peters,head of the CDC's spe­
cial pathogens branch, said on 
Wednesday. 

Dr.Peter Jaltrling,anarmymedi­
cal researcher at Fort Detrick, said 
his team deemed the fmdings of 
little significance until the outbreak 
last spring prompted warnings from 
international medical authorities 
that.lackedstrongprecautioosabout 
airborne particles. 

"We knew the virus was trans­
missible by aerosol and that it was 
possible to contract the disease 
through casual contact," Jaltrling 
said. "We thought it was a little bit 
irresponsible to lead people to be­
lieve otherwise.'' 

He said the Fon Detrick research­
ers, headed by Dr. Nancy K Jaax. 
quickly submitted reports oo Ebola 
aerosols to the CDC. Peiers said 
those reports, along with research 
done in England and the fooner 
Soviet Union, prompted the CDC to 
revise its guidelines June 30. 

The CDC took the unusual step of 
changing its policy even before the 
FortDetrickstudieshadbeencleared 
for publication because the African 
outbreak had to be cootained. 

"Guidelines are dynamic, living 
things," Peters said "It's a mistake 
to bealannist, but it's also a mistake 
to be complacent and say we lmow 
everything about these things.''

He said Australia is not pre­
pared "to hand out aid dollars'' 
to a country which refuses to 
practise responsible policies. 

Other Australian aid worth$ 
9 million($ U.S. 6.75 million) 
a year to the Solomon Islands 
will not be affected, he said. 

Timber is a major export for 
the Solomon Islands, an im­
poverished archipelago north­
west of Australia which gained 
independence from Britain in 
1978.

As South Korea probe heats up 
Exit bans imposed on 39 
current, former officials 

By JU-YEON KIM 
SEOUL, South Korea (AP) -
Prosecutors investigating a 1979 
coup and a brutal crackdown on 
pro-democracy protesters six 
months later said Thursday that 
39 people suspected of involve­
ment have been barred from leav­
ing the country. 

Among them are former Presi­
dent Chun Doo-hwan, arrested 
andindictedearlierthismonthfor 
allegedly masterminding the mili­
tary coup that brought him to 
power. 

Five current National Assem­
bly lawmakers were on the list, 
along with people who are be­
lieved to have helped Chun amass 
ahugeslushfundduringhis 1980-
88 term and launder the money. 

Prosecutors said most of the 
bans were issued earlier this week, 
but the ban on Chun was ordered 
Dec. 2, a day before his arrest. 

Weakened from a prolonged 
hunger strike, Chun is being held 
at a police hospital. 

His successor and childhood 
buddy Roh Tae-woo is on trial, 
accused of amassing $650 mil­
lion in bribes during his 1988-93 
term. Roh was also indicted for 
allegedly helping Chun plan and 
carry out the coup. 

Prosecutors have said corrup­
tion charges will also be brought 
against Chun. Evidence of money 
laundering by Chun has already 
been uncovered, reports said. 

Meanwhile, prosecutors con­
ducted the second day of an on­
~ite investigation in the southern 
city of Kwangju, where crack 

paratroopers are accused of indis­
criminate firing on civilian pro­
testers in May 1980. 

The people of Kwangju, 240 
kilometers (150 miles) south of 
Seoul, had risen up in protest 
against Chun's junta, only to be 
brutally crushed by the troops. At 
least 240 people were killed. 

Treason charges in connection 
with what come to be known as 
the "Kwangju Massacre," the 
bloodiest civ ii suppression in 
South Korean history, are ex­
pected to be added later against 
Chun and his followers. 

Prosecutorsvisitedseveral site~· 
where paratroopers had opened 
fire on the protesters, and spoke 
to witnesses and survivors. 

Lee Suk-ja, 49, told prosecu­
tors her husband disappeared 
while on a business trip tQ 
Kwangju. Lee said she found his 
body, mutilated and bruised, in 
the backyard of the Kwangju peni­
tentiary nine days later. 

It is the first on-site investiga­
tion by the prosecution and con­
sidered a breakthrough by some 
members of the opposition, but 
others were warning that the probe 
was cursory and would only con­
firm findings of previous investi­
gations. 

An earlier government investi­
gation supported the military's 
claim that the firing started acci­
dentally. Activists and human 
rights groups claim unnecessary 
and random force led to the death 
toll. 

Some also allege that military 
helicopters fired on protesters.

number of illegal aliens REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL 
WASHINGTON (AP) - The 
United States deported a record 
SI,600 illegal aliens during 1995, 
a 15 percent increase over last 
year, under a Clinton administra­
tion crackdown, according to a 
government report. 

"This is the largest number of 
illegal aliens removed in one year 
since the INS has been keeping 
figures," Paul Risley, a spokes­
man for the Immigration and 
Naturalization Service, said 
Wednesday. 

The report, to be released Thurs­
day, comes as conservative Re­
publicans in Congress push for 
measures to reduce legal immi­
gration into the United States and 
to keep illegal aliens from U.S. 
jobs by providing employers with 
information about potential work­
ers' residency status through a 
federal database. 

Immigration is expected to be a 
major issue during the 1996 presi­
dential race as well, especially in 
border states such as California 
and Texas where anti-immigrant 
feelings have increased amid eco­
nomic and job concerns.

