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Just stop 'the hate' 
HYA TI's Gilligans has full of them every night: the cross-dressing 
gays. They never fail to turn heads. "Those spectacles; they're 
scary," my homophobic friend would always remark each time he 
sees them. 

Well, yeah, to me they're scary (and even enviable) because they 
have bigger frontal humps and better shapes than me, and are a lot 
more attractive Lhan many ofus, creatures pulled out of Adam's rib. 

Homophobic reactions always bother me as I grew up in a society 
wilh no hang-ups about homosexuality. I come from a place where 
the sight of cross-dressers is a normal part of the cityscape. and 
where hypocrisy belongs only to religious institutions. 

The Philippine society's permissive attitude toward homosexual­
ity can be traced back to pre-Hispanic period, according to our 
walking encyclopedia, Zaldy Dandan. The early babaylans (oracles) 
who were originally thought to be women were later discovered to 
be men. The early natives didn't have a concept of homosexuality 
then. The cross-dressing habaylans were believed to be dual­
spirited persons who deserved no less than the highest veneration. 
(Just a piece of trivia; not exactly a recommendation.) 

Enough. Any argument on the moral dimension of this issue would 
entail a full treatise that won't fit this column.

There's no place for gays in America, according to my friend who 

comes from The Land of Freedom. 
Gay bashing and the debate over sexual orientation are reach­

ing its height in the United States. The Center for Reclaiming 
America has stepped up its anti-gay campaign, launching a new 
series of TV ads that call for conversion to Christianity- a 
campaign which according to gay and lesbian activists issues a 
"license to hate." 

The media's attention has been caught by the recent expulsion 
of the cross-dressing teenager Matthew "Alex" McClendon from 
Georgian Country Day School, a private school in Carrollton, 
Georgia. Alex, a campus figure popular for his blonde coif, 
perfectly made-up face and flair for style, was "invited" by the 
school administrators to "withdraw" if he didn't want to start 
dressing like a boy. So withdraw, he did. 

Alex entered a private school to get better education. A lesson 
about violation of his constitutional rights was not what he had 
expected. 

The extreme hatred for gays was manifested last month by the 
brutal assault in Wyoming. The 21-year-old Matthew Shepard 
was left for dead by the ultra-homophobic Russel Henderson and 
Aaron McKinney. The two were charged with first-degree at­
tempted murder in the absence of a law in Wyoming that either 
prohibits discrimination against gays a:id lesbians, or penalizes 
hate crimes. 

The Shepard case has given rise to the debate as to whether 
there is a need for hate crime laws. Hate crime laws, according 
to John Leo, a columnist for US News & World report, "divide 
victims into two categories: those whose skulls are cracked by 
perpetrators who get six months in jail. let us say, and those 
whose skulls arc better protected legally, earning perpetrators 
nine months in jail." 

Leo has a point. Hate crime laws aim at providing protection for 
minorities who arc frequently attacked for who they are. This, Leo 
points out. violates the principle of equality under the law. 

·'If all skulls arc equally valuable, as the first line of the Declaration 
of Independence says they are," Leo wrote, "then why don't all skull 
crackings deserve similar sentences?" 

Equal protection should mean one law for all. For sure, Wyoming 
has adequate ordinary criminal law to deal with Shepard's assailants. 
There's probably no need for another one. Acknowledgement of 
equality can be practiced from a positive perspective. The US 
Constitution has adequate guarantee of protection of rights and 
freedom, which what the ordinary Americans should review and 
acknowledge-freedom of choice, for example, which the Ameri­
can gays just rightfully exercise. 

It's just a mallcr of life-style. What the Americans need to learn 
is not tolerance hut acccptam:c. 

Just stop the hate.

DNC celebrates, as lessons are learned 
INSIDE a crowded conference room at the Demo­
cratic National Committee headquarters Tuesday 
night, Colorado Gov. Roy Romer was trying to 
contain his glee while the election results rolled in. 

Next door, at the National Democratic Club, 
things were much more festive. Inside, stalwarts 
from the party that took on the tobacco industry 
were lighting up victory Macanudo cigars and 
downing shots of tequila, whooping and hollering 
each time CNN announced another Democratic 
victor. 

As Tuesday night gave way to Wednesday morn­
ing, there was no shortage of pundits trying to 
explain the improbable Democratic victory. Spin 
aside. however, there are lessons for both parties in 
this status quo election: 

-Money isn'talwayscverything it's cracked up 
to be. 'The more money a campaign has, the more 
money a campaign wastes," one GOP veteran of 
several big-money campaigns told us. Flush with 
cash, having out-raised Democrats by nearly a two­
to-one margin al the national level. Republicans 
poured their resources into ads. 

- Don't bet against the gambling lobby. Gov. 
David Beasley of South Carolina lost. in large part. 
because he took on the state's $2 billion video poker 
industry. Gov. Fob James of Alabama got trounced 
in part because his opponent supported a state 
lottery to fund education. In California, a record 
$ I 00 million was spent by both sides in the war over 
a referendum on allowing American Indim1 tribes to 
continue running casinos. 

The suckers haw spoken: They don't want poli­
ticians interfering with their right to throw away 
money. 