ISLAMABAD, Pakistan (AP) -
Foreign Minister Sardar Aseff Ali 
denied Pakistan's alleged involve­
ment in the recent covert air drop 
of weapons in rural India, a gov­
ernment statement said Thursday. 

Senior government officials in 
India, including Home Minister 
S.B. Cha van, claimed the air drop 
was coordinated by Pakistan's 
military intelligence. 

Aseff Ali said he resented the 
.illegations and claimed India was 
looking for a scapegoat. 

"The statement by Mr. Chavan 
is baseless and irresponsible," 
Aseff Ali said. "It has become a 
knee jerk habit of the Indian lead­
ership to blame Pakistan for all 
their ills." 

Earlier this month a Russian­
built,AN-26 transport plane took 
off from Karachi, Pakistan, 
headed for Burma via India. Dur­
ing the flight, the plane allegedly 
dropped three crates of weapons 
by parachute near the Indian bor­
der with Bangladesh. 

Police so far have recovered 
assault rifles, antitank missiles, 
rocket launchers and thousands 
of rounds of ammunition from the 
area. 

The crew from the aircraft, five 
Latvi'.111sand a Briton, were being 
questrnned by police. A seventh 
crew member, a New Zealand 
man, fled after the plane was 
forced by Indian fighter jets to 
land in Bombay. 

India routinely accuses Pakistan 
of supporting anti-India insurgen­
cies, including arming and train­
ing Muslim guerrillas in the north­
ern state of Jammu-Kashmir. 

Pakistan and India have been 
bitter rivals since they won their 
independence from British rule in 
1947.

SANFRANCISCO(AP)-Forthe 
second time, Antony Fraser-Smith 
has picked up a sharp electromag­
netic signal a month before a Cali­
fomiaearthquake, fueling hope that 
some quakes may be predictable. 

The first time was in 1989, before 
the magnitude-7.1 Loma Prieta 
quake struck near San Francisco, 
killing 63. The signal persisted for 
two months afterward. 

The second time was almost a 
year ago, before a .,nore benign 
magnitude-5 quake at Parkficld, a 
tiny community about halfway be­
tween San Francisco and Los An­
geles on the San Andreas Fault 
The signal persisted for more than 
a.week 

Explaining his results at the 
American Geophysical Union fall 
meeting here, the Stanford Univer­
sity professor of geophysics and 
electrical engineering said he was 
noticeablywaryofproclaimingthat 
he's found the elusive quake ~re­
cursor scientists have long sought 

But, he said Dec. 11, the tenfold 
increase in the ultralow-frequency 
magnetic field signal he detected 
underground makes electromag­
netic signals a fertile area for addi­
tional research. 

"It's just an extra brick on this 
pyramidl'mtryingtobuildup,"he 
said. "Right now, I'm not even 
saying we're going to be able to 
predict ( quakes) using these fields.'' 

Fraser-Smith believe.5 that the 
signals are generated deep in the 
earth before the faults actually rup­
ture. 

He can only theorize that as pres­
sure builds on a fault, cracks open 
up and water trapped in the earth is 
pushed through them, creating a 
flow of electric currents that pro­
duces a magnetic field_ The water 
(towing along the crack of the fault 
acts like an underground antenna 

Fraser-Smith's latest result came 
fromthemagnitude-5quakeat2:27 
a.m.onDec. 20, 1994-Itregistered 
at two monitoring sites just to the 
north and just to the south of 
Parkfield. 

Parkfield is the site of a nation­
ally sponsored quake prediction 
experiment that has yet to yield the 
magnitude-6 quaKe that has been 
expected since 1988. A large quake 
hits the area about every 22 years. 

Fraser -Smith has instruments ly­
ing in wait at Parkfield, in Southern 
California and in Northern Califor­
nia. 

"I am fishing for an earthquake," 
he joked. "I'm sort of sitting with 
my bait out Our biggest problem 
has been gophers gnawing on our 
fancy, high-tech cables.'' 

He was lucky the last time: His 
instruments were pracrically sitting 
atop of the earthquake some thi'ee 
mile.5 below. 

Just two years ago, Jps instru­
ments picked up a signal change, 

but no quake ever followed. LateI, 
he and his colleagues showed the 
signalcamefromoutside,notfrom 
underground. 

The Stanford scientist notes that 
he's alone in monitoring magnetic 
field changes before quakes and 
that "no one else has been in a 
position to confirm'' his findings_ 

In the Soviet Union, scientists 
are "absolutely convinced there are 
electromagnetic precursors to 
quakes,'' and Greek scientists are 
showing successes with predictions 
of magnitude-6 quakes whose re­
sults he has examined. 

Here in the United States, scien­
tists remain skeptical about electric 
or magnetic precursor signals. 

The U.S. Geological Survey, 
however, has been interested 
enough to give him some funding. 
And the Electric Power Research 
Institute is funding him to monitor 
partsof theHaywardFaultnearSan 
Francisco for any signals thatmight 
precede shakers there. 

Alan Lindh, a USGS scientist 
at Menlo Park and former chief 
scientist at the Parkfield predic­
tion project, has been one of 
Fraser-Smith's greatest champi­
ons. 

He called Fraser-Smith's 1989 
observation after the Loma Prieta 
earthquake "the most important 
glimmer of hope for short-term 
earthquake prediction that we 
have seen, period.'•