And then there arc two old standbys: Stay ··on 
message" and don't appear too partisan. The Demo­
crats. without much of a concrete program to run 
on. nevertheless made it appear that way by con­
stantly stressing the twin issues of education and 
Social Security. Never mind the fact that education 
re111ains essentially a local issue, and that they're 
still kicking around ideas for how to rcfor111 the 
massive retirement program. Democrats became 
the party that protected chi ldrcn and grandmothers. 
while RepL1blicans became the party or impeach­
ment. 

HOUSING CRISIS - Ell,1 Taylm. a senior 
citizen in Syracuse. N. Y .. is unemployed aml illit­
erate. But two years ago. she bought a home. 

With only the vaguest itka about the dctai Is of the 
Federal !lousing Administr:ition mortgage she 
signed. Taylor bought a $(,9,()()() house. 

But her dream of homcow11e1·ship quich:ly turm:d 

into a nightmare. Her house came with serious 
structural damage, and major appliances broke in 
rapid succession. With her limited, fixed income, 
Taylor battles each month to avoid defaulting on 
her $600 mortgage payment. 

Unfortunately, it matters little if Taylor loses her 
battle with the bank. For her original lender 
wouldn't lose a penny in case of default. Since her 
mortgage is backed by the FHA. the government 
would pick up lOOpercentofthe value of the loan. 
and the lender would be repaid in full. For this 
reason, among others, the FHA program has be­
come quite a racket for some shady lenders and 
realtors. 

Interviews with FHA officials and outside activ­
ists, along with recent studies, paint a sadly ironic 
picture of a government program that was de­
signed with the best intentions. While the FHA has 
helped millions of Americans attain the dream of 
homeownership, it's also saddled thousands of 
low-income people with mortgages they can't 
afford. With the government covering all losses, 
unscrupulous agents and knders have grown rich 
selling these false dreams. 

Some activists have charged discrimination in 
the way FHA distributes its loans. Their claims are 
backed up by studies showing that minority bor­
rowers arc often much more likely to be steered 
into FHA loans than whites, regardless of income. 

FOOD ST AMPS FOR FELONS - Until the 
welfare rcfonn act of 1996, there was no law 
barring fugitives from receiving food stamps. In 
fact. law enforcement agencies were forbidden 
from matching their fugitive files against the food 
stamp rolls. 

Once lawmakers plugged the hole, inspectors at 
the Department of Agriculture began a three-state 
crackdown called ··operation Talon." They found 
207 fugitives who had received an estimated 
$300,000 in benefits. ··operation Talon" was 
then expanded to another 18 states. As of 
March 30, another 2,446 arrests had been 
made.

POLIO 
POLIO, like many of the.diseases 
for which we give routine ''baby 
shots," is rare nowadays. So rare 
that few ofus remember just how 
common it was not so long ago. 

When I was a boy, summerti111e 
epidemics of polio messed up 
everyone's vacations. No one 
understood how polio was spread. 
Frightened parents kepttheirchil­
dren inside. Wecouldn'tgotothe 
swimming pool, orto the movies, 
or drink from public water foun­
tains. It came close to me when 
my neighbor, Jimmy, was ca1Tied 
off in an ambulance one day. It 
was scary! 

And then, in the mid- I 950's, 
this all changed with the develop­
ment of the first polio vaccine. 
An oral vaccine replaced the in­
jectable one in the I 960's. Since 
then the prevalence of polio has 
plummeted throughout the world. 

In 1952 there were more than 
20,000 new cases of paralytic 
polio in the US. By 1976 there 
were only 8. 

The remarkable success of the 
polio vaccine in the US has been 
followed in much of the world. 

There have been no new cases 
of·"wild" polio in the whole west­
ern hemisphere since 1991. Many 
areas of Africa and Asia are also 
polio-free. and there is real hope 
the whole world may be free of 
this disease in the near future. 

Just what is polio? It is an 
infection, and for99 out of a hun­
dred who get the infection, it is 
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mild and causes few problems. 
Forthe I in IOOthough.itcanlead 
to permanent nerve damage. 

This is paralytic polio. Those 
with this disease may be unable to 
move their legs and walk. unable 
to talk, even unable to breathe. 

When I was a boy, countless 
numbers spent months, or even 
years. in "iron lungs." machines 
that breathed for the patient. Some 
had to spend the rest of their lives 
in these monsters. The touching 
movie, "Breathing Games," gives 
insight into what this kind of life 
was like. 

Recently a new polio vaccine 
has been developed. Once again, 
this one is given as a series of 
shots. The advantage of this newer 
vaccine is that it may be safer than 
the oral vaccine. The oral vaccine 
is a weakened. but alive, vaccine. 
Rarely. about one time in a mil­
lion, someone can develop para­
lytic polio from this vaccine. 

With the injectable vaccine, this 
risk should be closer to zero. 

This newer vaccine is not used 
routinely here on Saipan. It is 
quite a bit more expensive than 
the oral vaccine. and both parents 
and children understandably ob­
ject to sti II more shots. Both 
vaccines are equally-effective in 
preventing polio. 

Polio may be the next disease to 
follow smallpox into the··extinct"' 
column of our medical history 
books. I think Jimmy, my boy­
hood neighbor, would be pleased. 
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DOLi, CHC disagreeing 
over doctors' contracts

THE CHAIR of the House Com­
mittee on Labor and Immigra­
tion has been asked to '"referee" 
the current standoff between the 
Commonwealth Health Center 
and the Department of Labor 
and Immigration over the con­
tracts of five recently recruited 
Canadian medical doctors. 

Rep. Herman T. Palacios (R­
Prec. I, Saipan) yesterday said 
the issue is whether the doctors. 
as CHC has stipulated in their 
contracts, should pay for their 
return plane tickets if they de­
cide not to finish their contracts.

DOLI's position is that e111-
ployers of alien workers arc al­
ways responsible for the return 
tickets, Palacios said. 

The doctors' work permits 
have been kept pending due to 
the repatriation provision in 
their contracts, according to 
CHC. 

'This is why we have to step 
in," Palacios said. '"These doc­
tors are needed by CHC and the 
community. We can't slow the 
process of getting them in." 

He added that if current law 
states that CHC should pay for 
the return tickets of the doctors 
even if they do not finish their

contracts, then the la\\/ should 
be amended. 

"'We have to differentiate the 
types of alien workers we have. 
I think professionals who are 
well paid, like doctors or even 
government attorneys, should 
pay their return tickets if they 
want to leave before their con­
tracts end," Palacios said. 

He added that he has asked 
Labor and Immigration Secre­
tary Mark Zachares, Public 
Health Secretary Kevin Joe 
Vilalgomez, and Office of the 
Personnel officials to discuss 
the issue in a meeting tomor­
row.

HAGATNA - The Government 
of Guam is planning to lobby the 
U.S. military for a possible joint 
venture regarding the use of Vic­
tor Wharf. 

A letter addressed to the Secre­
tary of the Navy is already being 
prepared IO persuade the Navy to 
release Victor Wharf to the Gov­
ernment of Guam for economic 
development purposes. 

The issue of Victor Wharf was 
also supposed to be taken up with 
President Clinton's delegation 
during their visit here even as a 
sudden change in the President's 
schedule was announced yester­
day. 

In 1995. the U.S. Base Realign­
ment and Closure (BRAC) co-m­
mission identified several Navy 
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properties in Apra Harbor that 
would be closed. including the 
Ship Repair Facility and the Fleet 
Industrial Support Center. 

Under the BRAC decision, 
some of these facilities have been 
or are intended to be returned to 
Guam. 11ie Ship Repair Facility 
was returned first and is now op­
erating as the Guam Shipyard, a 
private enterprise. 

Victor Wharf, which is approxi­
mately I ,800 feet long, was also 
slated for turnover to the Govern­
ment of Guam by the end of I 998. 
However, the military has been 
holding back the turnover. 

GovGuam wants to use Victor 
Wharf to expand space for the 
island's fisheries industry. 11ie 
Port Authority of Guam plans to 
sublease Victor Wharf to a pri-

vate developer to construe! more 
fisheries facilities. 

Once the facilities are complete, 
plans call for the transfer of the 
fisheries operations from the cur­
rent location in the outer harbor to 
Victor4.5 and 6with Victor I and 
2 and the adjoining Uniform 
Wharf to be used for passenger 
vessels. 

Victor Wharf is envisioned by 
GovGuam to help cement Guam's 
status as a major transshipment 
and port of call for large scale 
fishing fleets operating in the 
Western Pacific.Purse seiners and 
longline fishing vessels utilize 
Guam for fueling, provisioning, 
unloading. air and sea transship­
ment, crew repatriation. ware­
housing, and medical facilities.

Teno vetoes historical, 
beach preservation bills

GOVERNOR Pedro P. 
Tenorio has reluctantly vetoed 
legislation that aims to ··fu1·-
1 her protect and preserve 
places important lo the cul­
tu1c, traditions and history"' 
of the people of the Northern 
Marianas. 

The governor said he also 
has no choice but to veto a 
House local bill that would 
designate and preserve 
Tachogna, Kammer and Lep­
rosarium beaches as public 
beaches. 

In his message to the Legis­
lature, Tenorio expressed sup­
port for the concerns ad­
dressed by the two bills, say­
ing that he regrets not signing 
legislation that has good in­
tentions. 

However, he added, certain 
provisions in the proposed 
laws are either ambiguous or 
beyond the scope of the bill 
i tscl f. 

Tenorio said House Bi 11 1 1-
220 has vague and ambiguous 
language that do not set spe­
cific standards or sufficient 
guidance on what other prop­
erty should be considered 

"important...to the culture, tra­
ditions and history" of the lo­
cal people. 

He said the bill"s proposal 
to require the Division of Pub­
lic Lands (DPL) to publish 
rules and regulations on the 
minimum standards to meet 
the requirement of preference 
may even be an invalid del­
egation of legislutive author­
ity. 

The governor, in addition, 
noted that the Board of Pub! ic 
Lands ( BPL) has expressed 
concerns over the bill. 

"I share (BPL's) concerns. 
Passage of this bill may be 
(detrimental to) out homestead 
program.'" 

At the same time, Tenorio 
said House Local Bill 11-12, 
the public beaches preserva­
tion act, concerns beaches that 
arc under the management and 
control of the Board of Public 
Lands (BPL). 

The local bill would direct 
the Division of Parks and Rec­
reation (DPR) to maintain the 
beaches. 

But Tenorio said DPR is an 
administrative agency and 
therefore, "such a directive is 
beyond the local law act. ..

Hongkong Entertainment owed plaintiff the sum of $3,535 plus 
accrued interest, attorney's fees, and costs of collection. 

Sirok in the complaint stated that from June 10 until July 16, 1998, 
Hetman's sold and delivered food products to Hongkong Ente1tain­
ment on an open account basis. 

The lawyer said the deal was pursuant to an agreement which 
provided in part that defendant would be responsible and liable for the 
payment of all products and other items sold by plaintiff to the firm. 

"Defendant further agreed that said products would be paid for within 
30 days from the date of delivery and that interest would accrue on any 
unpaid balance thereafter at the rate of 2 percent per month, together 
with attorney's fees and collection costs," Sirok said. 

Sirak added that Hongkong Entertainment has failed and refused to 
pay for the said products sold and delivered to the company.

MEMBERS of the Chamber of 
Commerce may hire overstay­
ing foreigners seeking limited 
immunity provided they have 
the qualifications.

"(Employers) better register 
right away," he said. 

Ayuyu conceded that the cur­
rent economic crisis may 
dampen government's efforts 
to flush out illegals and have 
them employed. 

However, he said he is "aware 
of some companies that are still 
growing" despite the crisis and 
in need of more workers. 

"There is a lot of firms clos­
ing down or reducing staff. But

Bill pushes GCC 
scholarships .

HAGATNA- The Committee on 
Education held public hearings 
on two bills and a resolution yes­
terday, including Bill 749, which 
establishes the Guam Commu­
nity College Tradesmen Scholar­
ship Program. 

If passed into Jaw, GCC is au­
thorized to approve 38 scholar­
ships per year for associates de­
grees in vocational and technical 
trades. To qualify. applicants 
must: 

• Be a resident of Guam and a 
U.S. citizen or permanent resi­
dent alien; 

• Registered with their village 
mayors' offices as residents; and 

• Must have a high school de­
gree or equivalent. 

Scholarship lengths would be 
for no longer than three years. 
GCC will be responsible for in­
cluding in their budget request for 
the Fiscal Year 2000-2001 an 
amount equal to the cost of tu­
ition, fees and books for 38 schol­
arships, beginning in the year 
2000. 

GCC President John Cruz ap­
plauded the intent of the bill but 
made some recommendations. 

He said the scholarships should 
be written in such a way that stu­
dents are first required to first 
apply for the standard federal fi­
nancial aid programs. 

He noted that by the year 2004, 
the program will cost up to 
$289,000 per year, but the fund­
ing comes under the GCC budget. 
He said it would result in a net 
loss of funds to the College.

The Wal I Street proposals were 
so comprehensive that they filled 
up several boxes when they ar­
rived on island this week.

Earlier, GPA requested the 
Guam Legislature to approve the 
refinancing of $200 million in 
bonds to take advantage of the 
recent drop in interest rates. 

According to GPA, it would 
realize savings of at least $1 mil­
lion a year or at least $20 million 
over the life of certain loans if it is 
allowed to refinance its bonds at 
an interest rate that is 1.5 to 2 
percent lower. 

By Jaw, GPA is authorized to 
issue revenue bonds to raise funds 
for its projects. It is also autho­
rized to issue, sell, or exchange 
bonds to retire or redeem previ­
ously issued bonds. 

The bonds that GP A wants to 
refinance are revenue bonds 
known as the J 992 and 1994 Se­
ries A Bonds. GPA is glad that its 
bond refinancing solicitation at­
tracted such high caliber firms. 
According to GP A, the interest 
shown by the blue-chip Wall 
Street houses indicate that Guam 
and the Authority still hold a high 
standing in the eyes of the inter­
national financial community. 

With the huge interest expressed 
by the mainland firms, GovGuam 
is also considering approaching 
the companies to render an analy­
sis of the island's economy with 
the hope of gaining new insights 
on Guam's current economic 
problems.

'Enron appeal has no merit'

THE APPEAL filed by Enron 
Mariana Power before the Office 
of the Public Auditor (OPA) in 
connection with the Common­
wealth Utilities Corporation's 
(CUC) SO-megawatt power plant 
may not have a leg to stand on, 
Variety gathered yesterday. 

In an interview, Lecia Eason, 
of the Eason & Halsell law firm, 
said Enron has failed to substanti­
ate its allegations when it earlier 
filed an appeal with CUC on the 
selection process for companies 
bidding to comer the $120-mil­
lion project. 

Eason, who is representing 
CUC on Enron's protest, said she 
·is still reviewing Enron 's OPA 
appeal but nevertheless said she 
''(does) not think (it) has any 

merit." 
"I don't think their (Enron offi­

cials') appeal (before OPA) has 
any merit," she said. 

Eason, citing Enron 's earlier 
CUC appealsaid the firm "did not 
have any fact to support their 
claim." 

Asked whether she thinks 
Enron's move is a desperate bid 
to bag the project, Eason re­
plied: "I don't know what their 
motives are." 

Enron lost by a slight margin 
to Marubeni-Sithe with which 
CUC had opted to deal with on 
the project before OPA issued 
an Oct. 23, 1998 ruling direct­
ing CUC to have the original 13 
proposals re-evaluated by an 
independent firm. 

CUC, on June 26 this year, de­
cided to enter into contract nego-

tiations with Marubeni-Sithe. 
This was however rendered 

void after OPA issued an earlier 
separate ruling upholding an ap­
peal filed by one of the bidders for 
it to be reinstated in the selection 
process. 

For its part, Enron, shortly after 
CUC's decided to transact with 
Marubeni-Sithe, filed an appeal 
on grounds that its proposed gen­
erators is more economical than 
the latter's. 

Enron also alleged that CUC 
evaluated Marubeni-Sithe's pro­
posal according to criteria that 
was not in the original request for 
proposal (RFP). 

CUC junked Enron 's appeal 
saying the decision to seek an 
independent evaluator and the 
RFP issued on the matter has ren­
dered it moot. 
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Grand Hotel says it 
will fight charges 

THE SAIPAN Grand Hotel 
announced it would continue to 
seek vindication with the respect 
to the charges it believes the 
EEOC has mistakenly brought 
against it. 

Last week, Judge Munson or­
dered the Grand Hotel to renew 
the contract of an alien worker 
whom the Grand Hotel had de-

-clined to renew. 
The worker had previously 

complained to the EEOC about 
the emergency regulations re­
quiring communicable disease 
testing promulgated by the Act­
ing Secretary of the Department 
of Public Health. 
When the worker's contract 
came up for renewal months 
later, it was not renewed. He 
claimed that the non renewal 
was in retaliation for his chal­
lenge to the testing regulations 
and the EEOC backed him up. 

The hotel stressed that Judge 
Munson has not determined that 
the charges are true, only that 
the worker should remain em­
ployed while those charges are 
being tried. 

Tred Eyerly and John Myrdal, 
counsel for the hotel, said: "We 
are confident that when all the 

facts come out and all the evi­
dence is in, the Grand Hotel 
management will be completely 
exonerated. The Judge accepted 
brief written statements, from 
two employees, filed on the 
morning of the hearing to con­
clude that the Hotel's workforce 
had not been reduced. Those 
statements were false. Like all 
other hotels in the CNMI, the 
Saipan Grand Hotel has signifi­
cantly downsized. We will prove 
that at trial." 

Eyerly and Myrdal also 
pointed out that Judge Munson 
himself questioned the logic of 
a claim that the Hotel would 
retaliate against a worker for 
challenging the testing regula­
tions when the invalidation of 
those regulations would save 
money for the Hotel. 

Ron Natalie, the Grand 's 
Washington, D.C. counsel, who 
is handling the charges concern­
ing the testing program for both 
the Grand and Dai-lchi Hotels, 
said: "We don't understand why 
the EEOC is picking on the ho­
tels, when its real quarrel is with 
the CNMI Government's impo­
sition of the testing requirement.

OFFICIALS from the Western 
Association of Schools and Col­
leges have expressed optimism 
on the immediate creation of a 
four-year degree on teacher train­
ing at the Northern Marianas Col­
lege. 

If the plan materializes, NMC 
may be the first to implement the 
course. 

W ASC Executive Director 
David B. Wolf said that of all 
colleges in the West, NMC stands 
to be among the first, if not among 
the first one to offer the four-year 
degree in elementary teachers' 
training because of several rea­
sons. 

"The isolation of the island, the 
need to decrease reliance on off­
island teachers and the real iza­
tion that putting up a university in 
Saipan is not happening soon, may

McPhetres, who has been push­
ing for the realization of the sa_id 
program for years now, also ex­
pressed optimism.

Schurmann-Zeggel said the 
agency was seeking to "under­
stand the incident in the light of 
the role of matai (chiefs), village 
fono (village meetings) and tradi­
tional customs within the legal 
framework of Samoa, and of its 
constitutional guarantees of reli­
gious freedom, freedom from in­
humane treatment and freedom 
of residence." 
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"Amnesty International has 
become aware of recent interna­
tional media reports on the treat­
ment of Samoan Christians at 
Salamumu (village) for the sole 
reason of their peacefully practic­
ing their religion," Heinz 
Schurmann-Zeggel of Amnesty's 
Asia-Pacific programme told 
Reuters by telephone. 

According to media reports 
from Samoa, monitored in nearby 
American Samoa, the five men 
have been banned from the vil­
lage since the incident took place 
on October 17. 

Samoa, formerly known as 
Western Samoa, has a complex. 
highly-communal culture still 
strongly influenced by ancient 
customs and values.

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Japan LDP wins by-election 
By Elaine Lies 

TOKYO (Reuters) - Japan's 
ruling Liberal Democratic Party 
(LDP) on Monday was savouring a 
taste of victory in winning a by­
election for the Upper House of 
parliament, after suffering devas­
tating losses in July elections. 

Party bosses took heart from the 
win, but they remained on the look­
out for allies to help counter the 
weekend birth of a threatening op­
position party. 

Hiroshige Seko, a candidate 
backed by Prime Minister Keizo 
Obuchi 's LOP, on Sunday won an 
election in Wakayama, western Ja­
pan, to fill a seat left vacant by his 
uncle. an LOP lawmaker who died 
in September. 

Pledging to revive the sluggish 
economy through public works 
spending, a traditional LDP tactic, 
Seka beat out an independent can­
didate backed by the Liberal Party 
and the Democratic Party-the 
country's largest opposition group­
as well as a candidate sponsored by 
the Japan Communist Party. 

A Liberal Party candidate had 
defeated an LOP incumbent for a 
seat in the same district in the July 
elections. 

The latest win helped bring the 
LDP total of seats in the 252-mem­
ber Upper House to 104, but that 
was still far from a majority, mean­
ing the Obuchi government needs 
opposition help in passing vital eco­
nomic revitalisation bills. 

Stakes grew even higher with 
the weekend launch of New 
Komeito, formed by the merger of 
the opposition New Peace Party 
and Komei, which split apart four 
years ago. 

New Komeito, backed by the lay 
Buddhist organisation Soka 
Gakkai, has 42 seats in the 500-
member Lower House and 23 in 
the Upper House, making it the 
second-largest opposition party. 

In its inaugural meeting on Sat­
urday, the party did not indicate if 
it would ally itself with the LOP or 

BEUING (AP)-China 's value­
added industrial production rose to 
I 0.6 percent in October from a year 
earlier, showing signs of revival 
from lagging growth earlier in the 
year, the government announced 
Monday.

Talks address nuke 
control possibilities 
NEW DELHI, India (AP) -
Teams from India and the United 
States began talks Monday on 
controlling nuclear technology in 
South Asia, where nuclear weap­
ons are still new. 

The two-day round of talks, 
described as pre] iminary, was 
aimed at exploring export control 
regimes to check the spread of 
weapons technology, officials 
said. The U.S. delegation travels 
to Pakistan on Tuesday. 

The meeting follows an an­
nouncement in Washington that 
President Clinton will lift some of 
the economic sanctions imposed 
against India and Pakistan after 
they detonated nuclear devices in 
May. 

The administration cited 
progress on enlisting the suppon 
of the two countries in nonprolif­
eration issues. 

The U.S. delegation, headed by 
Deputy Assistant Secretary of 
State John Barker, was looking at 
the controls India has adopted to 
ensure its nuclear know-how and 
equipment is not given to third 
countries. 

In l O days, senior representa­
tives from the two countries will 
meet in Rome for the sixth time 
since the atomic tests shook inter­
national confidence in nonprolif­
eration measures. 

The U.S. government is trying 
to get Indian and Pakistani signa­
tures on the Comprehensive Test 
Ban Treaty within the next I 0 
months. 

While Indim1 business welcomed 
the lifting of s,mctions. Prime Min­
ister Aral Bihari Yajpayee com­
plained over the weekend that the 
move would benefit Pakistan and 
discriminate against India. 

IMF approves $16M 
Sierra Leone loan 
WASHINGTON (Reuters) -
The International Monetary Fund 
approved on Monday a $16 mil­
lion loan for Sierra Leone to sup­
port the West African country's 
1998/99 econcmic programme 
aimed at repairing the damage 
from recent civil strife. 

An IMF statement said the loan 
would be extended under its emer­
gency post conflict assistance 
scheme, created in 1995 to help 
countries trying to overcome the 
effects of conflict and which 
wanted to qualify soon for other 
IMF programmes. 

Sierra Leone's economy has 
been laid waste by years of civil 
strife and IO months of military 
junta rule until last February. Of­
ficials say foreign reserves have 

run out and the country was al­
most entirely reliant on foreign 
aid. 

The lending agency said the 
rebuilding of Sierra Leone's in­
stitutions would lay the basis for 
more extensive reforms, possi­
bly backed by more IMF money 
under its Enhanced Stmctural 
Adjustment Facility from mid­
i 999. 

Sierra Leone joined the IMF 
in l 962 and its outstanding use 
of IMF financing currently to­
tals about$ l 73 million. 

The IMF said real gross do­
mestic product was expected to 
grow by 0.7 percent this year 
and by a more impressive 5.9 
percent in 1999 after shrinking 
by 20.2 percent in I 997. 
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US House heads down impeachment road

WASHINGTON (Reuters) -
U.S. House Republicans, em­
broiled in a leadership fight and 
staggered by election losses. 
pressed ahead on Monday with 
impeachment proceedings that 
polls show most Americans do 
not want 

Members of the House panel 
carrying out 1he inquiry against 
President Bill Clinton heard ad­
vice from scholars on what con­
stitutes an impeachable offence 
and clashed often on how and 
whether to proceed with the in­
quiry. 

But Republicans made it clear 
the impeachment proceedings 
would not be easy to derail. 

"By any reasonable interpreta­
tion, the evidence presented to 
the House by the independent 
counsel. if it remains unrebutted. 
establishes that the president is 
guilty of impeachable offences." 
said Representative Charles 
Canady. a Florida Republican who 
is chairman of the subcommittee 
that conducted the hearing. 

The 19 consticutional scholars 
1estifying on the history and stan­
dards of impeachment were often 
upstaged hy l-!1'use J L1Jiciary 
Comminee Democracs and Re­
publicans who argued their case 
for and against impeachment. 

Many panel Republicans agreed 
with Canady that the allegations 
threatened the rule of law and 
merited impeachment, but Demo­
crats said the process shou Id be 
halted immediately or at least al­
tered to consider determining stan­
dards for impeachment before 
evaluating the allegations. 

They said there was no way to 
determine if the allegations stem­
ming from Clinton's relationship 
with former White House intern 
Monica Lewinsky merited im­
peachment unless additional fact­
finding hearings were conducted 
and an effo11 was made to estab­
!i sh the grounds for impeachment. 

Several Democrats said they 
would be unable to debate and 
vote on articles of impeachment 
if independent Kenneth Starr was 
the only hearing witness, as cur­
rently planned. Starr is scheduled 
to testify before the committee 
Nov. I 9. with articles of impeach­
ment scheduled for debate and a 
vote shortly after Thanksgiving. 

They said key witnesses such 
as Monica Lewinsky and Linda 
Tripp need to be cross-examined. 

"If the majority is determined

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Monica Lewinsky phone 
recordings to go public

WASHINGTON (AP)-ln her 
own words. Monica Lewjnsky 
sometimes sounds like a vixen. 
and other times like a miserable 
little girl. 

Sometimes she sounds petu­
lanc. sometimes warm and win­
ning. 

But what does Monica 
Lewinsky really sound like? 

As early as this week, the se­
cretly recorded tapes of Ms. 
Lewinsky's telephone chats with 
Linda Tripp will be released by 
the House Judiciary Committee. 
With their airing, one of the last 
bits of mystery surrounding Ms. 
Lewinsky will be gone. 

Despite the extraordinary 
amount the public knows about 
the you.1g woman whose story 
rocked Bill Clincon 's presidency. 
that story has been told by others, 
or set down on stacks of docu­
ments collected by Independent 
Counsel Kenneth Starr. 

Absent in the mass of embar­
rassing details about Ms. 
Lewinsky's life and tastes is the 
sound of her own voice. 

There is some natural curiosity 
about hearing that voice for the

first time. said Ira Teinowitz, the 
Washington bureau chief for Ad­
vertising Age magazine. 

But Teinowitz doubts the often­
smutty tapes will have much more 
thannoveltyvalue. ··certainly spon­
sors might have some questions 
about it," he said. 

Hearing Ms. Lewinsky's voice 
is not likely to change public opin­
ion about the larger questions raised 
by her relationship with Clinton. 
But it could make her a more ap­
pealing figure, said Ge~rgetown 
University linguistics professor 
Deborall Tannen. 

'The horror of having a private 

conversation made public is 
something everybody reacts to in 
a gut way," Ms. Tannen said. 
"We probably feel thatourvoices 
are who we are more than almost 
any other aspect of ourselves." 

Mrs. Tripp gave the tapes to 
prosecutors in January, trigger­
ing the investigation now headed 
for impeachment hearings began. 

Since she became, overnight, 
the punch line toa thousand jokes, 
Ms. Lewinsky has stood by in 
silence while her lawyers, her 
parents or a public relations agent 
spoke in her stead. 

Seeminglypoisedandself-pos­
sessed, every hair in place, the 
25-year-old former White House 
intern negotiated throngs of cam­
eras with nary a word. She sim­
ply smiled when her chatty former 
lawyer, William Ginsburg, 
fielded personal questions about 
her. 

Edited transcripts of the Tripp 
tapes were released Oct. 2. Ms.

Bill Gates denies 
threatening Intel

WASHINGTON (AP) 
Microsoft Chairman Bill Gates, 
who has had a long though at 
times rocky relationship with Intel 
Corp., denied that he ever threat­
ened Intel or tried to discourage 
its software efforts. 

In videotaped testimony shown 
Monday during Microsoft's anti­
trust trial, Gates alternately hung 
his head or rocked slightly as if in 
deep thought as government law­
yers challenged him during a 
deposition last summer. 

Staring at the table before him, 
Gates paused fully I 5 seconds 
when pressed whether he or 
Microsoft had ever tried to dis­
suade Intel's software efforts. 

"No," he said finally. 
But Gates, the world's richest 

man, was contradicted repeatedly 
Monday by government evidence 
and by testimony from Steven 
McGeady, a senior executive at 
Intel, a major producer of com­
puter processors. 

On video, Justice Department 
lawyer Dav id Boies pressed Gates 
about whether he had expressed 
concern to anyone at Intel about 
its work on Internet software. 

"I don't think Intel ever did any 
Internet software work," Gates 
answered. 

But McGeady, in a memo after 
an August 1995 meeting among 
Gates and Intel executives, said 
Gates was "livid" about Intel's 
investments in the Internet and 
"wanted them stopped." 
McGeady in his memo wrote that 
''Gates didn't want (Intel's) engi­
neers interfering with his plans 
for domination of the PC indus­
try." 

"He was very upset," McGeady 
said Monday. "He became quite 
enraged at one point. ... Bill made 
it very clear that he would not 
support our next microprocessor 
offerings if we dido 't get align­
ment" 

McGeady in his memo also 
harshly criticized Intel for con­
ceding. 

As part of its antitrust lawsuit, 
the government contends that 
Microsoft, with its dominant Win­
dows operating system, tried ille­
gally to extend and maintain its 
influence to restrict competition 
in other areas. 

The government contends that 
Microsoft even attempted to in­
timidate Intel, which makes the 
processors used by 85 percent of 
computers and had sales last year 
of $25 billion. 

McGeady described Gates' al­
leged threat that Microsoft 
wouldn't support Intel's hardware 
technology as "credible and fairly 
terrifying." 

Intel, which makes the micro­
processors that function as a 
computer's brain, invested in soft­
ware designed to make chips work 
harder on new types of programs. 
In essence, that would have en­
couraged people to buy new com-

puters, presumably with Intel's 
chips inside. 

McGeady's importance as a 
witness quickly became appar­
ent. 

For months, the government has 
contended that Microsoft decided 
illegally to "tie" its Internet 
browser to its popular operating 
system to hurt rival Net~cape 
Communications Corp., in viola­
tion of federal antitrust laws. 

Government lawyers accused 
Microsoft executive Paul Maritz 
of telling industry executives that 
the company wanted "to cut off 
Netscape's air supply," but never 
said where they heard the com­
ment. 

McGeady resolved the mystery 
Monday, testifying that Martiz 
made the "very frank" comment 
to him and other Intel executives 
during a 1995 meeting. 

Microsoft, whose operating sys­
tems function as a computer's 
central nervous system, and Intel 
have enjoyed one of the most en­
during relationships in the nation 
high-tech industry. 

But the companies also have 
had disputes, including Intel's 
1995 decision to develop a new 
technology called Native Signal 
Processing, a technique to use 
instructions from Intel's chips, 
rather than Microsoft software 
code, to run some programs more 
quickly. 

Gates complained then that 
Intel's NSP technology dido 't 
work with his upcoming Win­
dows 95, one of Microsoft's most 
important software products. Af­
ter talks between Microsoft and 
Intel, Intel decided not to pursue 
NSP. 

"We thought the quality of some 
of their work was very low, as 
well as not working with any of 
our new Windows work," Gates 
said on the video shown Monday. 

''We may have suggested at 
some point that the net contribu­
tion of their software activities 
could even be viewed as a nega­
tive." 

Inte 1 executive Andy Grove said 
in a 1996 interview with Fortune 
magazine: "'I admit we were dumb 
enough not to understand that the 
software we developed was actu­
ally contrary to some of the fea­
tures of Windows 95 .... We basi­
cally caved."

Kerry Wood is NL's 
Rookie of the Year

NEW YORK (AP) - Kerry 
Wood is already one award ahead 
of Roger Clemens and Nolan Ryan. 

Wood, who struck out 20 in just 
his fifth career start, won the NL 
Rookie of the Year A ward on 
Monday. narrowly beating out 
Colorado first baseman Todd 
Helton. 

Ryan and Clemens, fellow Tex­
ans whose blazing fastballs made 
them Wood's childhood heroes, 
failed to win the rookie honor. 

"I hadn't really thought about 
that," said Wood. who just hopes to 
come close to the careers of Ryan 
and Clemens. "If I last as long as 
those two guys have lasted in base­
ball and done the things they've 
done .... " 

Wood, a 2 I-year-old right­
hander,reccived 16/irst-placevotes 
and 16 seconds to finish with 128 
points in balloting by the Baseball 
Writers' Association of America. 
Helton got 15 firsts, 14 seconds 
and two thirds for 119 points. 

"It adds confidence that people 
who watch the game and people 
whofollowbaseballacknowledged 
as good a season as I've had," 
Wood said. 

Wood was 13-6witha3.40ERA 
in 26 starts, striking out 233 in I 66 
2-3 innings as the Chicago Cubs 
made the playoffs for the first time 

since 1989. He was even more 
impressive at Wrigley Field, going 
9-1 with a 2.97 ERA in 13 struts 
during the regular season. 

Most people hadn't even heard 
of Wood before he struck out 20 
while pitching a one-hitter against 
Houston on May 6. Clemens, who 
did it against Detroit and Seattle, is 
the only other pitcher to stiike out 
20 in a nine-inning game. 

"It helped me finally realize that 
I was capable of pitching ,at that 
level,'' Wood said. "The previous 
four starts before that were rocky." 

Wood was the favorite to win 
the award heading into the final 
month of the season. But because 
of a sprained elbow ligament, his 
start against Cincinnati on Aug. 
31 was his last of the regular sea­
son. 

"It's not fun sitting on the bench 
watching the team playing and not 
contributing," Wood said. 

"They knew I wasn't ready and 
they took the proper precautions." 

Wood returned in Game 3 of the 
NL playoffs, allowing one run -
not earned-against Atlanta as the 
Cubs were eliminated. His elbow 
will be examined again in about 
two weeks. 

"Hopefully, in the next couple of 
days or so, I will start getting ready 
for the offseason program and we 
go from there," Wood said. 

Gardner signs $5M 
SAN FRANCISCO (AP) - The San Francisco Giants locked up 
their ace for the next two years, giving Mark Gardner a new contract 
worth $5 million. 

Gardner, 36, ended the season strong, going 6-2 after the All-Star 
break with a 3.29 ERA. 

His season record was 13-6, with a4.33 ERA, on 33 starts and212 
innings pitched. 

General manager Brian Sabean said re-signing Gardner was the 
team's top priority. . 

The two-year guaranteed deal pays Gardner $2 million in 1999 
and $3 million in 2000. His base salary in 1998 was $850,000. 

"Of course, we're very pleased," Gardner said Monday in a 
telephone conference call. 

"We really didn't want to go anywhere else. We were willing to 
take less to stay here." 

Gardner said he'd been approached by five or six teams after 
declaring for free agency at the end of the season. He declined to 
name them, but said there was some strong interest. 

The right-hander said he enjoys the convenience of being close to 
his home in Fresno, but he's happy with a raise, too. 

"I think I was the No. I starter, ... and for numbers I put up, I was 
probably underpaid as far as the market," Gardner said. 

Gardner, a IO-year veteran, pitched previously with Montreal, 
Kansas City and Florida. The Giants picked him up as a free agent 
before the start of the I 996 season. 

His lifetime record is 78-70 with a 4.37 ERA. His San Francisco 
record is 37-22 with a 4.35 ERA. 

·'I've learned a lot," he said. "I learned to pitch - the skills, the 
stuff maybe isn't all there like it used to be," he said, "but you learn 
to work with what you have."
